TEST CASE 0\‘ GUARANTEED BONDS,

Counrt Wil He Anked to Decide the
Liability of the Unton Pacific,
Howard 8. Ahbott, the recently appolnted
master-in-chuncery for Unlon Paclfle re-
celvership cases, «ill go to Boston the Ilat-
ter part of this month to hear the evidence
in a suit against the Union Pacific rallrond
involving over $100,000, and the first case
of a series that are of gredt financial fm-

portance.

The suit I8 brought by Joslah B. French
and others against the rallrosd company,
It 18 mode a part of the Ames sult, the
plaint!iffs In the former suit ¢oming in as
intervenora In the latter. In this way it
cntera into tue final settlement of the re-

celvership cases. The hearing 1. set
for Boston on September 1. The
suit  involves the question of the
Nability of the Union Pacifle ralrosd

upon its guarunty of bonds of an auxiliary
vallrond company, As there are a number
of cases where auxiliary lines have defaulted
on thelr bonds, guarantoed by the Unlon
Pucific, this case Is looked upon as n test
case, and ite pueome I8 regarded with great
Intisrést.

The auxiliary company, whose bonids form
the backbone of the controveray about to be
heard, I8 the Leavenworth, Topeka & South-
western rallway. It runs from Leavenworth,
Kuin., to Topeksa, Kan., 50.8 miles. It hus
been used jointly by the Unlon Pacific and
the SBanta e rallroads. The expenses wore
alwnys in excess of the earnings, and a fow
years ago the road passed into the hands of
a recelver, O, T. Mclellan s now recelver
for the company. The Unlon Pacific and
the Santn Fe railroads gunranteed the bonds
that were [ssued to bulld the road. When
the Leavenworth, Topeka & Southwostern
Rullway company becnme Insolvent 4t de-
fuulted In the Interest on the bonds, and
the investors endeavored to collect from the
Union Pacific and the Santa Fe. Among
the plaintiffs in the cnse are the trustees
of Cornecll university, Ithaca, N. Y. Tho
university made large Investments in these
rallrond bonds, and now want some relurn
for Its mouey.

KNOCKOUT FOR 'THIE SCALPERS.
Cincinnatl License Ordioance Fleld to
Be Valid.

CINCINNATI, Aug. 16.—The fight be-
tween the railronds and ticket brokerg here
ended today In faver of the former. Re-
ceutly an ordinance was puassed, charging
the ticket brokers & llcense of $50 mnd corn-
pelling each of them to give a bond of §100,
which would be forfelted to the city In the
event the ticket broker sold & tleket that
was not all right, The law has been tested
in various waye nnd pending the litigation
bas nol been in effect. It was declded to be
wvalid, and the corporation couneel ardored It
enforced. It Is of special lmportance at this
timo, owing Lo the large number of excur-
glon tickets which will be used for the na-
tional encampwment of the Grand Army of
the Republic, which {8 to be held hers

three weeks hence.

Union Pacifie Telephones.

An extension of telephone gervice in the
general freight department of the Usnlon
Pacific headquarters has just been made,
and shippers and others desiring to com-
municate with that department will not be
obliged to give up in despalr because the
“line {8 busy.” Two wires have been pul
in and a separate switchboard provided.
Four telephopes are now furnished the de-
partment. One is at the desk of Asslstant
General Prelght Agent Lane, n second ia
at the desk of Chief Clerk Clifford, the
third is at the rate desk and the fourth s
& general offios telophone,

The Unilon Paclfic expects to put in an
entirely new telephone system later on,
The matter has been under consideration
for some time, but the expeuse hos not yet
been authorized. It Is proposed to establish
a cantral exchange at  headquarters and
bave connectlons with all the offices in the
bullding, the city freight and passenger
offices, the frelehit depol, the passonger sia-
tlon, the shops, the car yard, aud the chief
dispatcher's office.

WAR STAMPS ON NE\VSPAPERS

Commisstoner Scott Makes a Ruling
on Whnat Hias Deen a Mooted
Qunestion,

Aevording to the npew revenus law all
packages carried by rallroads required a
stamped Bl of 1ading and & great hardahip
was worked upon people at emall stationa
who had been acoustomasd to having their
dally papera thrown from tralps. The law
required a stamp on every paper under gep-
arate oover and put an end to this con-
venlent way of delivering papers to way
statlons. Much complaint came from per-
rous living along the Penngylvania line and
Commissioner Scotl rendered the following
decision:

Papers In gingle wrappers thrown off at
flug stations first required stampn on each
paper. The law provides that but one bill
of lnding shall be required on bundies cr
paokages of newspapers when enclosed in
one gevneral bundle at the time of shipment.
The ruling heretofore made that each bundle
baving a different destinstion should have
a different bl of lading and be stamped s
modified In view of opinfona of senators
and members of congress that such was
not the intentlon of the law. Therefore,
when the tux of 1 cent i pald on the gen-
eral bundle, each package Ib the goneral
bundle which 1s taken therefrom and dellv-
ered at intermedinte polnts does not require
o Eeparate recelpt and llnmu

Une of l"xpnuiiiun Stampn,

For the last three weeks the large males
of exposition stumps have been fow at the
Omahn office, probably due to the fact that
other large offices now have a supply of
tho stampes and patrons arc not forced to
send to Omaha for the novel stamps. Aftier
sovernl days of eareful observation of the
mall which Is recelved at the Omaha oMee
from all parts of the United States the dls-
tributing clerks estimote that not morse
than § per cent bears tha exposition stamps,
The mail received from the south and west
bears a grealer per cent of  exposition
stamps than eastern mail, but the use of
the stamps on mnll other than that sent
from points within a short radius of Omaha
s limited.
