effect, becnnse this governmoent coulid
uot, with  propriety, offer medintion

whien neither of the belligerents desires
it and besides  to do so would be o de-
parture from the historical policy of the
Unitedd States, Woepe hoth parties to the
war to ask the United States to use its
good offices in the futerest of peace the
riquest  would  doubtlesg be  complied
with, but for this country to olfer to
medinte without being asked to do so
by the belligerents would certninly he
vegarded by them and perhaps by the
rest of the world as an Imvertinent -
terference which we eoula not justify
on humanitavian grounds,

In the effort to defend England's selzure
of Amerlean goods the questlon of what is
contraband of war is adroitly brought to the
front and the real points at issue ohsgoured
It Is not the fault of the Unlted States
that England hag gone to war with twa
little republics, whose boundaries open on a
neutral state. That la the fault of England. '
It she did not like the sltuation she should §
have taken steps to better 1, elther by
purchasing Delagon bay or by some ar-
ringement with Portugal. England has no
right to blockade Delagon bay. She has
just as mueh right to blockade the port of
New York or Bremen or Cherbourg, or any
cother neutral port in the world, 1f contra-
band goods are furnished the Boers [rom
Portuguese territory, that Is a matter for
Fugland to settle with Portugal and not
with the Unlted States or Germany,

In other words, the talk about contraband
goads is outside of the questlon and can
only be brought in by implleatlon or for
the purpose of abscuring the Issue, It I8
quite time that Great Britain was taught
that she is amenable to international law
ns the other powera of the earth; that when
principles ate once establishel sha is not
exceptod from thelr operation and that (f
ghe undertakes a war under certaln 1im-
Itutions ehe has not the authorlty or power
to compel the reet of the world to help ler
to remove these limitatlons, Of course,
