bons through the materinl an old-fashioned
painted used, It is done
in the same wony as up-and-dewn embrold-
ery and the ribbon s so lurge that one
stitch will entirely fill in the petal of a
small flower or complete a leaf, Thus the
embroidery of the sofa cushion to which ref-
erence  has been made was done by an
amateur in two days, A faesimile of it
which was exhibited 2t an art shop In New
York sold for $50. All of the materials snd
the stamping cost only about §10,

It is, however, not only on sofa cughlons
that this work is seen. Small, but very
handsome fire scereens are entirely covered
with it, Often they are worked upon a back
ground as delleate as white satln, Among
the smaller pleces frames and fewel boxes
are most popular. The picture frames nre
charming when worked upon white maoire
silk, or even white panne velvet; the latter,
however, s more difflcult to accomplish.
Still newer is the idea of doing the ribbon
work on holting eloth and placing It over
whitee sutln before it s mounted. A misly,
soft effect Is in thie way produced, and It is
quite enchonting.
