MLAUGHLIN'S NEW TRAIN

BRAKE.

Intended to Revoelutionize the Han=
dlingg of Rallrond Praflio.
Manawa this year will be something more
thun a pleasure resort, Popular as It has
been In that line In the past, a greater future
gcoms to be looming up for it. Indications
now are that it will be an Industrinl center
of more than loeal Importance. In an easy
angd unostentatioua way a blg manufacturing
plant Is belng buit up down there, which
promigea 1o glve employment to many men,
and to exert an influgnce that will be felt, A
bullding 30x50, one-story high, and another
30x50, two storles high, have heesn erected
slnea last fall. They nare flled with ma-
chiniry and work that now glyes employment
to about twenly men. But this Is only the

The moving spirit (n the entérprise 1z Wil-
limmm Gordon McLaughlin, an Inventor and
organizer who has already attracted the at-
tentlon of rallrcad men and othirs Inter-
e#ed in blg schemua.

Mr, McLavghlin hae been making his home
In Counecll Bluffas for several years, but has
been sponding his days at Manawa during
the greater part of the time sines: last spring.
He first became Interested In the resort for
the reason that Colonel Resli's little rallroad
gave promlse of affording him the oppor-
tunity for which he had long ecraved of
making a practical test of reveral practleal
ldeas that had found a lodgment under hio
hat and have since bsen protected hy letters
patent from the United Statrs government.
One of these propositions he submitted to
Celonel Heed and was at once glven a chanee
to work It cut and apply It to one of the
Munawa motor tralns, [t was a new brake,
direct and automatie, that would control a
train of any length In o mannir as positive,
but more gently than the automat'e alr brakes
now used on rallway tralns, and which woull
cost cents whers the a'r brake costs dollars,
All summer McLaughlin and a few falthful
helpers were at work on the brake, con-
structing the applianc: by hand or with erude
machinery and applylng It ta one of the
tralng, There were but few Intervals durlng
the summer when the lake traflle did not de-
mand the use of all cars and no time when
botn of the large steamn motors wers not In
use. MoLaughlin and his men had to work
undor the greatest dlsadvantage, but they
worked. An old mo'or with boller eapacity
Just sufficlent to hold steam enough to pull
itaelf at a fliteen mile speed was all that
could be glvin him, but this and a few of
the least used cars on the line wers sufficlent
to demonstrate the fact that the man had a
bruke that was as glmple and proctical as a
farm wagon brake, and as powerful as the
most Intricats and costly austomatie alr ap-
paratue that ever thecksd a traln of Pull-
muns. Ho demonstrated ts practicaliflity im-
mediately after the cloze of the seavon last
fall, and has slnce been enguerd In adding an
wutomatle coupler to bz worked from the
(nglne, and to be entiredy under the control
Of the englneer of @ train, It is only within
the last few days that he has been enabled
lo show this lawt devies, but now he has a
traln that I8 undoubtedly the most unique in
the world, The engin‘er can set out any car
in s train by simply working an Indlcator,
couple or uncouple wherever and whenegvar
he pleascs, and stop hig trafn while running
at full #poed (n less distance than has ey:r
been accomplished by sny of the alr pressure
devices, There are no hoss or pips connec-
tions to be mads betwesn the cars elther for
the brake or the coupler, A single steam
oylindir operates the brake, and uses no
more steam In making a ktop than s re-
quired by the alr pump of the Wentinghous:
ryslem In making one s'roke. Rvery pos-
#lbitity of an accldent Is prov'dad agiingt. A
worm-gear attachment is fixed to each car
and should the train break In two he
memontum of the car winds up the brak: an
that and on every other car In the traln,
The detached care must stop and so must the
“ngine and the remainde* of the train. This
attachment Is operated by a rops similar to
the bell rope of passenger tralus, and when a
tradn o made up that lne i the only thing
to be connected by hund.

