What is everybody’s husiness Is
nobody's bhusiness.  No shigle taxpayer
cnn aflord either to stand up all the
year round against jobs and steals or
to Incur the enmity of those who are
engaged in despoiling the whole boity
of taxpayers.

In our self-pride we aroe
ton apt to think that the dominsnee of a
riee gives us our freedom, rather than the
doiminance of a prinelple. But such an ldea
Is unworthy of our great republic and es-
pecially urnworthy of a representative of the
rapublican party, which broke the line of
color in establishing political rights under
the constitution.
