DEFAULTING DUND BIDDERS.

It I8 reported that the treasury ofli-
ecinls expect that the nmount of new
bouds which will not be taken by the
hidders to whom  they were  allobed,
beceause of Inability to make the tirst
payment, will reach bhetwoeen S5,000,000
and F0.000000 and i very likely ta he
considerably more,  One bidder in New
York for S4500,000 of the bhonds can-
not take them amd having Cailed 1o
negotinte hig allotment, owing to the
high rate of his bid, it will 2o (o some
other suceesstul bidder who may desire
it, possibly to J. 1. Morgan and his
gssacintes, to whom, it Is sabd, all the
Bonds not taken by the persons to whom
they huve heen alloted may go. M. Maop-
ean hiad alloted to him about S54L000,000
and it will not be surprising if e ulti-
mately gets half the issue.

It bas transpived that a great many
bids were made purely as a matter of
speculation, that is, the parties mak-
ing them had no means and no inten-
tion of taking the bonds, but had in
view the possibility of getting some-
thing out of their allotments in the
event of thelr bids being accepted. A
number of instances have been reported
where small allotments of bonds were
sold at a premivm by bidders who coulid
not produce the ensh necessary to take
up their allotments, It is stated that
the treasury officials hold that the al-
lotwents of the bonds are not trans-
ferable and that the original bidder
must himeself accept -and pay for the
honds alloted to him,. but as there was
nothing said in regard to this in the
secretary of the treasury’'s call for bids
it I8 hardly probable that there will be
any objection mnde to the transfer of al-

loiments, | The experience, however,
will undoubtedly have the effect, In
cage of another bond Issue, wlilch Is

probable within the next six months,
to cause the secretary of the treasury
to require bidders to accompuuoy thelr
bids with a deposit.as evidence of good
raith, the deposit to be returned in the
event of thelr blds being rejected, This
will have to be doue to prevent an im-
moense flood of worthless bids and there
would be nothing in such a requirement
at all inconsistent with a popular lonn.

HERBERT ON NAVAL NEEDS,

Secretary Herbert Is o staunch advo-
cate of hullding up the navy as rapidly
as practicable and he is entitled to com-
mendation for the work he has done in
this direction. When o member of con-
gress e was an enrnest ehampion of an
adequnte navy and did much to ereate
opinion favorable to his view. As secro-
tary of the navy he has been no less
devoted to this poliey, to which there is
now comparatively litle opposition and
which the present coungress wonld un-
doubtedly be disposed to earry out on
a liberal seale If the condition of the
treasury would warrant it

Secretary  Herbert was  bLefore  the
house committee on naval affairs Inst
week and expressed the opinion that
more battleships should be aunthorized
than was recommended in his annual
report. Indeed, he thought that con-
gress could not make a mistake in an-
thorizing the construction of too many.
Naval officers who have recently given
their opmions regnrding naval require-
ments have pointed out the necessity
for more battleships, We shall have
elght when those authorized and build-
ing are completed and it s the jodg-
ment of experts that there ought to be
ut least double this number, while n
force of twenty battleships would Dbe
none too large for the purposes of de-
feuse, A LI Introduced in the senate
provides for the construction of six new
ships of this «eluss, but It may be
doubted whether the present congross
will authorlze so many as this and proh.
ably provision will be made for bulld
ing not more than three or four, which
conld be constructed and In service by
the time the npext congress comes in,
whien the question of a further increase
enn be determined freom the then pre-
vailing conditions, There is very little
prospect that this congress will provide
more revenue, A small coterle of free
sliver republican senators seem  deter-
mined that no revenue measure shall
pass unless theve is legislation favor:
uble (o the free colbnge of silver, and
n8 the overwhelming seatiment In the
house angainst free stlver renders such
legislation Impossible there is hurdly any
chonee for the pessage of a revenus
bill, even though it was assured the
president would approye one.

Cunahia has pever been lncking in en-
terprising men and in promising proj-
eots, The trouble hias been to get all
Its enterpriging and public-spirited men
to conter their energles on one project
at o thme. Omnha bas always so many
Irons In the fire that few of them ever
reach a white heat, This ix trne today
as el as it ever hns been,  There Is
n general disposition for Larmonlous co-
operation among all elasses of citizeos.
but there ig a lamentable want of con-
centration,  Our danger lies in brancli-
lng out in too many directions without
bringing any important enterprise to a
head.

The project that bears the greatest
promise of snbstantinl and lasting bene-
fits and one that will more than any
other agency bring other projects to o
focus is the Transmississippl exposition.
The magnitude of this enterprise and
its Mar-reaching effect upon the fature
of Omaha has not been properiy  ap-
preciated by our people. It will foree
the completion of a union depot and will
insure the building of one or more first
class hotels within two yenrs. It will
stintlate activity in the bullding trades
as no other project could possibly do
and will bring more people to Omaha
and circulate more money in Omaha
than all the other pending projects com-
bined.

