WASHINGTON, Feh, 17.—(Bpeelnl Tele-
dram. ) —Roepresentative Anilréaws detnon-
strated today during the discussion of the
agricoltural approprintion bill that hs s
well equipped for a running debate, even
thotigh some of the old-timere were pitied
againet him. He urged with stucceess the
retneintement of an appropriation of $15,000
to further Investigate the feasibility of Irri-
gation In the weat, There has been ex-
pended from the present approptiation, $8,000
for clerk hire, and this was the reason that
the committes dropped It.  Mr. Anldrews,
hewever, told the house how vital s this
question, and commanded attention, partie.
ularly when he gave assurances that the
prosent secretary of agticnltural would _be
supplanted before the next fiseal year ended

by a new man, and the funds would be
properly expended. It was therefore in-
seried,

Reprorentative Mercer has introduced the
senate bifl of Senator Allen with corrections,
appropriating $200,000 for the Transmissis-
sippt  and  Internationnl exposition ta be
hell in Omaha from Juhe to November, 1808,
This Is mlong the lines of the articles of
Incorporation as Mr, Mercer understunds
them. The lown delegation has heard of the
endorsement given the expoxition at the
harde of the Town legislature, and the mem-
bera are growing enthusiastio over the ques-
tlon. Representatives Pickler and Gamble
will ald in secuting the same recognition as
given Atlanta and will do whatever they
can to further the passage of the bill,

ent that he thought he would zeenre $200,-
oM of the awmount approprinted for the
Missouri river to be expended at Omabn
and Couneil Bluffs,

Senator Allen presented memorials from
the Nationnl Woman's Christian Temperance
unlon and Nehraska Woman's Chrelstian Tem-
perance unlon, remonstrating againsy the en-
actment of leglelation dosigned to Introduce
and establish military tacties in the publie
school curriculum, Also a memorial from
the Nebraska Woman's Christian Temper-
anoe union praying for the enaciment of a
Sunday rest law In the Distriet of Columbia,

Senator Gear of lowa introduced a bill
approprinting  $35,000 for Industrial schools
for Sac and ox Indians at Tama, la.

Statements that a bill has been or will be
fntroduced to move Omaha and Winnebago
Indians from their reservation In Thurston
county, according to Senator Allen, are
wholly false, there belng no Intention, so far
an the Nebraska delegation is concerned, to
disturb the Indlans. Senntor Allen also pre-
sented a redolution calling upon the secre-
tary of the Interior to hold up all patents of
bond-aided raliroads in default to the gov-
ernment until sich matters are adjusted. It
went over, It s the senator's intention to
follow this up with another resclution call-
ing upon the rallronds to turn over to the
government elther the lands In default or
thelr equlvalent.

Mr. Mercer presented In the house a pe-
tition of the Nebraska Women's Christian
Temperance union as to military instructions
in public schols, but stated he believed that
im the time of peace was the time to prepare
for war.

Representative Lacey introduced a bill ere-
ating a department of commerce, which s
to supplant the Interstale Commerce com-
misslon, June 30, 1896, and providng for the
officers. The secretary s empowered to or-
ganlge four bureaus as follows: Bureau of
Interstate Commerce, Amerlcan Commerce,
Forelgn Commeree, and Commercial Informa-
tion and Statistice.

The bill Is practicaily an extenslon of the
act of the last congrems for the segregation
aof mineral lands in the rallroad grants In
Idaho and Montana to the state of Callfor-
nia.

gale of bonds under the resumption act
between the two periods of 1879 and March
1, 1803, and between the latter date and
January 1, 1594,

Mr. Washington offered an amendment

DEFINES HIS  RESOLUTION

Senator Davis Makes a Lengthy Specch on
the Monroa Dootrine.

