That Kindly old gentleman treated
the rebels as erring children of Spaniards,
whom It wan his duty to spank and put to
bed. The roeult was his good intentions
were constantly frustrated by those erring
childron, who took all manner of lberties
with the amiable ruler and carried on thelr
revolutlonary plans exactly ns If he had not
bean In exlstence. The cafes aud other pub-
lie places. contained rebel workers, who
apenly defied the government In treasonable
convergdtion and concocted echivmis to ald
the rebellion under the wvery eyes of the
authorities, .

Many of the military bodles were not alart
and peereesive, They bebaved ag If thelr
hearts were not In thelr werk., Everybody
in the public =ervlee appeared to Le influ-
etited by the beueficent poliey of the then
captain general. -

Theie is n complete ¢change now and no-
where Is It mare apparent than at the
palace, Today as [ kat In the great re-
cuption room Just off the bread marble paved
balcony awalting the disengagemoent of the
new captaln gencral, It was interesting to
note the chunged conditions. Numerous
stall officers bustled about. They did not
walk slowly; they hurried, Orderlies atlrred
themeelves an If somebody was after them
with a stick. On all sides were Indicationa
that some strong ddrecting mind was push-
ing men to actien,

Many poople were walting to see General
Weyler, He dlgpatehed thelr business with
the promptness of a Wall street banker
during business hours. 1t 1z “yes'" and
“no'' with the new governor—no waste of
-words, none of the famillnr palaver char-
aoterlstic of many of hisg people.

DOESN'T LOOK LIKE A SPANIARD.

To look at General Weyler I would not
suppose him to be a Spaninrd. There is
nothing Spanish in his features, his man-
nor or his hearing. Mesting him  down
town In New York one would say he was
a smart man of affairs, the head of some
great finanelnl concern, a broker with a
large business, or even a busy editor. He
18 slender and evect, of less than medinm
beight, has a ligh forehead and an pgeres-
slve chin which Ig thrown s=till farther for-
ward by the way in which he cuarries his
head,

General Weyler has, In addition te his un-
mistakable businesslike manner, the bearing
of a soldier. He does not wear the showy
uniform of a Sponish officer of high rank,
but appears ot his desk in o plain black
frock coat, which Is not new. Hils knowl-
edge of various kinds of business is enor-
mous, Commercial and marine law s at
his tongue's end. The Intricacies of cue-
toms house transactions are understood in
all their bearings.

The durmy will have no rest under General
Weyler. Hls pureuit of the rebels will be
remorseless, He came over the sea to serve
his government by putting down the rebel-
llon if possibie, and he proposes to do so
at all hazurds, But the acts of the captain
general during the ten-year rebelllon will
not be repeated, L do wot think there ls
any one Individual In the world today who
i more misrepregsenied, more abus:d, and
nbout whom more atrocious libels are pub-
lished than Weyler,

Immediately  wfter fntelllgence  was re-
celved that he had been ordered to Cuba,
that portion of the native populution who
eympathlze with the separation movement,
Eel up én cutery with the object of stimulat-
ing the preJudices of the people of the
United States. The denunclation of General
Weyler has been continuous.

1 have told the fucts regarding General
Weyler previously fn the World, He came
to the islund in the former rebollion a young
field oMeer, He was placed in command of
& column and was given the same orders
by his general that other commanders had.
At that period Spain was muaintalning great
severlty toward the rebels. Bome of the
orders of the governors-general were bloody
and eruzl,

Weyler was a soldier alene In thoge days.
He hag since acquired his great knowledge
of politieal business affairs, Then he was
filled with ardor and ambition. An extra-
ardinary mind llke his i» not to be content
with mediocrity.  Weyler rushed his sgol-
diers about the distriet In which he operated
as he rushes the entire army today, They
called him “‘the weasel,” because no one
¢ould eateh him azleep. It was his duty to
caleh rebels, and, according to his orders,
when he caught them under certain condl-
tiong, he was bound to take summary meas-
ures. Thoee measurcs were of a nature that
the world at large disapproves today. They
were oruel and remorseless;, but I Weyler
had pot obeyed orders he would have besn
court-martialed,  How mdny military men
would have done otherwise?

The reputation of Weyler was formed,
and he was hated by the vebels and their
sympathizers, bocanse he was more alert,
more untiring and generally smarter than
other commanders, 1t was night and day
work with him, while other leaders rested In
camp. It I8 not strange that the almost
superhinman enorgy displayed by General
Weyler ahould clevate his name above thoee
of his fellow officers.

VICTIM OF FALSE STORIES.

