He had ordered the young girls
stripped naked and then compelled them
to dance thus naked befere the Spanish
troops, while the parents, driven to the
point of Insanlty, stood by, But this was
not all, Mr. Sherman was Interrupted ot
thig polnt nnd asked that the recital be
suspended. The s=enator went on to glve
extracts from recent Interviews with Wey-
Ier, In whieh he spoke of exterminating
the Ciubans. These showed him to he, sald
My, Bherman, a demon rather than a gen-

WARNED THE GALLERIES,

Then the senator added: “If this con-
tinues, no earthly power can prevent the
people of the United States from going to
that Island, sweoplng over It from end
to end and driving out these barbarians.'
Al this fervid sontence the galleries broke
fnto loud and continued applause, while the
vice preaident loudly gave warning that
ander thelr rules, |f the demonwtration was
roprated, the pgallerles waold  be  clearoed.

CARGO NOT PROPERLY PACKED

Why the Steamer Stranaban Was Liboled
by United States Authorities.

NOT VIOLATING THE NEUTRALITY LAWS

Ships Only Acensed of Handling Me-
ploslves Contrary to Lnw—=liovern.
ment Takes a New Taek
Iin Prosccuting.

NEW YORK, Fah 29 —The United States
authorities Lhave taken a step In the Permuda
casy that glves great satisfaction to the Cu-
bavns, Heretofore there hus biten no legal
proceas In connection with the selzurs of
the steamship and the Hehter James 8. T.
Strannhian and the lghter's cargo of arms
and ammunition, They were dotained upnder
executive orders, the president of the United
States havieg power to act in such cnses,
hut no court authority had beet brought Into
requisition, except 1n Lhe case of the men
for whom warranis had been lssued.

Jamen J, Maeklln, attorney for MeCaldin
Hroe,, who own the steamer SBtranahan, made
a demand on the Unlted States marshal
Wednesday for the release of the lighter.
Hoe was asked 1o walt until the Ai=trict nt-
torney could look Into the metter and readily
accaded, District Attorney MacFarlane last
night fMled a Hbel and information on be-
hnlf of the goveroment agalnst the cargo of
the Stranahan, described as containing 300
packages of gun powder aad dvonamite, cart-
ridges and other substances of ke charneter,
The action is brought under eections 1,475
and 4470 of the United States rovised stat-
utes, which provide for the packing of ox-
plosives for shipmient, and a penalty of a
fine not excesding $2,000 or Imprisonment
not exceeding elghteen months, or both, for
violation of (he requiremoents, which are that
they “shall ba securely packed and put up
woparalely from ecach other and from  all
other artieles; snd the package, box, cask
or other vessel contsining the same shall
be distinetly marked on the outside with
the name or description of the article con-
tained thereln.” =

The cases on the Stranahan containing ex-
plosives are alleged to have been not thus
marked. The lihel notifies all concerned to
appesr Mareh 17 Ddefore Judge Brown, in
the United States distriet court, to show
cauze why the packages described should
not be selzed and forfeited.

Spenking of the case, Horatlo 8, Reubens
of general counsel for the Cubang sald! “"The
actlon of the distriet attorney shows that
he has abandoned the idea of setlng on the
ground of Infraction of the nsutrality laws.
He thus introduces a novelty in such cases,
Thore was no warrant for the government's
action on the lines followed, becnuse in all
coses that have gone before based on the
neutrality laws the government has fatled.”
