PAVING AND PAVING MATERIAL

Some Speculations and Reflections by a
Wooden Block Champion.

—

SAPLESS CEDAR THE THING WANTED

Argnment In Favor of Substitatinz
Sensoned Waood for the Costly
Asphnlt or Hattling Gran-

ite on Sirceils, P
OMAHA, Feb, 20.—To the BEditor of The
Dee: Spring has eome and it fs the seazon

to eall the attention of the authorities and
taxpayers to A& few things exceedingly fm-
portant to the general Interest to be done.
Farnam, from Twentieth to Forty-first street,
should be repaved. 80 also West Cuming,
Sonuth  Sixteenth and a few other short
strects. This done Omaha would favorably
stand the Inspection of oritioal nelghbors
Left In dilapldation, detriment to the entire
ety surely follows,

The consideration of the kind of materialg
t bp used Ir of the first importance. Grans
Ite, sandstone, asphalt, brick, macadem or
wood ean be had,

Granite [ rough, nolsy and expensive.
The same may be sald of sandstone, #nd
ferther, 1t I8 lacking in wearlng quallties.
Hrick Is rather expensive and of doubtful
utility wherg the travel Il so heavy ua
upon the frst three slreets named.

As inillcated by our experience upon the
eounty roads, llmestone macadam is too soflt
for durability and in dry weather too dusty
for cleaniiness; In wet, the milky mud is
win more objectionable, To Insure satis-
faction It should be surfaced with crushed
granite, Our connty commlssioners contem-
plating repalrs may profit by this sug-
gestlon,

Asphalt 1s desirable and ecan b2 made
dutuble by paying handsomely for it. It s
the rleh man's luxury, the poor man's bur-
lon, The question of the cost of pavement
shoold always be considered, and capecially
at the present time. Now s thore any one
rendy to fly in the face of adverss public
opinion and say a word for cedar blocks?
There has been much unjust eriticlsm  of
those hoaving anything to do with the use
this material In our pavements, As 4 mat-
ter of fact, has it not done all that was
ever claimed for it? No one expected it to
last longer than seven to nine years, and |t
ig being left on the streets where used far
beyond that perfod; and Ix being cursed he-
cnuse 1t does not continue “‘ever fresh and
green.”  Wherever put upon a sultable foun-
dation It has served out, in usefulness, the
full period claimed for It; and let us ad-
monish your readers to not confound it with
cypress, that proved so short lived. We all
remember the cypress on Park avenue, and
will not forget Capltol avenue ag now eeen
in front of the High echool. 1t I1s a well
known fact, moreover, that the life of &
cedar block ecan be prolonged about five
years, If that portlon of the block known
as the “sap" Is removed before being laid.
This Is being done successfully and cheaply,
now, by machinery of recent invention. The
“sap,”” which ‘s always soft and first to
decay, is taken from the block. leaving only

the solid wood, and the cost is but little
additional. Why would It not be a good
idea for the Board of Publle Works and

city enginesr (o look Into this and any other
matters bearing on the subject and report
thelr epinions to the publle? T may add
it Is questionable whether a permanent pave-
ment should now be Iald on Farnam, as I
belleve the grade of that street should be
chunged by cutting it from Twenty-fourth
to Twenty-elghth, and thence west filling
same as far as, say, Thirty-first street.

It might be too burdensome to do all
this when the times are bard, as now, but
sooner or latee this will be done, So, also,
perbaps on South Sixteenth. In view of
this it would be folly to think of putting an
‘xpensiyve pavement on e!ther of these streets
it the present time, uniess graded. In any
event, it I8 lkely that the material will
be between asphalt and cedar, and their
relative utility having besn touched upon,
now let us compare them as to cost. If the
trinity of asphalt magnates do not form
L combine, such as generally grows aflter
the spasmodic throat-cutling perlod of com-
petitlon has paseed away, we may expect
their prices will be approximately such as
i will give. In doing this please note |
take substantislly thelr minimum price, not
such as prevalled prior to the last gory
alfray, In which the comblne was broken,
The work contemplated belng repaving, the
cost will be approximately as follows, and
préesuming common cedar blocks will last
eight yeats, our first comparisons will be
made to cover that period!

blocke will be practically worn out mnd

the asphalt will be, we presume, In a good
stute of repalr, It I8 algo true that we
must continue to poy each year a large
amount to keep It In repalr, or it will
soon be as worthless as the worn-out celar.

