Alfred Block Out of Court Throngh Prose-
ocutor's Mistake.
JURY INSTRUCTED TO ACQUIT HIM

Nuln;e of the Girl on Whom Criminal
to Have

Assnult Was Alleged
Been Made Not Properly
Glven.

Alfved D. Block was put on trial yesterday
morning In the criminal court, charged with
f criminal assault upon Christipa Marie
Willrot, a 14-year-old girh

The court room was crowded, standing
room belng at a premium, the crowd belng
compesed entirely of men, pot 8 woman ex-
cept the witnesses in the case, belng in the
room. Block was accompanied by his wife
and thelr lttle gir), & child of about 3 yeurs.
Marie Willrot's father and mother and two
girl frlends were present as witnesses, but
as Boon 4s the ‘Jury was secured they were
sent from the room.

Immedintely after the opening statements
of counmel, Marie was called to the stand,
but before a question conld be put to her
on the fssues of the case, Block's three at-
torreys made a motion that no evidence be
taken in the cage, for Lhe reason that the
Information did not charge any crime known
to the stututes. Two of Block's dttorneys
spoke (o the motion, the ground of their
arguments being that the complaint did not
charge that the erime was committed with
the consent of the girl or without such
corsent. . It wrged that under the law en-
acted by the last legislature it was essential
that thispoiut be covered (o the information,
fn order that the defense might know the
exicl nature of the crime charged. The In-
formatlon was drawn under the old law and
covneel elalmed that it 40 not conferm with
the law wpow in force The hour of ad-
Jourmment bad arrived before the prosecution
could he heard on the motlen smd further
Brgument on  the guestlon  was  postponed
until 2 o'clock.

During the argument, Marie sat in the wit-
ness chair and seemed uneoncerned, She has

rather large for lier age. While not partieu-
larly pretty, her face (5 atiractive and ehild-
like, Bhe rather scemod to enjoy being the
eentral figure before such a lurge
Bhe was neatly sttired tu a simple gown of
dark brown.

He sat Immediate'y in front of his
wite, and pald very Hitle attentlon 1o her
or their child, which was toddling about from
ong te the other. Durlng the whole time
Marvig was on the stand, Block searesly ook
his €¢yos from her face, and his look did not
indicate anything ke resentment. He ap-
peared as unconcerned as the most fdle
Epectator, Mra Block appeared to appreciate
the sltuation moere (han any of the prin-
clpule.

PROTECTION AGAINST OVERFLOW,

Waterloo Farmers Want Riprapping
on Pintie River Hepalred,

A committee of Waterloo precinet farmers
came to the clty yesterday to solicit the
county commissioners to repair the embank-
ments which protsct a part of the lands
near the Platte river from the overflow of
the river, The committeo comprised Joseph
King, Peter Lacey, Nathun Bishop, Charles
Wells and James Taylor, They were heard
at a meeting of the commissioners in the
aftsrnoon. “They sald that about sixty feet
of the riprap put In two years Hgo was gons,
and muny acres of the best land in the
county had been covered with water. It
was urged that If repair was not made the
chamnel of the river was likely to change
ond a valuable farming tract be permanently
lest, and besldes & numbgr of bridges across
the new stream would hli necessury., It was
therefore urged that it would be economical
to repalr the embankment as soon a8 pos-
sible,

Mr., Willlams said that the question pre-
sented was a serlous one, but he was not
that the county, which had already
gpent a great deal of money fn that locality,
could spend much more. In the last four
years $4.600 hae been expended on the em-
bankment, He ruggested that something
further might be done If the farmers should
petitbon for it. He thought, too, that they
might do something for themsslves by
stretching a cable along the river edge to
which something might be attached that
would catch sand, which would in time form
a bank.

Stenberg declared that vothing could be
done except according to the law of 1893,
by the terme of which property owners
must petition for such improvements and
the coste be assesied against the property
beénefited. He was opposed to spending an-
other dollar of the county's money In thils
place. It was only for the benefit of Tom
