Reminiscences of 0 Man Who Was
with Him In the West,
Willlam Woodgock was with the late Gen-
eral Gibbon, the famous Indlin fighter, for
mote than five years while he waa Lhe com-
mander of tha Departmont of the Dakotan
telates the Helena Independent, He
eivillan In the service, and wan made a con
fidant of the general and the other cfficers
In soma of the councils to which anly the
favored few wore admitted. Such a counoll
was the one hell the evening lelore the bat.
tle of the Ble Hole, when the command of
General Gibbhon engaged three times the num-
ber of warriors under command Chief
Joveph, the mos=t craflty fAghter who ever
crosasd the puth of Uncle Sam. The battle

wag a victory for the whites,

I anybody tells you that Geperal Gihbon
warn't a fighter, just tell him he les and
charge It to me,"” rald William.
“General Gibbon wae all right. T remember
the evening he called the officers together
and adviced with them about the battle of
the next day. He had sent out scouts, and
they had come back and sald there wore
‘heap Indiane’ atead. They hadn't found as=
many tepees as usval, but they had learned
someliow that there wers a& many as sixteen
men to the tepee, and they estimatel the
Indlans as saveral handrad; I don’t remem-
ber just how many. General Howard was
expected in a short time, and General Gibbon
called the cflicers togather and =Ul to Lhow

“f‘Boye, the Indisn= are out there ahead of
us and the question s whether we will go
after them or not. You know, If we wait for

Gemeral Howard we may never have a
chance.*
“There wasn't a man in the crowd who

dida’'t hold up his hand to show that he was
Iin favor of a fight. That was the kind of a
man Gltlon was, and that was the kind of
men he had with him. There woere twenty-
six or twenty-seven citizens who lived down
In that country who weare following the com-
mamd and camping jurt a shart distance from
ua  General Gibbon eallad them in anid asked
them what they wanted to do, He told them
that If they were going to go into the fight
thera would be an understanding that they
would be under his command. Out of the
whole of them there were about a dozen who
didn't turn back at that, and It is a remark-
able fact that those who stayed were nearly
all killed. There were ten dead civilinne the
next day. and their leader was shot through
the hips, and never did recover entirely from
the wound, It was a real battle, and we lost
eighty-five killed and wounded, out of a part
of five companies of the Seventh regiment.
Thera were 200 or 250 soldlers in the en-
Regement,

"Gieneral Gibbon was wounded through the
thigh that day, and was taken to his tent,
whera 1 helped (o take care of him. The
battlefield was a couple of miles from the
camp of the evening before. At the time [
was with aupargy that had just lost a moun-
tain. howitzer to the Indians, but we nover
got it backs thpough ve irica nard enough,
The Indlans had sense enough to Aestroy It,

and a lot of ammunition, besides Some
things . happeped that day that |
wouldn’t believe If 1 hadn’t sten them. We

wera out on & skirmish line when just in
front of me I saw an Indlan girl with her
hand over hgr eyes, looking out to see who
wite coming,

“I called out, to the aficer near me that
there was a little girl in rront. °All right,
don’t hurt hep, says he. And when we
went up nearer, we found that she was dead.
She had been shot through and had died so
muddenly that she hadn’t moved a muscle,
She looked for all the world as If she wers
alive. And' thire was an officer shot o
that the bullet went into his skin near one
of the soft riba and came out in exactly the
sume place {t went in, after going around his
body and Keeping under the skin all the
way. The doctors ran a eord through it, and
they used to' pull it back and forth evry
day to keep it from healing too fast. He got
well, and thers was a black ring around him
the rest of his life, one of the prettiest things
YOI @VEer saw,

owWe couldn't find any dead Indjans to
speak of after the fight, and we wonderad
what we had dope. One of the scouts went
out and came back and sald: “Heap Injun
dead. We didn’t find apy marks of it, hut
he showed us where there were bodles cached
by the hundreds. You know an Indian will
bury his dead If he has to take all kinds of
chancez to do it There were aver 100
bodies in one hole we found on the side of
the bank of the river,

“Old Chief Joseph was a man (0 remen-
ber. There was pever a general more brave
than he was, He was a muatch for some of
the best of them. When he was at the head
thera was® no such thing as one saldler being
good for eight or ten Indiuns, as you may
hear people say,

“Genersl Gibbon was a miglity flne man,
I don't expect to meet a better one, He was
s brave as they can make them, and he
was always as good to hls men as a father
would have been, There will be many a
man who still lves in this country who
will be sorry to hear that Gibbon Is dead."
