MADRID, March 2—The eable dispatchon
which are belng recelved here from the
United States nre Incroaring the feeling of
Idignation whieh wana arcused among the
maskes when it beeame Kngwn that the
United States fovored the recognition of the
Cnban Inpurgents as helligenerts and the
newspapers here confirm the report that a
Spanish naval squadron, consisting of four
crulsers and a dispateh  boat, Is to be
pent to Cuba withont delay. In  addition
the Epunish naval officera and marines are
to be attached to the Spanish mall boats,
whieh are to be armed and equipped as
auxiliary ocrulsers. The greatemt activity s
belng displayed in the government navy
yards and every preparation possible Is belug
made by the naval and military forces for
the most serions aventualities,

The Imparcial today declares that the ut-
terances of the United States senate constl-
t'te an “ungualifed and unreéasoning proves
catlon,” adding: "I the deslre for war wis
in response to n fault committed by Spain
the =enators wonld be nccomplishing thelr
duty. But no provocation has been given
to the United States and the Americans
Judge rashly of the results of ‘the Spanish-
American war.

““The distasteful language of the s=enate
ought not to surprise any one.  Unlted
States senators are accustomed to exchange
groes Insults withoul crossing swords or
exechanging balls, These are the ocowards
who are secking wor, and one awalty dinth
with more coolness, with a good consclence
than with pockets filled with dollars.’*

In conclision the Tmpareial counsels the
Bpanfarde tao reserve thelr strength and
energles for an opportune moment.,

Bl Liberal saye it ls impoasible to eompare
the recognition of the secesslonists with the
Cubang and In' explaining this assertion re-
marks: “Then Amerlea warmly congiatu-
Iated Spain as a noble and honest friond
Can we do the same to the sennte and Presl-
dent Cleveland?"!

POLICRE STOP DISTURDBANCES.

This clty Is now quiet, the prompt measures
taken by the suthorities to suppress all dis-
orders and prevent demonstrations, and the
Inrge forees  of  polioe  present  every-
where having proved to the people that law-
less acts would not be tolernted. The large
Sunday crowds of idlers which lent them-
selves to overy passing excitoment yesterday
have_ not Been n facior in the situation today
and most of the people have gone about thelr
usnal  week day  avocations, The ahortive
attempt of disorderly students to make a
dempnstration before the United States lega-
tlon has been the only overt act, though
the excltement of the publiec mind over the
Cuban question still runs high.

The doy hag npot been so qulet elsewhere
In Spain and atltempte ot nolsy demonstra-
tiong and protests againet the United Stutes
are reported from several points. Barcelona
has maintained the reputation it made yes-
teriday for fomenting wifriendly demonstra-
tlonn against the United States, and the
mounted gen d'armes have been kept busy pa-
trolling the clty and dispelling gatherings
of perscns plotting to wreak thelr wrath
upon  the representatives of the United
States government o that ceity, Renewed
aftempts were made by crowds during the
day to do violence {o the Unlled States con-
suliate.  They were repeatedly charged by
the poliee and dispersed, only to form. in
sume other plice with a persistent determina-
tion to do their will upon the consulate,
HBuch a tenseity of purpose indieates that
mischief makers are at work in the crowd
to make them fellow up thelr hostlle pur-
pose.

The consul for Edusdor here deales the
statement In the Heraldo, cabled to the As
sopiated press, that the presidont of Ecuador
has asked the gueen regent Lo grant inde-
pendence to the Cnbans.

LONDON, Murch &,—The Pall Mull Gazette
today has a dispatch [rom Madrld whieh
gays: “Althongh Spain recognlzes the |.|luu-
lute independence of the American sonators,
without admitting the possthilliy of Inter-
vention, the premier intends to point out
to the Ameriean government the Injustice
of some of ‘the language of th: senators.
Hae also proposes to point out the ridieulous-
ness of the pretantions of the Cuban rebels,
whove savage nets, It is clalmed, merit the
condemnntlon of civilizged natlons. For them
to be conaglilsred on op equal footing with the
Spanish troops and 'to grant xucli men bel-
ligesant rvights s connlderdd In sone quar-

BERLIN, Mareh 2.~The Intent'ons of the
Americnp government toward the rebellion
In Cuba, as Indicated by the nction of the
United States senate, awaken profound lIa-
torost and widespread discuswion here, not
only In the press and official clreles, but in
ali clrelen of soclety. The questions  in-
volved are not regarded by sty means as
being confined in their effects to Spa'n and
the United Stateés, The Cuban resolution is
cotipled with  Progident Cleveland's Venes
rurlan message In the poblie mind and there
pebms Lo be a deep seated comviction in the
Europonn minds that these incidents mark
a determination on the part of the Un ted

honored course of non-loterference In Eu-
ropean affalre. The Amerléan actien on the
Cuban questiop Is, therefore, regarded as
an event of the firet Importance to the Eu-
ropenn world,

