They are ready for facts,
for information about people amd
places, for adventure from good
books.

“Five-year-olds are old enough
for science. They have questions
about plants, animals, people,
weather, machines. Their minds
are busy. They want to experi-
ment.

“Five-year-olds are big enough
for social studies. They want io
start learning about the world
they live in.

“Five-year-olds are mature
enough to listen to good music,
and to create music of their own. |
They are mature enough to see
good pictures, and to paint pic-l
tures of their own. They can he
hard workers with blocks and
clay.

“Five-year-olds are old enough
to use their bodies well. They can
climb and run and build. Give
them space, good equipment, good
teachers and they will grow even
stronger and better coordinated.”
