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Let’s Wipe Away Prejudices

And now it's time to start a
new year! Let's all try to wipe the
state clean of all the petty prej-
udices, grievances and intolerance
and start again. If everybody
keeps trying, we're all bound to
improve a little bit. Grin,

When new year’s is over, our
palates are going to be so jaded
with rich foods and overly sweet
foods, that some plain old fash-
icned cooking will taste awfully
good for a change. Somehow or
cther, canned tomatoes always
faste so good this time of year.
You can use them in so many
ways, too.

For example, add one cup fresh
or canned tomatoes to your favor-
ite recipe for a 1'%2-pound meat
pcaf that calls for about one cup
of soft bread crumbs as a binder.

For extra flavor and moistness
in ground meat patties, add 3/4
cup fresh or canned tomatoes to
cne pound ground beef. Add 1%
tup uncooked, quick cooking oats
as the binder. Season. This com-
bination has a different flavor
and helps stretch the one pound
of meat to serve six.

Pour 2% cups fresh or canned
tomatoes over a pot roast the last
hour of cooking. It makes a deli-
cious gravy, especially if a clove
of garlic and a little thyme are
cooked with the meat.

Tomatoes are a must for Span-
ish steak. Pour 2% cups of fresh
¢r canned tomatoes over the
browned meat and add chopped
cnion and green pepper. Season
with salt and pepper. Cook until
tender.

Dear Frontier Woman:

Seems like it is so wvery hard
to settle down and write, but
her goes. I'l] tell you some of my
penny-saving ideas.

I make use of my deep freeze
in so many ways. I buy crushed
pineapple in near gallon cans and
put it into small containers and
freeze it. It’s so handy to have
a small amount for salads, cakes
or frosting and is much cheaper,

I bake bread two or three
limes a week for my family so

it takes lots of flour and yeast.

I have found that I can buy a
pound of fresh yeast and slice
it in slices then put them into a
plastic bag and freeze. When 1
want to bake I break off a slice
of frozen yeast and put it into
warm water and sugar and pro-
ceed as usual.

It saves so much time for me to
“utcher several chickens while 1
zm at it. So I have cooked about
four hens at a time in my pres-
ture cooker, then removed the
meat  from the bones, cooled it
and placed it in plastic bags or
vontainers and frozen it. I don’t
use much water while cooking so
the broth is rich. When I want to
use this chicken, it can be used
with noodles, dumplings, as press-
»»d chicken, in a salad, or creamed.
You can add water as it is need-
ed and seasoning as desired.

I like to use plastic bags as
centainers, for meat put in the
freezer, because if I am in a hurry
to get a meal I can place the
plastic bag in a pan of warm wa-
ter and have the meat thawed in
a hurry.

Sometimes I even freeze a jar
cr so of nice brown gravy. If one
has some roast or even steak left
over from some meal, you can add
the frozen gravy and have enough
for a gquick meal for one or two
persons,. We like it served over
crisp toast or even plain bread.

'l send you a dessert recipe
that might be a welcome change
from the heavy season desserts.
