Out of Old Nebraska 

History of Holt 
Democratic at Times 
General O’Neill in Tift 

with English 
Holt county with its 2,408 square 

miles of territory is the fifth lar- 
gest county in Nebraska. Bounded 
on the north by the Niobrara and 
bisected by the Elkhorn, Holt 
county’s landscape is varied and 
interesting. Likewise, its history 
forms an interesting and at times 
dramatic chapter in the history of 
Nebraska. 

Holt county was blocked out by 
the legislature in 1862, but it was 
more than a decade before there 
was sufficient population in the 
county to justify the actual organ- 
ization of county government. The 
county was organized in 1876, and 
the little village of Paddock on the 
Niobrara was designated as the 
countyseat. 

This was in the extreme north- 
ern part of the county, and there 
was much dissatisfaction with 
Paddock as the countyseat, and 
in an election held in 1879, 
O’Neill was chosen as the 
countyseat. 

O’Neill was named for General 
John J. O’Neill, the colorful Irish- 
man whose career included an a- 
bortive attempt to lead a Fenian 
invasion of Canada to wrest the 
country from Ireland’s hereditary 
enemy, England. It was after the 
failure of the project that General 
O’Neill began to turn his talents 
to the colonization of Irish in the 
West. The colony at O’Neill was 
but one aspect of a large project 
for establishing a string of towns 
from that point to the Black Hills. 

Thougn General O’Neill failed to 
realize this hope, he did establish 
numerous colonies in Nebraska 
and was an influential figure in 
the early history of the north-cen- 
tral part of the state. 

General O’Neill believed firmly 
in the importance of establishing 
agricultural communities as a 
solution to the problem of the 
European immigrant in Ameri- 
ca.- 

There was a great deal of in- 
terest throughout northern Neb- 
raska in the possibilities of secur- 

ing riches in the gold fields of the 
Black Hills. General O’Neill, how- 
ever, advised those who were in 
search of gold in these words: 
“More gold can be realized by 
raising produce to sell to miners 
than by digging for it.” 

Initially, Holt county was pri- 
marily a stock raising country, 
and it was indeed one of the early 
ranching areas in Nebraska. Stock 
raising has remained important in 
the county, but hay and com fields 
are also to be found throughout 
much of the county. 

The county was frequented in 
the early days by some of Neb- 

raska’s notorious outlaws—men 
like Doc Middleton, Kid Wade and 
John Little. It also has been the 
home of a rather considerable 
number of state and national 
leaders; Congressmen Moses P. 
Kinkaid, Arthur Mullen, M. F. 
Harrington, James A. Donohoe 
and others. 

The greatest boon to the settle- 
ment in Holt county was the con- 
struction of the Fremont, Elkhorn 
and Missouri Valley railroad,now 
the North Western, which printed 
its first O’Neill timetable on Au- 
gust 25, 1881. The decade of the 
eighties saw population jump from 
3,287 to 13,672. There was a de- 
cline to 12,224 in the nineties, but 
by 1910, thepopulation was back up 
again to 15,545. The high-water 
mark was in 1920, when the coun- 

ty returned a total of 17,151. In 19- 
50, the population was 14,859.
