Prisoner Exchange — 

ORCHARD—Army Pvt. Leland 
W. Stelling, son of Mr. and Mis. 
Chris D. Stelling of Orchard, is 
serving with the prisoner of war 

command during “Operation Big 
Switch,” the prisoner exchange 
in Korea. 

The POW command is charged 
with the safe transfer of all pris- 
oners from the island compounds 
in the south to the port city of 
Inchon where they are taken by 
truck to the exchange site at Pan- 
munjom. 

The task being accomplished 
by the POW Command could be 
compared to that of moving all 
the inhabitants of a 100,000 pop- 
ulation American city nearly 500 
miles by ship, truck and rail. The 
The job is furthur complicated by 
the need of full time security 
guards and the adherence to a 

tight schedule. 
Of the 08,000 prisoners, 76,000 

will be returned to Communist 
hands while 22,000 non-Commun- 
ists will be placed in the control 
of the UN Neutral Nations Com- 
mission for disposition.

State Capitol News 

Assessment Problem Being Studied

LINCOLN—Some of the newly 

appointed legislative council com- 

mittees prepared this week to 

swing into action. 
The same 43 senators who are 

in the legislature are in the legis- 
lative council, divided up into 
committees which study various 
issues and make recomendations 
for the next session of the legis- 
lature. 

The 1953 legislature passed 14 
resolutions indicating subjects it 
thought the council should study 
in preparation for the 1955 ses- 

sion. The executive hoard of the 
council added two more—irriga- 
tion laws and rules of the legis- 
lature. Members of the board, 
who named the 10 committees 
which will study the 16 subjects, 
are Harry Pizer of North Platte, 
president, Lester Anderson of 

Aurora, vice-president, Charles 
Tvrdik of Omaha, speaker of the 
legislature, and Dr. C. C. Lilli- 
bridge of Crete, chairman of the 
committee on committees. 

Dr. Shumate of Lincoln, who' 

is in charge of research for the 
council, said he had enough 
material and statistics already 
gathered that some of the com- 

mittees could go right to work. 
Doctor Shumate spends part 
of his time with the council and 
the rest of the time teaches 
science at the University of Ne- 
braska. 

Sen. Glenn Cramer of Albion 
was among the first- of the newly 
appointed committee chairman 
to announce what he hopes his 
committee will decide to study. 
Cramer, a long time student of 
school problems, is in charge of 
the committee studying tne issue 
of school district reorganization. 

Cramer said he hoped the 
committee would turn its atten- 
tion to studying how redistricting 
has worked out in some of the 
places it has been tried in Nebra- 
ska—such as Hamilton and York 
counties. 

“Up to nowr we have talked 
mostly in threoy and possibilities. 
But some reorganised districts 
have had two years to see how it 
works out. I think our committee 
should study these districts and 
see whether it has improved 
things for the students and what 
it has meant in tax require- 
ments,” said Cramer. With these 
actual facts and figures in hand 
Cramer said it might be easier 
to “sell” other Nebraska com- 
munities on the benefits of redist- 
risting. 

“We are now at the stage 
where it will take a vigorous 
program of explaining reorgan- 
ization to people. It is only when 
people are convinced they can 

get better schools this way that 
the program can advance,” said 
the Albion senator. 

* * * 

Tax Question— 
Another legislative council 

committee was appointed before 
the recent legislature session end- 
ed. That is the group to study the 
state property tax assessment 
problem, headed by Sen. Otto 
Liebers of Lincoln. Liebers has 
been doing some spade work on 
the problem this summer, includ- 
ing attending hearings held by 
the state board of equalization 
where the 93 counties presented 
testimony. The Lincoln senator 
said the hearings convinced him 
that some yardstick of measuring 
actual value of property other 
than market value must be found. 
State law now requires that and 
of course the state board had no 
other alternative but to use it. 

All sides concerned have ex- 

pressed the hope that the com- 

mittee will stick to finding 
ways to improve the present 
system. 
Previous legislature council 

committees have kicked around 
the property versus sales tax 
question. It never did any good 
because all sales tax bills have 
been bottled up in the revenue 

committees of the successive leg- 
islatures. 

Holding to the property tax 
question may be more difficult 
than it sounds because increasing 
rumblings are coming to the 
statehouse indicting that lots of 
Nebraskans are taking another 
look at their previous opposition 
to a sales tax. 

* * * 

Little Opposition— 
Incidentally, the suprising thing 

has been the way opposition to 
the blanket raises ordered by 
the State board has died down. 
The Burlington and Union Paci- 
fic Railroads and Hamilton coun- 

ty all withdrew their appeals to 
tee supreme court, saying that 
while the raises ordered them 
might not have brought exact 
equalization, they did not want 
to stand in the way of a sincere 
attempt to equalize assessments 
over the state. Douglas, Box 
Butte. Howard, Buffalo,, and 
Grant coumies still have suits 
pending.

Gyp Artists— 
The state real estate commission 

has passed a rule which it hopes 
will protect Nebraskans against 
real estate artists. Although no 

cases have been reported yet in 
this state, other midwestern states 
have had the problem. It comes 

when a salesman tells a person 
he can help him sell a house or 

business building or piece of real 
estate by “national advertising.” 
He then charges an advance fee. 
The catch is that the “national 
advertising” consistes of a big fat 
catalog with thousands of such 
items included. 

The listing may be only an inch 
or so deep and buried in the back. 
Not only is the victim out his ad- 
vance fee but he has been de- 
luded into thinking he was going 

! to get worthwhile advertising in 
newspapers and magazines. So 
the state real estate commission 
passed a rule requiring companies 
of the type which charge an ad- 
vance fee to prove to the com- 
mission that they have “deliver- 
ed” adequate service in the past. 

This will protect honest com- 
panies and weed out the others. 
State Real Estate Director Wil- 
liam Swanson warned citizens— 
especially in small towns—to be 
on the lookout for such sharpsters 
and immediately to inform his 
office at the statehouse.

Sad Task— 

Recently the office of State 
Auditor Ray Johnson had to per- 
form a duty that comes along 
every once in a while—conduct 
an investigation in an office 
where there appears to be a short- 
age of money. In this case a call 
from Box County Attorney Bob 
Moran brought Johnson and his 
investigators to check up the of- 
fice of County Treasurer Eunice 
Long. After a day of questioning 
and the use of a lie detector on 
her employees, Mrs. Long con- 
fessed to embezzling about $1,800, 
Box Butte officials reported. Con- 
trary to what you would think, 
Johnson and his officials said 
they get no satisfaction out of 
such exposes, because they real- 
ize what it will mean to the fam- 
ilies involved. Incidentally this 
activity can be so adroity done 
that only the closest audit will 

j find it, Johnson said. Sooner 
or later the official makes a mis- 
take which gives him away. State 
officials then move in swiftly but 
without any glee for what they 
have to do.
