Tips for Cleaning Leather Goods |

Don’t look now but that's Feb-
ruary peeking over our shoulders!
Don't ask me where January
went, it slid by while I was look-
ing the other way!

Keep your can openers clean.
Wash with soap and hot water
after each use — and we mean
really hot water. Food left on the |
blade may spoil, contaminating |
food as other cans are opened. |
For the cutting wheel type, such !
as on the wall, or hand model, |
use a soapy brush on the cutting
edge. Every now and then, treat
this type to a quick sink soaping
without soaking. Oil the mechan-
ism at intervals:

Speaking of cleanliness, do you
keep your handbags looking trim?
Brush them inside and out be-
fore washing and stuff with tissue
paper to preserve their shape and
prevent water from seeping In,
Use “dry” soapsuds on leather,
patent leather, plastic and straw.
Apply a soapy sponge to one sec-
tion at a time, then wipe with an
almost dry rinse cloth. Use cream
polish on leather afterward, if
desired.

And while we're talking
about cleanliness and washing,
we might discuss costume jew-
elry. It does get dirty, you
know. Suds renew the sparkle
of plastic and enamel costume
jewelry.

Use a soapy soft brush to get
into carving, corners and crevices.
Work quickly to avoid loosening
cemented settings. Rinse and dry
in a towel.

Pearls can be washed, too.
Cerefully work in warm soap-
suds around the pearls and into
ithe cord, wusing a soft brpsh.
Rinse, brushing clean water into
drill holes and cord knots, Pat
dry with a soft clean towel. Store
pearls on soft fabric apart from
rough surface or other jewels
which might cause scratches.

To get the most light for your
money, wash electric light bulbs
and fixtures often. Remove bulbs
from the socket and wash the
glass but not tlhe_ metal screw.
Dry before replacing.

I'().‘ords get dirty, too. But RE-
SURE YOU DISCONNECT
THEM before you draw them
taut through a well soaped cloih
or sponge. Wipe and allow to dry
completely before use.

54 Plates Feb. 14

displayed on all motor vehicles
by midnight, February 14, 1954,
or be subject to the penalty pro-

assistant director of the Nebras-
ka motor vehicles division, wish-
es to advise that on all vehicles
manufactured on and after Jan-
uary 1, 1954, and sold into Ne-
braska, it is necessary that they
be equipped with automatic turn
signals. Also, for vehicles manu-
factured before that date which
are so constructed or loaded that
a hand or arm signal would not
be visible both to the front and
the rear of such vehicle must be
equipped with automatic turn
