Haifa, Palestine. (AP)—Every tale
of buried treasure ever spun by imag-
inative adventurers or some of buc-
anneers is dwarfed by the wealth
which a British-Palestine syndicate
Is preparing to extract from the Dead
sea.

The company has obtained prefer-
ence over American and continental
bidders for the concession, and as
