departed Saturday from O'Neill for
various points in Europe to com-
plete research on a non-fiction his-
torical book, “Black Sunday,"
which is scheduled to be published
next year,

Stewart and his family have been
residing here while he has done ex-
tensive traveling to interview sur-
vivors of the U. S. Air Force's
famous low-level B-24 heavy
bomber mission to Ploesti, Ru-

|mania. The Libyan-based four-|

engine bombers attacked Ger-

on August 1, 1943.

Co-Author of the forthcoming
book is. James Dugan, who has
written *“The Great Iron Ship,”
“Man Under the Sea” and
“Undersea Explorer,” all by
Harper & Brothers, and the 1957
Acmdemy Award documentary
film, “The Silent World,”” by
Columbia pictures.

Stewart three times delayed his
trip to Europe while endeavoring,
through correspondence, to locate
Germans who were defenders of the
vital enemy oil installations.

Fifty-four U. S. bombers were
shot down in a few minutes of high
action over the refinery complexes
that were transformed into an in-|
ferno.
