Capitol News - 
Office Space 
Big Problem 
In Statehouse

LINCOLN—The problem of space 

in the state capitol has reached 
what many feel is a critical stage, 
years ago officers blossomed in 
areas of Nebraska’s sky scraper 
lhat were designed only for storage 
or even just ordinary hallways. 
In the last decade offices have 
had to move into the downtown 
areas of Lincoln and elsewhere 
throughout the city. 

Thos, say those close to the 
scene, the state is faced with the 
problem of whether offices should 
continue to be spread throughout 
the Capitol City. If not, the only 
solution is a new office building. 

Money has been laid aside for 
this special property tax levy for 
state institutions. But at the rate 
it is accumulating, it would take 
some years before there would be 
enough in the coffer to finance a

new office building. 
Best estimates are that tt would 

take considerably more than $1 
million to build a new office struc- 
ture. 

It would be possible to utilize 
more hall space around interior 
court yards of the Capitol but in 
the past when this has been pro 
posed it has bn night a storm of 
protest from those who do not want 
further encroachment on the beau- j 
ty of the building. 

Even the statehouse press corps 
has felt the pinch of space. News- 
men now are headquartered in 
a hallway immediately mirth of 
the legislative chambers. During 
a session, the southern hallway is 
closet! and converted into office 
space for stenographers who take 
care of correspondence for the 
senators. 

The space problem is caused by 
the growth of state government 
which experts say is the result of 
demands by the people for more 
services. It is the growth of gov- 
ernment. say political scientists, 
as matched against the ability of 
Nebraskans to pay. that will pro- 
bably lie the most important prob 
iem in state government in the 
next decade. 

legislature and People 
The number of people in Nebras- 

ka is directly related to how many 
state senators there tire to repre 
sent them. 

When the one-house Legislature 
was initiated in Nebraska in 1037 
the state was divided into 43 dis- 
tricts, by population, so that one | 
lawmaker represented about 31580 
persons. 

But the changing map of Ne- 
braska, |x>pulation-wise, has put 
more people in cities, especially 
Lincoln and Omaha, and fewer in 
rural areas’ causing a sharp 
change in some districts. 

This has been a gradual move- 

ment since the first Unicameral 
session. There have been tries in 
the Legislature to bring about a 

realignment of legislative districts. 
But there has likewise been no suc- 

cess. 

Under a Constitutional provision, 
only $37, 500 per year can be di- 
vided among the senators for pay 
The Constitution also permits the 
Legislature to have as many as 

50 members without changing the 
Constitution. 

But they have not seen fit to do 
so and government students feel 
one of the reasons is that since 
the already low pay of $872 per 
year would be further reduced per 
man with more senators this is one 

of the main reasons for the dis- 
approval of redistricting. 

Another, they say, is the reluct- 
ance on the part of senators to have 
their district boundaries changed 
for any reason. 

Another Constitutional amend- 
ment will be on the November bal- 

lot to increase the pay of the law- 
makers. This proposal has been 
turned down by voters before. 

During a two-year period, a state 
senator’s pay averages out at some 

$72 per month. The amendment 
calls for $200 monthly. 
Safety Patrol. 

Throughout the years the State 
Safety patrol has been held in high 
respect by the average Nebraskan 
One of the reasons may be the rig- 
id examinations given U> those who 
want to become a member of the 
group. 

An applicant must be a citizen 
of Nebraska, have at least a high 
sc Iks >1 education, tie at least five 
feet 10 inches tall, be from 21-35 
years of age, have good moral 
character and be in g.xxl physical 
condition. 

Applicants must pass a [lersonnl 
investigation, written examinations 
ami a board of five members. If 
an applicant clears those hurdles 
he is given six weeks of intensive 
training Pay is not high and re- 

quirements tough. But always the 
patrol has more men applying for 
jobs than it can use. 

The patrol consists of more than 
100 uniformed men under direc- 
tion of Col. C. J Sanders, him- 
self once a trooper since the early 
days of the group in the 1930’s, 

Slate Inst if u lions 
Dr. F. B. Decker, state commis- 

sioner of education, says he does- 
n’t expect any difficulties when 
his department takes over the man- 

agement of two institutions July 
1. 

On that date the State School for 
the Blind at Nebraska City and the 
State School for the Deaf at Om- 
aha, will come under jurisdiction 
of the State Board of Education. 
For years they have been under 
supervision of the Board of Con- 
trol. 

A survey of buildings and equip- 
ment at both schools is underway 
this month. Decker said the only 
difficulty he anticipates is a tight 
fiscal operation at the blind school 
where he feels there might be about 
$20,000 too little to finish its ojier- 
ation for the next year.

Your Blue Grass is almost ready to harvest, and I would like to pass alone to you some In 

formation which could be of considerable value to you. 

Those of you who have Blue Grass on higher ground can very successfully windrow, and com- 

bine it out of the windrow the same as small grain, with good results. I would appreciate It If those 

of you who have windrowers and combines, and would be interested In doing some of this work, get 
in touch with me, as I will probably be asked where such equipment can be hired ,or perhaps the 

work done on a share deal. 

Also, haying the field of Blue Grass and threshing the stacks in the fall has proved very success- 

ful for a number of farmers and ranchers. And to those of you who will strip and cure your Blue Grass, 
don’t leave the green seed in the sacks or truck more than a half day, as the heating will hurt the 

germination of the seed. Be careful with those side delivery rakes and power brooms, as you can 

quickly make a mess of your stripping with sand and dirt.
