Report from 
Washington 
By Congressman Dave Martin 
Fourth District, Nebraska 

On Aprill 11th, in a speech on 

the Floor of the House, I asked: 
“How far has our country gone 
down the road toward Socialism? 
We are supposed to be living un- 

der a free economy in this coun- 

try, but the President has chal- 
lenged this concept with threats 
of reprisals against the steel com- 

panies because they raised their 
prices. The main question involv- 
ed here is more basic and funda- 
mental than the $6 a ton steel 
increase. The fundamental 
question involved is — can the 
Federal Government completely 
dictate to our economy; and if 

they do not accede to demands, 
then threaten them with repri- 
sals? This is exactly what hap- 
pended in the recent steel dispute, j 
This is what has happened in his- j 
tory to countries that went down 
the road to Socialism. Do we j 
want complete control by the state | 
over all forms of our economy? ! 
Let’s take a look at some of the : 

President’s proposals now beforej 
our Congress: 

1. The Freeman farm program 
— Complete regimentation of ag- 
riculture. 

2. A request from the White 
House to give the President the 
power (through legislation) to 
raise and lower taxes as HE 
SEES FIT. This is an abrogation 
of the powers of the Legislative 
Branch of our Government. 

3. A request that the Congress 
give the President sole authority 
to regulate tariffs on goods im- 

ported into this country. 
4. A request for a five-year 

foreign economic aid program, 
with the President as the arbiter 
on where and when the money 
is to be spent. (This proposal 
was killed last year). 

5. A request for a $2 billion 
P.W.A. program on a standby ba- 
sis to be used at the sole dis- 
creation of the President, when 
and where he feels it is needed. 

The Majority Leader of the 
House, in remarks on the Floor, 
called for immediate investiga- 
tion of the steel companies to see 
if a violation of the Sherman An- 
titrust law was involved. In view 
of the fact that the courts have 
only applied these laws to indus- 
try and business, it seems to me 
that this is a one way street. I
