Report from 
Washington 
By Congressman Dave Martin 
Fourth District, Nebraska 

As you know, Jimmy Hoffa, in 
a two-hour speech at Lansing, 
Mich., castigated Senators Mc- 
Clellan, Goldwater, and me as 
“bums” and described our anti- 
monopoly legislation as “gar- 
bage”. I replied that I was 

“greatly honored to be placed in 
the same company with such dis- 
tinguished hobos.” 

On January 28, Jimmy sent a 
letter to Adam Clayton Powell, 
Chairman of the House Education 
and Labor Committee, in which 
he charged that the Attorney Gen- 
eral was axerting pressure on 
the 260 bonding companies in the 
United States not to issue a bond 
to Jimmy or any of the officers 
in the I nternational Teamsters 
Union. Mr. Hoffa sent a copy of 
this letter to me. He stated in 

part: “I shall present facts to 

you in this letter that it was be- 
cause of pressure from the At- 
torney General. Mr. Hoffa request 
ed that our Committee look into 
the matter. Accordingly, the 
House Education and Labor Com- 
mittee held a meeting on Friday, 
Feb. 1, with notices being sent to

Well, at the opening ul the 
meeting, Jimmy showed up with 
an attorney at his aide, lie was

Mr Hoffa 
had charged that it was reinstat- 
ed after the Teamsters’ bond 
was cancelled This was simply 
not true as the company is not 
licensed even now to do business 
in the District. This transpired 
in 19*il. Since that time, the own- 

ership of the company has 
changed hands and additional 
capital has been invested. Mr 
Hoffa admitted on the witness 
stand that his information war 

not correct. He backed down on 
all of Ins charges before the Com 
mittee and lost his case complete- 
ly. The newspapers retried this 
fact correctly. Immediately after 
the hearings, however, Jimmy 
stepped out in tlie hall and faced 
tlie network TV cameras. Here 
he was not under oath, so he im- 
mediately renewed his charges 
which the Committee had dts- 
tirnvrrl Thu imneoccinn r»t» I ha.

Last week I attended an in- 
formal hearing in regard to the 
problem of the poultry producers 
exporting to the Common Market 
nations of Europe. These nations, 
on August 1, imposed a duty on 

jioultry of 14.32 cents a pound. In 
this short period of time, this 
high tariff has reduced exjiorts 
from the United States by 65 jx.r 
cent and soon there will not be 
any export market left for us.

The President has the jiower to 
retaliate but thus far he has not 
taken any action. We have sub- 
stantial turkey and chicken pro- 
duction in Nebraska which will 
be adversely affected by this high 
duty.
