3. Exhibits must represent the 
exhibitor’s own work accom- 

plished since the last fair. 
4. Four-H club members may 

show in 4-H club class without 
purchasing an exhibitor’s ticket 
but an exhibitor’s ticket will be 
required to exhibit in open class. 

5. Only articles mentioned in 
the premium list will be eligible 
to receive premiums. 

6. No premium money will be 
paid by the management until the 
4-H final reports are received in 
the County Agent’s office. 

7. In case of only one entry, 
prize shall be awarded on qual- 
ity. 

8 All possible diligence and 
care will be used to prevent loss 
or injury to exhibits, but the 
management of the fair will in 
no way be responsible should 
loss or injury occur. Each club 
is responsible for entering and 
removing exhibits.

Hay and space 
will be furnished free for the 
calves owned by club members 
that are not to be exhibited. Only 
the calves originally earmarked 
may be shown. 

Any class of market cattle may 
be divided by weight if show 
warrants. 

Entries may be made in ad- 
vance or on Monday, August 13, 
with Henry Wood of Ewing. All 
animals must be in place and 
ready to show by 9 a.m.. Tues- 
day.
