Clowns in rodeo are not only
specialists in comedy. They are

there to prevent tragedy. They
are brave men first and funny
men only secondarily. And the
real reasons for their presence in
the arena-—the brahma bulls
are no laughing matter.

The rodeo brahma is probably
the most murderous of all the
world’'s domesticated animals.
They are the only animals in rod-
eo that can be ragarded as inten-
tional killers. Although they are
rather docile in the pasture or
holding pens, separated from the
herd and turned out of the chutes,
they fight with everything they
have—their huge, banana-shaped
horns, their slashing hooves, their
tremendous, one-ton bulk,

Despite their size they are
quick as a panther and just as
mean. They hold no fear of a
man mounted and will attack a
horse without hesitation. |

For that reason mounted pick-

men can't be used to help the
