Dr. Clarence Manion, former dean of the
Notre Dame university law school and a conser-
vative spokesman, recently had the pleasure of
publicly debating Norman Thomas, longtime
leader of the socialist party and its candidate sev-
eral times for president. "They first debated soc-
falism in 1933, The latest debate and comparisons
with the first make interesting study.

Concerning the 1933 debate, Doctor Manion
now reflects: “I was standing firmly on home
base, staunchly defending the constitutional and
political status quo. Mr. Thomas was far out in
left field trumepting for the economic and polit-
ical revolution.