For the list week MoLaughlin has had
hls tialn equipped with all of his novel ap-
plisnces, and bas been running to and from
Mavawa almost dally on (he track south
of the Wabash rallway tracks, The train
has been broken Intentlonally while golng at
full speed ecores of times and the worm
wear attachment has been as unerring In
'ts operation as the law of gravity, demon-
sirating that one cause of g0 muny rallway
sccldents would by lts use be forever re-
moved,

A fenture of the steam brake that has
:ommended Itgelf to the practical rallway
men who have examioed It s the method
af applylug Its force. This is applied gently
and contlnuously to every wheel In the
traln, not with an explosive jerk like pom-
pressed alr, which in passenger tralns bumps
the heads of passengers and In stock tralns
threws cattle off thelr foet to be trampled
to death, Among the hundreds of tests that
have been made there has not been & single

It ls A power generator
that appears almost to solve the problem
of perpetunl motion, and is as much & mys-
tery to the common mind as the Keeloy
motor.

NEW YORK'S NG GUN.

To Commnnd the Inner Bay from n
Porapet on Fort Hamilton,
Hundreds of sight-seers have visited Fort
Hamilton to gain a view of the big rifled
gun which has Just been brought from the
Sandy Hook proving grounds and now lHes
In the roadway beneath the rampants of

the fort.

This 1s the first of the rifled gune, on dls-
appearing carrlages, with which the govern-
ment proposes to equip Forts Hamilton and
Wadsworth, says the New York Herald, It
Is to be pinced in position on the outermost
parapet of Fort Hamilton. under ths direc-
tion of Lieutenant MeGregor of the Unlted

States engineers’ department, Behind the
parapet a platform about twelve fect in
henght has  been  bullt and upon this

magonry the gun will be lald untll the dis-
appearing carriage, upon which it will
eventually rest, hag arrived, The construction
of thls masonry was begun about four years
ago,

The new gun was muode (n the government
argenal at Troy, N. ¥. It was then taken
to the proving grounds at Sandy Hook,
where It was tested. It welghs thirty-three
tons.

Belng a 10-Inch gun, its barrel I8 com-
paratively small, but It ecams a projectile
weighing 570 pounds, and requires a charge
of a birrel of powder. At 1.000 yards the shot
will penetrate twenty Inchea of steel, Al-
though the rifledl gun Iz =0 much larger and
more pow:rful than the ordinary smooth-
bore gune with which the fort is equipped,
It raquires no larger force to man jt.

“The carringes will be of cast stesl)’’ sald
Lieutenant MeGregor, "ana, anhough 1t is
called a disappiaring carrlage, It is In reality
the gun which dimappears, When In pesition
the gun wilk be Invisible behind the parapet,
and only when firlng will it rise to view.

“Thesze breech-loading guns wers firat
manufactured, 1 belleve, by Kropp, In Essen.
The cost of the gun, carrlage and its place-
ment, I would roughly estimate at about
125,000,

“The government Intends to protect the
entire water front at Forts Hamllton and

Wadsworth with thess guns, thus amply
protecting tha harbor of New York and
making the Narrows practically impregna-
ble.

“When this gun is in position no Ironclad
of any natlon at war with our country could
mfely pasa on the farther side of the Nar-
rows, A singls shot from the 10-lnch muz-
zle might sink It

“The ordnance department was not In-
duced to etrengthen theee defenses by the
alarming storles current a year Or B0 ARO
about the defenseless condition of the har-
bor. The Idea of thess improvements has
been under conslderation in the department
for many years, The Intentlon now Is to
utilize these guns as soon as they are made.
Immediately on thelr completion they are
sent to the proper ground to be tested and
storeéd, We have plenty of guns ready, but
the only delay scems to be In getting car-
riages for thrm and placing them in position.

“I have no definite Idex as to when the
carriaga will arrive for thls gun. That e a
matter under the charge of the ordnance
department. But If the carrlage {s not
tested before It Is sent a preliminary test of
gun and carriage will be made at the fort,

“I would not llke to make any positive
statement concerning the range cof this gun.
There Is a declded difference between the
exlreme range and the useful range. The
Inst 1,000 yards are far less valuable than
the first 1,000, At the queen’s late jubllee in
England some talk wae oceasloned by the
firing of a shot ten or fifteen miles, Dut
such @ test Is practicably valueless,

“These guns are deslgned for use In the
inner bay and were theéir penctrative powoer
only ten or f{ifteen inches there would be
small chance of any enemy's vessel enterlng

here,"