The essential thing now is congres-
slonnl recogunition. Time i8 the all-im-
portant element.  Unless all energles
and influgnees Omaha can exert are con-
contrated soons to secure netion by con-
gress within the next three months, the
opportunity to turn the tidal wave of
fmmigration and Investinent toward the

transmississippi  region will be lost,
The proposed exposition  bas  been

started under most favorable ausnpices.
It was located at Omaha ng the most
available and accessible place by the
nunanimons vote of the delegates from
the states represented In the Trans-
mississippl congress, It has been uni-
formly endorsed by the press and people
of Nebraska, It bas vecelved the hearty
approval of the legislature of Iowa.
The bill giving it governmental recogni-
tion has Dbeen referred to a rriendly
sennte  committee, of which Senator
Thurston s elairman,

The presence of Senator Thurston in
Omaha should be utilized by the board
of managers to arrive at a  perfect
understanding with him ns to the de-
tails and conditions under which the
work ean be pusheid  to completion.
While Senator Thurston may be con-
fidently relied upon to do his part, his
efforts must be seconded and supple-
mented, not only by the men actively
enlisted in the enterprise, but by the
whole body of our cltizens, from now
on until congress shall have accorded
favorable action,

In an address recently delivered by a
prominent merchant before the Omaha
Retallers”  club  the  credit  system
was characterized ns iltogethor
vicious, demoralizing to both mer-
chant and  customer, A strong
argnment was made for the posi-
tive withdrawal of credit by loeal re-
tailers and the plen made for the con-
duet of business on a strictly eash hasis,
It was further stated that most of the
failures of retail merchants in this eity
conld be traced to thelr book ncconnts,
while others had voluntarily elosed thelr
doors becnuse they could not collect
what was due them. This subject is
not a uew one, There Is not a retail
merchant in Omaha who prefers the
credit system.  The prohlem with him
is, How can it be dope away with with-
out injury to his business. There is
but one way by which the pernicious
system can be abolished, The retallers
lkknow how it shonld be done. The only
question is, Will every retaller in Omaha
agree to require customers to pay cash
und bouestly live up to the agreement?

Cohimbus, who did many good things, ear-
rled the knowledge of cocos to Europe, and
it moon became common In Spaln. It was
introduced to England in 1857, and abou* the
boglnning of the cighteenth century chovo
fate, which Is a preparation from the saine
plant, bechme fashlonable there,

Coffee, the drink more blighly regarded
todiey than any other, was first used in
Abyssinia in 875, Thence It was Lirought
to Ardbin, A Greek firat fotroduced it to
Koglund and made himeelf famous by the
act,

Tea, which vivals coffee In favor, 1s a na-
live of China, where It has been grown for
over 1,000 years, Pepys mentions having
drank It in 1660, showing that it was then a
novelts.

It will surpri=e those who like heer to hear
that it Is not a modern Invention. It was
made by the Bgyptians many hundreds of
years befsre the Chrintian era, as well a«
by the Greeks and Nomanw,  We have re-
ceived it from the ancient Gauls, who were
great drinkers as well as feeders. Undoubt-
edly the nse of brer was common as early as
the use of wine.

Among the Egyptians, Greeks, Romans and
Athenlans beer was made from barley, while
in Spain and Britain wheat was used for
malting. Tacltus in the first century, said
that beer was Lhe usual drink of the Romans
and tho soldiers of Caesar introduced It into
Hritain.

So-called beer was made In England a long
time ago by tapplng spruce, fir, birch, maple
and a=h trees and using thelr juices. This
process s still kept up In England and In
this country, where home-made beers from
roots are much used.

Ale, which ts more used in England than
in America, {s a heavier malted liguor than
beer and contalne a small proportion of hops.
It was a favorite drink of the Anglo-Saxons
and Danes

A more aristorratic drink Is wine, the use
of which Is as old as civilization.,” Its arigin
is sseribed to the gods. The culture of the
vine hegan in Armenla and Fontus amIJ
gpeedily spread. The most fancus of Asiatle
wines was that af Chalyb, which furnished
the tahles of the Perslan kings. Wine was
not used by the mogt anclent Romans.

Whisky, which is more democratic than
wine, is distilled from various grains, from
potatoes end fiom malted barley. It was
named by the Celts in Ireland and Scotland.
Brandy, a drink not so universally uged, ls
distilled from wine.

One of the new drinks or dighes of New
York swells Is ealled the “Plre Tsland Cock-
tall.” Here (s the formulu: Take a small
eglass and sprinkle the bhottom with pepper
and salt. Add a tablespoonful of Worcester
or some other szuce and pour in an equal
amount of catsup, Next put in one large
drop of Tabagco gauce and equeeze half of
a lemon in on top, adding to this a table-
spoonful of vinegar, Stir the whole gently
and drop In as many raw oysters as the
glass will hold. The oysters are eaten In
the usual way after this process has been
completed, each ope receiving a bath in the
conglomerate snuce before taking.

Another new wrinkle in mixed drinks Is
“The Opera,” which is a club affair, usually
for two. Two egge broken In the bottom
of a mixing glnus are covered with powdered
sugar and a couple of ponles of brandy, The
gloss is then fillef with eracked les and the
whole ls shaken In the usual way. A pint
bottle of champagne is then divided and the
first mixture is distributed evenly between
the two glasses of champagne, being strained
very slowly intn the champagne to prevent
effervescence, This is a drink for the gods.

A very faney deink is mode In Lhis way:
Squeeze the Julee of hall an orangs into a
glisg and add the julce of one-gquorter of a
lemon,  Then pour in consecutively half a
spoonful of sugar, the yolk of an egg, lalf
n pony each of brandy, benedictine and
maraschino, a dash each of curncan, anisette,
parfait amour and noyeau, and add three
ponles of pure cream, Fill vp with flne lec
and shake well before serving.