NO PROTECTORATE WAS CONTEMPLATED

Nelleves that the Amerienan People
Will Tolernte No Concession from
the Natlonal Principle Lnid
NDown by Monroe,

WASHINGTON, Feb, 17.<The spesch of
Seontor Davis, mupporting tha resolution of
which he ix the author, enunciating the
polley of the Uniled States on

dencs by crowded galleries, the attendance
being greater than at any time sxince the
vole. Mr. Davis spoks ones or two hours
and was glven clhge attentlon throughout.
The language was conzervative and was not
the radical utterance some had expected, Mr.
Davis spoke with gratification of the reports

coming from across the Atlantic, that a
kettlement of the Venezuelan trouble was
likely to be effectad, yet the senator de-
clared with emphosis that the Amerlcan
people would never endorse a settlemoent
based on concessions of any featurs of the
Monroe  dootrine.  While minimizing the

possibilities of a war, the senator sald that

a firm and expliclt announcement of our
poliey to rosist European encroschments
would give the surest guaranty of peace,

The rest of the day was givon to the military
neademy bill, which was under dlgcussion
when the sepats adjourned. The proposi-
tion of Mr. Vilas, to Increase the number
of eadet appointments by two from each state
an aguregate of ninety, brought out mueh de-
bate, the prevalling sentiment being favor-
able to the inerease,

The early part of the session today was
devoted ta a large amount of routine busi-
ness, A resolution by Mr. Allen  waw
adopted, calling on the secrotary of the treas-
ury for information as to the amount of
money, Including the gold reserve, In the
treasury on March 4, 1880, and March 4, 1507,
respectively; whether there was a docrease
of revenue betweeen those dates and the
causes therefor,

Another resolution by Mr. Morgan was
adopted, ealling on the secretary of the treas-
ury for all reports during 1894-95 concern-
Ing the condition of the fur seals in Bering
S0R.

Mr. Mitchell of Oregon presented the re-
port on the Dupont contested election case,
and gave notice that he would call it up for
uwction at the carllest day possible,

Mr. Palmer announced that Mr. Turple
T‘uum present a minority report at a later
day.

A message from the house of representa-
tives announced the disngreement of that
body in the senate silver substitute to the
hond bill. No action was taken as to a con-
ference.

VEST WILL NOT LET GO.

Mr. Vest called up the recent report of
the secretury of agriculture concerning the
cattle quarantine In Texas. The senator sald
the secretary's action in changing the quar-
antine line had the effect of Increasing the
price of beef to the people of the entire coun-
try and worked speclal loss and hardship
on the cattle Interests of the west and south-
west. Mr. Vest spoke at considerable length
;md was followed by Mr. Berry in the same
ine,

At 1:30 Senater Davis securad recognition
for his speech onthe resolutlon framed by
him some weeks ago defining the Monroe
doetrine.

“IL 18 & matter of common observation,'
sald Mr. Davis In beginning, ‘'that each year
our forelgn relatlons Increase in difficulty,
complexity and importance. This' results
from the growth of our natlon and to the
tendency of the tlmes to bring natlons intoe
soclal and commerclal intercourse,”

It was this tendency, sald the senator,
which explained the fact that the United
States was involved in more diMculties with
Great Britaln than with all other countries
comblned. He was glad (o know, how-
ever, that the last month had brought gome
amelloration of the (mmedlate difficulties to
which the attention of the country had
been given. If the new conditlons were
founded on the Monroe doctrine then they
would recelve the warmest approval of the
American people, but 1f they involved any
concession of the principles lald down by
President Monroe, then the people of this
country would visit upon such concesslon
their condemnation and disapproval,

Mr. Davis sald that as he understood the
Monroe doctrine it was an assertion by the
United States that it would regard as an
Infringement any attempt by European
powers to take or acquire any new or ad-
ditional territory on the American continent,
or any Islands adjacent thereto, or any right
of soverelgnty or dominlon, and that such
Infringement would be deemed dangerous to
the peace and safety of the United Stutes.

The =enator reviewed at length the condi-
tions existing in Europe at the time of the
enunclation of the Monroe doctrine. He did
not view the course of the British states-
man, Canning, who favored the doetring, as
Inspired by love for this country, It was a
move in behalf of British trade then be
gluning to expand the world over.

NOT A PROTECTORATE,

Speaking of the critielsm that the pending
remolution contemplated a protectorate over
South American countrles, Mr. Davis sald
it would bear no such construction., nor
would It bring about such remult. It EUg-
gested no gusrdlanship over southern coun-
tries. None of them was relieved from the
chastisement of war by a foréfegn country,
the only condition being that territorial ex-
tension shall not result from such war,
There was nothing new or navel n the spirit
of this doctrine. It was recognized and en-
forced by European governments, and Turkey
offered a marked [nstance of the mutual
agreement to refriin from territorial exton-
slon In the Ottoman empire,

Mr, Davis referred to the statement of Lord
Sallsbury that the Monroe dootrine fs not
based on any canon of International law, and
the senator insisted that the plght rested
In any naetion to interfere In the affalrs of
another state when conditions are dangerous
to its peace and safety., This was a recog-
nized principle of International law, upheld
by eminent English muthorities, from whom
the senntor quoted.