INSURGENTS CAPTURE SOME ARMS,

Compel Merchants to Give Up Thelre
Supplies,

HAVANA, Feb, 28--The Insurgents have
destroved the rallroad bridge al Bacuranao,
not far from this city. It Is reported that
the lasorgent leader, GIil, has burned the
village of Neabanie,

Advices which have just been recolved
here show that on Bataurday last a small
band of Insurgents surprised the store Keep-
ers in tho s#treets of Anglona de Merced,
on the outskirts of Cardenas, the important
Aeaport near Matanzas. Under threats the
insurgents obtalned all the flivatms and
am-muniticn In the place.

Colonel Vasquez, commanding the Cala-
Iuna battallon, hng been ongoged at Prenas,
near Clenfuegos, provinee of Santa Clara,
with the insurgents, commanded by Higinlo
Pirero. The lnsurgents left eight killed on
the field and the troops captured twelve
prisoners.

A detachment of the Morta Cristinia bat-
tallon, commanded by Major Cateloe has been
engaged near Matanzas with the Insurgents
under Mestro, Cajlsto and Rojas,
sulprised the onemy at bronkfast and eap-
tured the ingurgent position at the polint
of the bayanet. When they fled the Span-
ish cavalry charged upon the jnsprganis’
flenk. The encmy made anpther stand at
Joir, at the Carman plantation. The troops
again charged with the bayonet and dis-
persed the enemy and afterwards nine killea
and three wounded were found upon the
ficld,

Genoral Linares passed from San Felipe
by Gabriel, while Maceo wes near Aguacn,
the insurgents to the number of 1,500, under
Perico Diax, Nunez and Castillo, cccupying
the hills In front of the column of troops,
The other Insurgent Infintry and covalry in
one flank opened fire upon the column, Gen-
eral Linares had ordered forward cne depart-
ment of his forees to reconunoiter, while there
remained at his orders four companies of
the battalion of San Fernando, two squad-
rons of ciavalry nnd two batteries of moun-
tain artillery, besides one company of In-
fantry and one equadron of cavalry as o
rear guard, The forees involved were in
o short time hotly engaged, the insurgents
delending their position obstinately and giv-
ing back only a foot at a tlne, The troops
ohirged with the hayonet enthusiastically,
and finally dislodged tha Insurgents, whe re-
treated several milles, where they made an-
other s=tand. Another buavonet charge lis
persed them, when they left (welve killed,
and, according to the official repo-t, earried off
over filty wounded. The troope had two
killed and seven wounded,

General Weyler has bheen munii annoyed
by acts of vandallsm committed o (he nelgh-
borhood of Havana, and it is snvouniesd that
the governmeint will take measures to se-
verely punlsh ag criminals and bandits those
caught In the act of destroying properiy.

UUBAN STORY OF A LATE BATTLIL

Seven Hundreed Sponish Killed In the
Contest nt Pale Pricto.
TAMPA, Fla,, Feb, 28.—Today's mail from
Cuba brings three letiers from  different
gources announcing the ontrages which are
gtated fn the dispatch glven below, directed
to Senator Morgan In Washington Ly Rataelo
Porinands, Cuban seeretary of siate, who

lenves for Washington tonight,

“In Quatoa, seven miles fram the suburbs
of Havana, on Saturday, Webruary 284, at
2:30, the insargents retired from the town.
At 8 o'clock 200 Spahlsh soldiers imwediately
entered, murdering nopcombatants  to the
number of twenty-two, Among them were
gome Spanlards, 8'ck men, boys of 156, and an
old man of 72 Pifteon Insurgent poncom-
batanis have been taken to Mariando for
trinl. This news hag been confirmed hy liv-
ing witnesses, who have Just arrived from
the seens of the butchery.'

The detalls of the battle of Paip Prieto
between Santa Clara and Placets, about Feb-
ruary 20, have arrived, The result Is con-
pidered more Important than the battles of
Peraljo Colies or Las Cacsos,  Serafin San-
chez commanded the Cubang und Genernl
Palanco the Spauish. The oulvome wan the
greatest triumph the Cubaus ever had, the
Spanish loss belng 700, General Palanee was
severely wounded and his horse & now In
the possession of Quintin Bandera. In their
flight many Spaniards threw themseives into
the river. The Svanlards attacked a wmall
detachment of scouts  who cvertook the
maln body and after a short fight the fed-
erad machette charge was made, prosrating
hundréds of Spanish beneath thewr terrifie
onslaught. The severe Bpanish lossss are
attributed greatly to the panie which ensuod
when "“‘charge with moacheties" was ordered.

His Expulsion in New York Simmltaneous
with His Elevation in Ireland,

SINGULAR  SERIES OF  COINCIDENTS

Baoch Apparent Rebnff of the Noble

This ia fairly
representitive of the general private opinion,
but there 14 a4 certain sympathy for him
among yachismen and among men of his own
claws; first becase he I8 an Englishman; bo-
chiuse he wae accepted ag a represantative
of Eaglich yachtemen in an  International
contest, and because he I now, obviously,
the under dog In the fOght,  All this prevents
individuln English yachtgmen from exprees-
Ing an opinion for publicatlon on His ex-
pulsion from the New York Yacht elab.