It will be noted also that with &n ex-
prnditure for cedar equal to the cost of
agphalt, at the end of elght yvears we can
put down another new cedar block pavement,
and no more expenditure will be necessary
for elght years more, while If asphalt Is
used we have not only expended suffielent
to pay for the codar block pavementt that
ls worn cut, but to pay for A& new one, and
besldes, must go on paying 8 cents per yard
per yenr for ssphalt repairs.

Saplens cedar block, it s claimed, will
lust twelve to fifteen years, and will cost
about $1.25 per yard. Let us compare this
with asphalt:

At a glancg It can be seen that the prop-
ery owners are responsible for the ¢lty's
onercus debt, for they, not the councll nor
the Board of Public Works, select material
for such improvements.

and probably e already welded, and mayhe
la etronger than before. Some will say that
the reputation of those breaking It glves
pasirance that It was dope purely for phiflan-
throp'e purpeses and of course the'r past
higtory does peint In that direction, We
will Jet this go for what It la worth, If cedar
block s not satisfactory, will some brick
man be kind encugh to come 1o ths front
and give his views on the subject under
discussion?

INJUNCTION WAS NOT ALLOWED.

Clity Counecil Sastained In Awnarding
City Printing Contract.

The hearing on the appllcation for a tem-
perary injunction restraining the city om-
ctrs from executing a contract with the
World-Herald for the city printing came
up before Judge Evans yisterday afternoon.

Affidavits were protented In support of
the application, that of N. P. Fell being
the moat Important, It showed that the
elty printing last year amounted to 8,551
squares. Computing the cost of thlg on
the basis of the blds of The Bre and Warld-
Herald the difference was $175 in favor of
The Bee. Taking into consideration the fact
that the columns of The Hee were twenly-
keven ems In width, while the columns of
the World-Herald, were only twenty-slx ems
wide, the same amount of matter would
make 9,191 squares in the World-Herald and
would thereby increage the cost $61, making
the total difference In favor of The BHee
$226. The tabulation of the comptroller,
based on the amount of printing done last
year and showing The Pees to be the lowest
bidder, was attached to the aMdavit.

AfMlidavits of F. J. Burkley, chalrman of
the printing committee of the councll, and
of F. B, Kennard, a member of the same
committtee, were algso Introduced, showing
thet they had made a ecareful investigation
of the bide and bad found The BHee to be
the lowest bidder. An afMdavit of H. A,
Huskell was Introduesd, substantiating the
stutements about the width of the columns
of The Bee and World-Herald,

Clty Clerk Higby, Compiroller Westherg,
Councllmen Saunders and Taylor were ex-
amined on the part of the city and it was
sought to show that there was a combination
nmong the councilimen and city oficlals to
otop all pablic Improvements and reduce
the expense of advertising to the lowest
Limit. The court refused to admit uny tes-
timorny ms to what the city councll would
do, allowing members of that bady to testity
only to what they, individually, Intended
to do, the court bhuiding that the councll-
men had no busimess to pass on matters
in ndvanoe,

The clalm was 'made by Cliy Attorney
Conuell that the awarding of the contract
was @ matter entmily within the discretion
of the mayer and eouncill,

At the conclusion of the introduction of
testimony the court! gnnounced that argu-
ments  were unnecessary and Immediately
denied the application for a temporary In;
junction, ruling that the awarding of the
contract was a matier within the discretion
of the muyor and emipell, who had a right
to be guidel by whdt they would probably
do during the comdng year In the matter
which would requiresadvertising,