Ad (o the opinton Neld of It here, Jt must
be sald Germany and Austria stand amazed,
and nelther statesmen nor the publ o hnow
how to regard what they consider as recent
evidence that the United States has formed
an earnest determination
part in the world's politics hereafter. More
or less soecnlation is alro given to the man-
ner In which the United States expects to
reap profit by intervening n Coba and much
nrgument In the question presumes on the
Ilea that It s zought to take
, Spaln for the purpose of addirg It to the
'nited States,

1t 18 generally admitted that as a bel-
ligorent foree, Spain would be no mateh for
the Unlted States in the event of hostilities
arising out of the dispute. When it comes
to dhe merits of the cake upon which the

United States bases its action,
holds that Spain's treatment of Cuba
been, and |e, brutal, and such as to awaken
[n gontiment of reprobation. But, Jooking
| further to the legal aspeots of the case, It
{s considered that Spain s ¢l within her
rights. which are securtd to her by inter-
pational law in quelling the rebelilen in
every possible way. 1t ls not believed (n
Borlin that Epain will brook any interfprence
with her course In Cuba, such as 15 contein-
plated by the concurrent resdlution of the
genate, and the opinlon is generally held by
woll Informed politicians In the Helchstag
and in government circles that the Spanish
government will find an ally against the
United States In Europe, should she flnll
herself compelled to Nght against the United
Etates.

The Imbroglio has been the subject of in-

teresting discussion in the lobbies of the
Relelistagg and one hears widely differing
views of It expressed. 1for example, Herr
Richter, the distinguished  radleal  leador,

sald to the correspondent of the Associnted
press: “The United States  has  undoubt-
edly become a ntw and hitherto uncensidered
factor In international politics, Ax to the
Cuban question, Spain wodld be better off
to be rll of Cuba from a financial point of
view, s the igland costs her more than
it vields. But she would not agree to glve
it up, for to do so means for her the abliea-
tion of all pretension as a great power o
Europe."

There 1g great reserve displayed In gov-
ernment circlex in cxpressing any opinion
on the subject, as was to be expected, anid
the portlon of the press which has official
conneetlons has been sllent. At the foreign
office, however, If was said to the Associated
press correspondent  that grave lears were
antertained there that serlous International
complications would be the ontcame of the
attitude of the Unlied Stateg toward Cuba,
1t may be said In a general way that aston-
Ishment was cxpressed ot the turn taken by
American policy.

The press ig only just beginning to com-
ment upon the subjeet and obviously does
not feel very well informed upon it, regard.
ing It as a new sohject, The Frankfurter
Zeltung editorially  discredits ite own  dis-
patches from New Yoik, alleging that secrot
negotiations are In progress between Franes
and Spait looking to allied opposition to the
intervention by the United States In Cuba.
“France Is ton much engrossed with her
own affairs.” the Zeltung thinks, "“to go out
of her way to the support of Spain*’

The Voseleohn Zeltung of this city main-
talng a neutral tone in It§ comments, but
eaye:  “Naturally the provovations offered
by the Unlted States have Deen Keenly felt
in Spain,” This journal al=o expressed the
hope that DPresident Cloveland will succesd
in calming the excitement on the Cuban
ouastion in the nation and in econgress, It
hints that Spaln fiight be willing to sell
Cuba to another power to bridge over the
embarrncgment (t causes her,

The Natlonnl Zeiltung utters a warning to
Ity renders againet utdervaluing the mean-
Ing of the latest manifestation by the United
Stites although it does not mean a declsive
plan of action on the part of the United
States  government President  Cleveland
will doubtless be able to stem the popular
expressions of provocation to Spain, the Na-
tlonal Zeltung continues, but he will prob-
ably be unable to prevent the house of rep-
regontatives from supporting the resclution.
It concluden that the Spanisvda' actions de-
cldedly do not chime with the expectations
of the United Htates,

LONDON, March 2.—(New York World
Cablegram—Special Telegram.)—The London
newspapera whica apologize for Lord Salio-
bury's abtandonment of the Christian Ar-
menlang In Turkey quite as unanimously
find no excuse for iptervention by the United
Statea in bebalf of Cubans shot or dsspolled
by Spain. For lnstance, the Tory Standard
remarks:  “Thera are plenty of fanatins i
this country who would risk war and riin
In the fervor of thelr zeal for the Bastern
vietims, Suoch are, at least, numerous In
the States.'