COMPANY FORCED TO COME DOWN

DES MOINES, Jan. 26.—{Special Tele-
gram.)}—Desr Moines has won another vietory
in Ita contests with It corpotations, For
two years past an effort has been golng on
to foree the mam company, owned by the
United Gas Improvement company of Phila-
delphia, to reduce (ts rates. 1t was charging
$1.70 for Iuminating and $1.40 for fuel gae.
After a long fight tte council passed an or-
dinance requiring the reductfon of the rates
to $1.30 for Nluminating and $1 for fuel gas.
The company took the matter into the courte
and applied for an Injunction to prevent the
eiforcement of the rates. The matter |s still
pending,

A few weeks ago the company made over-
turee for a settlement and met the com-
mitiee of citieene which has directed the 1t-
lgation. Conference after conference was
held and at Iast terms were reached, The
company agrees to make Is rate $1.30 per
thousand for both Nluminating and fuel por
poses. Thia Is to take effect at once. At
the end of two yeare a reduction of 6 coents
per thousand will be made, and each two
yoars thereafter reductiono will be made till
the price will be $1 per thousnd at the and
of ten vears. Thle the company has agroaed
to do If the olty will withdraw all sults and
repeal the present  ordinance fixing the
prices at $1.30 and §1 and give a fifteen-year
contrict for the use of the strests for the
gas malnse,

The cltizens' committee has called a meet-
ing for Monday at 4 o'clock, at which the
matter will be presented to the citizens and
the adoptlon of the Sriposition strongly
recommended by the commitice, There o
little doubt but It will be accepted and the
litigation ended.

that the Rock Island would bring in most
of the stock to the yards, and the other
roads would get the haul east from the
city, while the Rock Island could get the
entire haul to Chleago If It refused to bring
gtock to Des Molnes, The rallroad com-
missloners were appealed to, but found no
remedy for the condition. Then the Com-
mereial exchange was appealed to, and took
up the matter with the road, Conferences
were held. and the road agreed to with-
draw the orders on condition that It should
be given a guaranty of as much tonnage
east as It dellvered Lo the vards from the
west, This was agreed to, but the qusstion
of switching charges Interposed itsclf and
made it (mpossible to put the arrangement
lnto effect. Last evening a conference was
held between the Rock Island officlals and
the representatives of the Commercia]l ex-
change, which ended In a rupture and the
announcement by the road that it would
declure all negotations off and refuse to
handle stock for the yards.

As a result, the exchange has lssued a
statement of the sltuation, and calls en the
shippere to punish the road for Its opposi-
flon to Des Moines' Interests, There Is
gerious talk of a syetematie effort to de-
prive the rond of its Des Molnes’ business
until it eoncludes to deal differently with
the yards, Meantime the local stock market
Is suffering. =,

SEX AMONG EMIGRANTS,

Some Peenline Faoin thnt Have Never
Heen Snilsfnetorily Expinined.

The publication ‘of articles on ths subject
of European Immlgration into the republie
of Venexuela has ecalled attentlon again to
cne of the curfosities of emigration waich has
never been clcarly explained and remalns
therefore, something of an enigma, It Is
well known, says the New York Sun, that
the foreign Immigrants Into this country from
the northern natlons of Burope—Great
Britaln, Germany, Russla and Scandipayin—
have, like ths early colonists from the pame
countrien, been pretly evenly divided between
the two sexes, The emigration from the zouth-
ern countries of Europe, on the contrary,
Spaln, Italy, Greece and Portugal, has been
chiefly mals, and to this fact, perhaps, more
than any other 18 due the Intermarriage ol
emigrants and natives In South Amerlea, and
the gengral absencs of such marrlages in
North Amerlea, partienlarly in the United
Statie and Canada, The emigration from Ire-
lnnd, for instance, for many years, has been
more largely made up of fomale than male
emlgrants, while from Italy, on the other
hand, the preportion for a perlod of more than
twenty years o, male, s:venly-five; female,
twenty-five,