Taking up the lslands of Cuba and Hawall,
Mr. Davis showed the conslstent and pep-
aistent course of the United States In apply-

Ing the spirit of the doctrine to these Islands,

WEAK POINT IN THE MESSAGHE.
The senator mald he was pleased to hear

from  acrome  the water In the re
ports of the parliamentary debate
that econcemsions  had  been made which

would tend toward a eettlement. But If this
settioment was based on that feature of the
prepident's message fuggesting a mutual =ot-
tiement between Great Britain and Veneau-
ela the people of the Unlted States would
never agroe to It It would amount to a
territorinl extension,  Aa mn whole, the pres-
Ident's message had been unobjectionable, but
when the documen! was scrutinized it would
bo found to contain a reservation, exception
nnd diminution of the Menroe doctrine never
before attempted by an AmericAn statésman
oxcept Calhoun, This dim'nutien of the
original doctrine was contalnsd In the pres-
ient’s brief approval of the voluntary agree-
moent between Great Britain and Venezuela.

It was no part of the Monroe doetrine that
any voluntary cesslon of territory by a 8cuth
Ameriean state to a forelgn government was
unobjectionable to the United States. It
was ax much a mensce ax If the extension of
territory was voluntary and peaceable as
though It was Lthe result of conguest, Al
the present time the adoption of such &n
Idea would permit Great Britain, under the
pretenss of a voluntary settlement, to ad-
vance her territory In South Americn.  Ven-
ezuela s now under the duress of Great
Britain, declared the wsenator, A B:itish
ultimatum has been addressed to Venezuela.
What, then, could result from any pretense
of a voluntary agresment when Great Brit-
aln dominated Venezueln and  the latter
country was without the power of exercis ng
freo will?

Mr. Davis spoke strongly in favor of arbi-
tratlon and pointed out the frequent ealutary
results from recent arbitrations. He also
referred to Lthe several South and Central
American states, pointing out their progress,
resources and capabilities,

ANSWERS A FOREIGN ARGUMENT,

Concerning the pending resolutlons, Mr,
Davia =ald 1t In no winy added to or dimin-
Ished the orlginal Monroe doctrine, It simply
made permanent by, congressional enactment
the definite polley of the United States, thus
oending the constant assertion by foreign
jurists that the doctrine was a mere dictum
without acceptance, by the Ameriean con-
gresn, There is a class of patriots In this
country, said Mr. Davies,’ who regard it as es-
sentlal for thie cowolry to Interfere If any
forelgn government wages war on a South
Ameriean republic.  But this Is a erude and
erroneous application of the Monroe doctrine.
The present resolution eontemplated no such
policy, It was againgt territorlal extension,
direct or indirect. Repofts had foreshadowed
a treaty between Greal Britain and Spain
concerning Cuba, by which certain parts of
Cuba were to bo plgdged to Great Britain.
This act, said Mr, Davis, wounld be the first
step toward Britigh  acquisition. It would
be in opposition to the spirit of the Monroe
doctrine. It would control the destiny of
Cuba. There has n much talk of war,
gsald the senator, but there has never been a
possibllity. of war,  Neither government
would permit 1t, No American soldler would
enter Canada. New York would not be put
under the contribution, The Welland canal
would not be destroyed. The two great coun-
tries would go on peaceably solving thelr
difficulties, To that end congress would lay
down the Monroe docirine as an esszntial
feature of American policy. In t!me of dan-
Eer the surest road to peace was an exact
wiatement of our policy.