Lord Ihmraven him and his couneel, Mr.
Askwith, will sy nothing whatever, nor
conld the correspandent find any pubile
champlon of Dunraven, even among lile
politieal eolleagues, In the lobby of the
House of Commons this evening the matter
wias not much discnssed, but It generally
thought Dunraven had come out of the quar-
rel very badly, In (he three leading yacht
clith of Londan no member wis present to-
night who would allow himeslf to be quoted
for publleation, althovgh no defender of
Lord Dunraven was to be found. The gon-
oral feeling seemal to be that Dunraven's
line of action, In view of the already pending
difficulties between the two countires, en-
titledl his to little eonsideration on  the
ground of patriotism:. The prevalent at-
titude on the affale was fairly exemplefied by
the statement of Gibron Bowles, M. I, to
the correspondent, Mr. Bowlea 18 a practical
and experlenced yachtsman, who navigates
hig own erulser and Is devoted to the pas-
tinme. He salid:

“1 really could not undertake to express
an opinion on the cao2, and [ don't =ee any
advantage in doing so. The club i» a solf-
governing body, with entire power to deal
ug it chooges with any of ils members.
There is mo appeal from its verdiel, and I
regard the decigion of the club under such
clreumstanees ag above eritlelsm, There is

SEVERAL SINGULAR COINCIDENCES.

There. kas besn, however, a remuarkahle
series of coinnidences, golng to show, appar-
ently, an official recognition of Lord Dun-
raven as o response to the Amerlcan allega-
tions apainst him. This recogeltion has
followed so sharply upop each of his of-
fenses apgainst Americans as to show cvery
indication of belng premeditated. Thiz may
not he so in truth, but the series of eninel-
denceg s strikingly accentunted this morn’ng
by the publication in every newspapzr, in a
eolumn adjelning the account of ths acticn
taken by the New York Yaeht club. of his
appointment, by Lard Sallsbury, as lord leu-
tenant of County Limerick. .

Thig recalls that Immedlatddy after his re-
turn from his abortive contesl In New York
he was elected vice president of the Yacht
Racing assoclation, the highest body  in
England connecied with that sport, as the
successor to the late Lord Watepford, the
most popular eportsman in Bnglaud,

Then, again, immedlately on his return
frem hie appearance before the investight-
ing committee, he was Invited to be one
f the notabsl party gathored at Lawther
castle to mect the Prince of Wales, Then
hy was Invited to Ssandripgham, but cur-
ent waoell-informed report bos it that the
prinee  there advized him  to  make the
apology.

In ubsalved from any des‘ve to make the
appelntment as g set-aff to the expulsion,
Dinraven's position in County Limerick as
an extensive residentsl lund owner taking
consideralile Iuterest In county afalrs, ren-
dored it certaln that in any e roumstances
he would have tlie refusal of the honorary
office of lord lcutontne, but undoubtedly he
pecelerated the completion of the prelim-
inarles to the appointment, o that the an-
nouncement might be officially made at the
gime time as the publication as the decision
of the New York Yacht club, which bhe
clearly foresaw would be hostile. The office
is the gife of the Irish viceroy, nnd Dunraven
paid a hurrled visit to Dublin this week to
comply with certain formulities preparatory
to the ofeial promulgation of his appolint-
ment.

“Mr. Hainer informed me on Februaey 10,
before leavitg Washington, that he had callel
o meating of the Nebpaska republican state
central commictee for the ovening of Febh-
runry 14 at Lincoln, The date was satis-
factory to me, as I had no ldea that any
action would be proposed except the lesuince
of a eall for a state convention. 1 had no
intimation that any presidentinl declaration
was eontemplated until 1 reached Omaha
on the forenoon of February 14,

Y am now convinesd that Mr. Hainer had
no purpope of proposing any regnlutions to
the commiitea when he left Washington on
February 10, 1t 1 my earnest desire lo
pvold any personal controversy among the
republicans of Nebraska.

on us, We gt the stars and stripes and
drepped our anchor. A hoat occupled by a
seecqid Meutenant, pilot, two armed Spanish

marines und oarsmen, was rowed (o our
vessel, the first four persone coming on
board. As uene of us could understand

Spanish, our pllot acted as ioterpreter, and
we ascertained from hilm that the party was
in search of two Spanish marines, who had
deserted from the gunboat, and were thought
to be on board our schoener. They pro-
cpeded to search the vessel and remained
about half an hour, when they departed.'