There i3, however, very litt'e interest ox-
pressed In the Lomdon press ovar possible
hestilities between Spain and  the United
States; nothing definite to show how English
sympathy would go in that event. The Tele-
graph probably reflects the genaral Boglish
sentiment In observing:  “The very best we
can gay about the fertile I7land upder Span-
Ish rule Is that it l# not worse off today
than two centuries ago.'

correct, nod they hold that not the alightest
whadow of truth parrounds them. They
almy assert it Is not posalble for his ac-
cusers to produce any respinsble witness
who can attest to the truth of the charges,
which, it i¢ added, are conclaxlvely dented,
If only by the general’s treatment of the
insurgents since his landing here, and by

his mild administration of affatrs In the
Prilllpine 1&lands and elrewhere, They nleo
refer 1o hisw “‘personal  morality, energy

and Impartiality in private and government
nots, which,"” they say, “"has gained Wim
the approval and esteem of all who have
come In contact with him through personal
relations,””

OUTLINE  OF NAVAL ESTIMATES,

Five Bnittleships, Seven Cenlsers and
Twenty-Eight Smaller Crenafe,
LONDON, Mareh 2, Mr. Goschen, firgt lord
of the admiralty, presented the naval program
to the House of Commons today. He said
the estimates of the admirally were not
proposed with any fesling of alarm, although
he hoped he might be relleved from the
necogalty of dwelling udpon the eritical ta-
ture of the times. 1n any case, the first lord
of the admiralty hoped the estimates pros
poseld would bhe aceepted by the country as
adequate forr the oecaslon. The Ancrease
In the number of ships musl necessarily be
followed by expenditure (h vYarious directions,
It meant more Armaments, of conrse, seamen,
marines, engihes and ratings of every kimd,
entalling more centers for training, hospitals
and batracks, Contipuing, Mr. Goschen xaid
It wae not necossary to Jook far ahead nown-
daya, nn ships conld be built as rapidly as
gune, officers and men couid be prepared

to handle them.

Mr. Go=chen said that the admiralty pro-
posed to increaks the navy by 40900 seamen,
ete,, and by OO extra marines. For gune
and ammuunition the admiralty proposed a
supplementary estimate of £200,000 ($1,000,-
000) for the present year and for the ensiing
fisen] year the admiralty proposed an increase
of £850,000, The admiralty nlso proposed an
Inervase of £1,200,000 for docks, and explained
that the proposed dock work would Increase
the amount of £8,900,000, provided by the last

estimates, to £14,000,000, and the chancellor |

of the exchequer had placed the surplus after
mipplementary  estimates  had
been applied to thess works

Mr. Goschen then sald that between 1580
and 1806, 105 ships and sixty-two torpedo
destroyers had been bullt o were Lullding.
He admitted this was & formidable list, but
the admiralty propos:l to spemd an additional
1,000,000, including the (200,000 previously
proposed as a supplementary estimate for
guns and ammunition during the
year,  The admiralty had judged it advisabie
to undertake the construction of five addi-
tional battleship¥, four firat clasa crulsers,
three second elnes crulsers and twenty-eight
torpedn destroyers, in addition to minor ex-

J pense2 such as anchoring a training ship at

Queenstown and replacing the cadet ship
Britannia by a college for naval cadets, He-
sides the vessels mentloned, Mr. Gorchen
also sald the admliralty proposed to pro-
vide #x third clnes crulzers, and all would be
commenced in 1806,

Dealing with the hattleships, Mr. Goschen
aald It was the opinion of the admiralty that
the range of action of the Britieh ships must
not be erippled. Therefore the coal carrying
ecapneity was of vital Importance, €0 as 1o
ennble them to remain at woa for the longest
perlod posaible without coaling and without
Interfering with thelr efficieney in any way.

Tite increase for the coming yvear would he,
for men, £300,000; ship building, £1.860,000;
ordpance, £830,000: new worlis, {70.000; other
works, $42.000, a t(otal of $3,22.000. The
total estimates for this year wounld be f£21,-
820,000, of which swm for new construction
thera was £7.280,000, as compared with £5,-
203,000 last year. The present estimates and
the coet of the naval defense act was £21,-
(000,000, while the Spencer program was £29,-
010,000, Therefore, from 1889 to 1809 the
expenditure for new construction and arma-
ment totalled up  £56,000,000, The govern-
ment proposed that the ecsilmotes thls year
should amount to $22,000,000. -

Mr. Goechen sabmitted the estimates, he
snld, not In n eplrit of hoastful exnggeration
or provoeation, They were the eostimnatos of
self defenge baged upon the epeclal conditions
of the country which did not apply to any
other conntry, They applied to the defense
aof Great Hritaln's scattered possessions, to
the foold supply of the Britigh colonies and to
the security of the shipping of the natlon.,
Forelgn countries, he asserted, muet not
compare them with the amounts spent upon
thelr navies, but with the amounts they
spent on thelr armies, as the Britlkh pavy
represented  the coips d'armees  stationed
on foreign frontiers and the large Increase
in the strength of the Britlsh navy need not
excite jealousy of any foreign couniry.

T concluglon, Mr. Goaschen said:  “*Whether
Great  Britain, In any tremendous strain,
ghould bear the whole burden alone or in
gene al disturbances should take her place
slde by slde with the powers, the Britigh
people with {(heir floet should represent solf-