The totsl number of emigrints to the
United States from 1845, the first year of
large emigration, to 18056, a period covering
nalf & century, was In excess of 16,000,000,
and more than 40 per c@=nt was female,
whereas the large Spanish and Itullan em!-
gration to South Amerlea has been almost
exclusively male. As this matter 18 not one
of early ocecurrénce. but continues at pres-
ent  (the census figures resuming their old
dimenelons slnce the Improvement of the
times), it might be supposed that the num-
her of women In those Buropean countries
from which there ls and hag bexn practically
no female emigration, would be much larger
than in those countrles which have suffered
a wteady diminution through the emigra-
tlon of persons of both sex:s, HBut the con-
trary of this I8 shown by the fAgures of the
Almanach de Gotha. In Italy, from which
there is very little female emigration, the
number of female Inbabitants I8 actually less
than th: mule Inhabltants—In the ratlo of
ninety-nine to 100. In Roumania it 15 ninety-
three to 100, On the other hand, In Great
Britain, from which the emigration of women
has been continupus, they outnumber the
aen in the proportion of 104 to 100, In
il the ather countries of Europe
‘rom whieh there ie and has been a large
emale emlgration a majority of the in-
abltants are women. In Russia the propor-
‘on Is 102 women to 100 men, In Germany
4 women to 100 men, in Sweden 106 women
) 100 men, In Switzerland 104 women 1o
' men and in Denmark and Auetrla 103
women to 100 men. In France and Belglum
the equality of proportion between the sexes
Is very eveniy preserved. Thug, In France
there are 1,004 women to 1,000 m'n, and in
Belglum the difference Is smaller, there being
Lo0L women to 1,000 men.

A still more pecullar manifestation of the
sam= paradox, If it may be g0 eonsldersd,
Is found In the official reports recsntly pub-
lished In England of the emigration from
that country during the last quarter of a
century, In 1860 4814 per cent of the popu-
lation of Great Britain was male ani 51%
per cent was female. Detween 1860 and
1870 the femalz emigration was the larger,
yet by the census of 1871 the female popu-
latlon Increased the more rtapidly. From
1870 to 1880 the male emigration was the
larger, but the female emigration increased
the more rapldly,

WEATHER THAT WAS WEATHER,
Records of Cold Winters, Floods and
Cold Waves.

Captain Charles Lawson, pllot of the Si.
Louls and Mississippl Valley Transportation
ecompany steamers, hns a valuable sorapbook,
which, among the many records, has the fol-
lowing on sevore oold winters In this country
and Europe, says the St Louls Star. The
Information was obtained from rocords of the
8t. Louls Cathedral, over forty-clght years
Age.  In the year 408 the Dlack sea and
Stralts of Dardanelles were frogen, In 802
the Danube and Bibe were frozen over and
bare heavy teams for a period of a4 month,
In: 860 the Adriatle sea was frogen. In 991
genemal freczes occurred all over Burope
Crops falled the following scason, and famine
and pestilence followed., In 1188 the River Vo
wins frozen from Cremona to the sem; wine
casks burst and trees were split by the frosi
In 1230 the Danube was frozen to the bottom,
In 1468 the wines furnished to the soldiera in
the army of Flanders were frozen and had to
be cut with hatehets. Tn 1084 the loo whs
vleven Inechos thick on the Thanies river and
coaches drove across on the les, 1In 1716
booths were erceted on the fee of the Thames
river, In which fairs were held. In 1744 and
1745 the strongest ale, when oxpased fifteen
minutes, was covered with fee onc-elghth of
an inch thick. Like events cccurred on the

Thames river In 1800 and 1814,

The same record contalns entries of floods
In the Mississippl at St. Louis, the firel being
made In 1718 by Franecis Xavier Martin, but
the helght {8 not glven. Gerere records a
flood In St. Louls In 1786, and Governor Sar-
gent in 1770, 1782 and 1785, In 1826 the water
came up to Main street, Recurd of the floods
Is nlgo made In 1832, 1844 and 1849; the
helght ie not given, but there are many ol
steamboat men living among us that remem-
her the latter dates—Captains James Ward
and Jogeph La Barge and James Kelly—and
give the helght, the water going up In Come
merelal alley, and steamboats knded along-
glde the housez and discharged thelr eargoes
through the seeond floors.  From Caplain
Charlez Lawson's own experience he has re-
corded the results of some cold winters, In
January, 1864, the Arkansas river was frozen
to the cut-off, about twelve milis above Ils
mouth. On January 1 of the same yvear the
thermometer recorded 26 degress Lelow gero
at 8Bt. Louls, which Is suppossd to be the
coldest weather ever recorded there, On Jan-
uary 6, 1877, the Misaissippi river was closed
by jeo from Terrence to the foot of Ozark
Island, below the mouth of the Arkansas
river, 1In January, 18556, Galveston bay wis
partly frozen and the Ouchita and Arkangay
rivers were frozen,