Mr. Davis closed at 3:30, having spoken
Just two hours, and was warmly congratu-
luted by his apsoclates,

The military academy appropriation bill was
then taken up. Mr. Vilas offersd an amend-
ment inereasing the number of cadet appoint-
ments by two at large from each state, an
aggregate of ninety, This was supported by
Mr. Vilas, Mr. Hawley, Mr, Elkinsg and
Mr. Proctor,

Mr. Gordon spoke eloquently of the need
of a “‘eitlzen soldlery,” and in this connec-
tlon urged that the recent rumbles of war
should warn the country to be ready. The
people are hoping and praying for peacs
betweon this country and Great Britaln,
but this would be more effective If It were
backed by power. In view of General
Gordon's service during the elvil war, his
reference to his military training, mot In an
academy, but In the stern experience of
the fleld, attracted marked attention, He
spoke of the great eonflict as the bloodiest
in history, and of the happy obliteration of lts
flerce anlmosity. As a matter of safety
against foreign conflicts and domestle vio-
lenca this proposed enlargement ©of the
trained milltary force of the country met
with the senator's hearty approval

The amendment was not disposed of, when
at 5:36 p. m., the senate adjourned until
tomorrow,

wihen Senator IPrye interrupted (o say that
the Pacific roads would never have been bullt

It there had been po Credit Maobiller. “No
more,” e added, “than can the Nicaragua
canal be built without the es-aperation of

some company under the plang proposad.””

“Much as I am interested In the Nicara«
guan canal,” replied Mr, Morgin, I should
abandon s advocacy If T believed It to
be trus that it would be built under cle-
cumetances likely to develop such a condl.
tlon of affalrs as grew out of the bullding
of the Paclfie roads,"

He added in the bill which he introducsd
last year, It tad been provided that the
United States, Costa Rlea and Niearagia

should have a large majority of the directors.
This, he thought, would prevent any Credit
Mabiller scandal in  that direatlon. Mr.
Morgan sald that he had propored to find
a way of preventing the recurrence of any
such disgraceful state of affalrs In  con-
nection with the Pacifie roads, but when Mr.
Gear, chalrman of the committes, asked
Bim how he proposed to accomplish that de-
sirable result, Mr, Morgan replied that he
would enlighten the comimittee In an exee-
utive sessgion.

Mr. F. B. Thurber read a preparcd state-
ment in opposition to government ownership
of the Paclfle roads. The report upon whioh
it wns based, had, he sald, been submitted
to the Board of Trade,

HUNTINGTON ON THE RACK.

The objeet of Senator Morgan's question-
Ing of ©C. P. Huntington, president of the
Southern Pncific, who was next called, was
to biring out the facts as to the ability of
tho Southern and Central Paclfic roads to
contro] the trafile of the Unlon Pacific. Mr.
Huntington was Inclined to be evasive, and
declared that the question of rates and
competition by the Canadlan Pacific, North-
ern Pacific and Atchison, Topeka & Santa
Fo would determine.

Senator Morgan then directed his Inquiries
to the ascertainment of the transportation
lines controlled by the Southern Pacifie,
under the Kentucky charter, the result
being to show that the company controlled
raliroad lines through an exchange of stock
from New Orleans, vin San Franclsco to
Portland, Ore., and owned not only a line
of steamers from New Orleans to New
York, but had a business arrangement from
New Orleans to BEurope. The Kentucky
company, Mr. Huntington sald, issued stock
amounting to about §1,000,000,000, but
In exchange for eapltal stock
in other companies, and not for cash. He
himeelf had five or six milllona of the Ken-
tucky company's stock, but he thought the
Stanford estate owned more of {t than he.

On the point of Individual linbility of

stockholders for the company's debts, Mr.
Huntington eald that he did not belleve
they are llable, and, he added, “the fact

that those fellows aseert we are llable makes
ma stronger in the belief that we are not.”

Mr. Huntington declared he had no in-
terast in any of the contracts for bullding
the Central Pacific, but he was Interested
somewhat In  the Contract and Flnance
company, as werea hie three rallroad as-
goelaten, Charles Crocker, Mark Hopking and
Leland Stanford. He could not sayv what
the Central Pacific had cost, but after a
great denl of questioning, Mr. Huntington
admitted that the Contract and Finanece
company had recelved all the stock and bondw
of the company for bullding the road.
These, at par value, were worth $116,000,000
on thelr face, and he thought the cost of
the road was about $80,000,000 or $00,000,000.
The assats would not, however, have paid
the company's debts, Mr. Huntington eaid
he thought the books of the contract com-
pany had been dextroyed, as was the paper.

At the conclusion of the hearing, Senator
Brice expressed dissatisfaction at the wlde
range the Investigation was taking, but
Senator Morgan eald that his purpose waws
to ascertain whether congress could legie-
late B> as to provide for the =male of the
ronds ar for procecding through the courte
by means of a foreclosure. The hearing will
be continued tomorrow.

MORGAN WILL GET THE BALANCE.

Hig Syndieate to Have the Honds Not
Already Taken.

WAEHINGTON, Feb, 17.—The question of
what disposition shall be made of the bonds
upon which the allottees have defaulted by
falling to make the required payment of 20
per cent on recelpt of notice of the accept-
ance of their bids, is now before the secre-
tary of the treasury., The amount of de-

faults has not yel been ascertained, por |s
it expecied that the exact amount will be
learned before the mlddle or the last of the
woeel, when the reports of the subtreasuries
are expected to be In. Jt Is belleved, how-
ever, that the bid of Willilam Graves and his
associntes of New York Clty for §4,500,000 at
$116.3391 8 by far the largest, and It ls
probable that the aggregate will not exceed
this mmount by more than $1,000,000 at the
mast,

Mr. J. P. Morgan has filed with Secretary
Carlisle a claim on behalf of himself and as-
mociates Lo all defaulted allotments under his
bid of $110.6877 and bas deposited In the
subtreasury at New York sufclent gold to
cover them, The secretury within the last
day or two has recelved a number of offers
to take all bonds upon which default of pay-
ment s made in figures conslderably Iy ex-
cess of the Morgan bid, but he is undoubtedly
inclined to the opinion that under the termas
of his circular of Januvary 6 he Is prolibited
from accepting any bid for bonds after that
date, and hence it follows that Mr. Morgan
and his ussociates are very llkely to get an
emount considerably In excess of thelr firsl
allotment. The secretary, however, has not
made an ofMiclal decislon on this point and
does not expect to do o before omorrow,

SENATOR DUPONT'S TITLE CLEAR,

Report of the Electlons Commiitee
on the Delaware Contest,

WABHINGTON, Feb, 17.—Senator Mitchell
of Oregou, chalrman of the commitlee on
privileges and elections, today presented |n
the senate the views of the majority of the
committee, favoring the seating of Mr. Du-
punt as senator from Delaware,

The report beginsg with an seccount of the
proceedings of the Delaware legisiature on
the 9th of lust May, when It Is claimed that
Mr. Dupont was elected. It shows that In
joint assembly the legislature of that state
numbered thirty members, sixteen of whom
constituted & majority, and that at the time
of the alleged election Hon. T. M, Watson,
who had been elected a member of the state
senate, and also speaker of the senate, was
acting as governor of the state, leaving, If
he was not entitled to sit as a senator,
twenty-nlue legislators to constitute the joint
assembly, and making fifteen a majority. It
is alsp shown that Mr, Dupont recelved Af-
tein voles.

The commitiee concludes that “The whole
question of the right of Mr. Dupont to a
#eat in the United States senste, aw clajmed,
turos upon the mlogle question: “Had Mr.
Watson, then holdiug aud exercising the
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on which Mr. Dupont claimg to have bean
elected, the legislature of the state of Dela-
ware consisted of but twenty-nine members,
and there were In the joint aegembly on that
date but twenty-nine members of such legis-
lature entitled to seats in such joint as-
sembly and entitled to be counted and voto
thereln. As Mr. Dupont recelved fAftoen
votes, belng a majority of the whole number
entitled to be cast in such Joint assembly,
and & majority of all the legal votes oast
therein, he was legally elected senator from
the state of Delaware for the full term, com-
mencing March 4, 1805, and s entitled to be
sented.

The committes also takes the position that
the ‘‘fuct that such election Is not certified
by the governor of the state in pursunnce of
the statute on that subject does not in-
valldate such election In any respeot.”

Terrell Carvies Hin Polnt,

WASHINGTON, Feb, 17.—The State de-
partment has receivad a report from United
States Minister Terrell at Constantinople
in reference to the case of the American
missionary who was arrested at  Bittlis
by the Turkish suthorities on a charge of
Ineiting rebiellion, on the evidence of cer-
taln Armenians who are now' In prison. Mr,
Terrell cables Becretury Qlney that he has
secured a  suspension of the proceedings
against the misslopary and a safe conduoct
for him untl the mountains have been
crossed. The minister will Investigate the
case. When news of Knupp's orrest came
to Mr. Terrell, he demanded that he be
released or that he (Terrell) be permittad
to try him, and this cablegram indicates
that he has succeeded in his purpose of
removing the case from the Turkish offi-
