—From data afforded by the local U.
S. signal officor we glean the following
as 10 the average of weather for the
month of March covering backward for
a period of nineteen years: The average
temperature for that month has been
35°;:the warmest March was that of
1878, with an average of 45°; the cold-
est March was in 1888, with an average
of 27 © ; the warmest day 1 March was
86< on the 2Tthday of that month in
1879; the coldest day for that month waa
21 © below zero on the 14th day of the
month in 1880; average precipitation for
March has been .74 inches; the greatest
precipitation was 2.19 inches during
March, 1891; the least precipitation was
04 inches in 1882; the greatest precipita-
tion in any one period of twenty-four
consecutive hours was 110 inches on
March 23th and 20th, 1891; the greatest
snowfall for the same period was 12
inches on March 29th, 1891. [t was the
seagon of 1501 that this part of Nebraska
had the largest erops in its history.

—Register Baldwin, of the U. S. land
office, has farnished us with a copy of
the bill introduced in the senate by
Senator Allen on Jan'y 16th, providing
for the disposal of the public lands of the
Fort MecPherson mlitary reservation.
The bill was read twice and then reforred
to the committes on public lands. As
the matter is one in which many of our
readers are interested, we iusert the bill,
which is as follows: “Be it enacted by
the sepate and house of representatives
of the United States of America in con-
gress sssembled, that the pubiic lands
pow remaining and undisposed of within
the reservation in Lincoln county, Ne-
braska, known as Fort McPherson
military reservation, as well a= all public
lands withdrawn from eettlement and
atlached thereto, by presidential procla-
mation or otherwise, are hereby made
subject to disposal under the homestead
laws of the United States only. Aetual
occupants of any of eaid lands in good
faith on the first day of January, anno
Domini eighteen hundred and ninety-
four, shall have the preferred right to
make one entry, not exceeding one
quarter section, which shall include
their improvements under the existing
land laws, if otherwise qualified: Pro-
vided, that any such lands as are now
occupied for townsite purposes shall be
disposed of as now provided for lands
subject to entry and eale under the town
gite laws: Provided further, that sec-
tions sixteen and thirty-six in each con-
gressional township shall be, and are
hereby gr:nted to the state of Nebraska
for the use of the permanent school fund
of that state. Section 2. That 1t shall
be the duty of the secretary of the in-
terior immediately after the passage and
approval of this act to cause all upsur-
veyed parts of said lands to be surveyed,
and this act shall be in force from and

alter its passage atnd approval.”

A Macedonian cry comes up from the
ladies of the relief burean who are mak-
ing a gallant effort to prevert suffering
and sickness among such of eur people
as are in destitule circumstances. As
charity was considered the greatest of
christian graces in the human character,
the publiec—both saint and sinner—
should be quick to respond to this
worthy appeal. The evidences of dire
necessity exhibited by the applicants are
enough to touch a heart of stone. A
number of instances in proof of this are
cited by the ladies. With the inclement
weather the greatest difficulty experi-
enced by the bureau has been to provide
suitable foot wear for applicants, and
there has been a wonderful shortage in
this respect. Much of the cash that has
been collected has had to be expended
for these pecessities on account of the
scarcity in this live. If you have a pair
of misfit shoes that are increasing your
crop of corns or bunions you can put
tizem to no better use than to turn them
over to the ladies of the relief bureau,
What is true of foot gear may be said of
other articles of clothing. Many a gar-
ment do you have stored about your
bomes that with some cutting down and
alterations would protect a child from
the severity of the wintry weather. This
work of repairing and cverhauling the
I~dies are voluntarily performing. Don’t
hesitate about sending in your surplus
garments because they are not of the
latest cut and style, but send them in
and they will be adapted to relieve some
cuse of suffering. With a little labor
mapy a garment can be so repuired that
it will protect a little one. Then make
it an especial point to send in your cloth-
ing. The people from the outlying pre-
cinets are just beginning to learn of the
establishment and work of the relief
burean and the demands being made are
growing very large. Let all our people
who are in a position to donate any
article of clothing for this most worthy
purpo=e do so AT osce. By so doing the
necessity for another house to houee
canvass will be avoided. There are
marvy single individuals among the rail-
way employees here who are in a posi-
tion to be of immense aid in this work,
and they should take a pride in seeing
that everything of which they are capa-
ble is done. If you have not the time
nor the disposition to deliver your pack-
ages in person to the ladies simply notify
either Tom Brown or M. B. Criderman
that yon have a buedle for them and
thoy will seo that it reaches its destina-

tiona.

Eprror TriBuxe:—The wail of “An
Engineer” in your issue of last week is
pitiful indeed. Poor fellow! He cannot
get along on an average income of §97.85
a month, and according to his state-
ment—with po rent to pay—he is con-
tinually playing bo-peep with the gaunt
wolf, poverty, and has great difficulty in
keeping him from entering his home.
His case is a sad one, for should sickness,
or some unforeseen calamity on the road
overtake him, whereby an income would
cease, he and his family would soon be
destitute, and fit objects for county aid.

It is a terrible state to be in, and in
his case, awful to think that he has to
“shuffle off this mortal coil” in some way
before his family can be rescued from
pending destitution. What would he do
were he a wiper, (as possibly he has been
at one time) a machinist, blacksmith, or
boilermaker? Their wages rarely reach
870 a month, and on that sum “An
Engineer” would evidently starve. But
what would he do were he a helper with
#1.75 a day, or a section hand, like myself,
with 81.15a day? Many men working
for the above amounts have families.
They live, and it would be well for “An
Engineer” to take a lesson in ecovomy
from them. If he does I'll bet that he
will live in comfort, and save a third of
his monthiy pay. He should do this as
itis, and by way of retrenchment he
ought to send his dry cow to a farmer
where it will be cared for for seventy-
five cents a month. There is no profit
in a brute of that kind.

The curse of the average engineer is
style. He 1s rarely a skilled mechanic,
and is usually promoted from mapipulat-
ing a shovel to the engineer’s seat. He
understands signals, how to pu!l the
throttle and reverse lever, work the
injector and air brake, and that is about
all. He forgets his former position, and
be and his family put on style, dress and
airs, and live up to every cent earned,
and often more, and hence the harassed
circumstances of many engineers, and
others in the employ of the U. P. com-
pany, as the menthly garnishee list
tastifies.

I am a section hand with a wife and
four children, and an average income of
228 a moath—a sum that would not keep
“An Engineer” in groceries and coal.
To obtain this pittance I work constant
and hard in the suoshine and showers of
summer, and the frost, the snow and
storms of winter. To those unacquainted
with “The short and simple annals of the
poor” it would be hard to explain how
six persous can subsist on the amount;
but “must” is 2 hard master, and as I
cannot obtsin other employment I adapt
mysell to circum-tances.

The cost of these bare necessaries of
life amounts te $22.00, leaving just one
dollar each for clothing and shoes and
nothing for maony” little comforts very
necessary but not procurable.

It was the poet, Hood, I think, who
thought it strange that “human life is
cheap, and bread so dear,” but I think 1t
stranger still that a corporation like the
U. P railwvay company should take
advantage of men’s circumstaoces and
pay less than living wages te a class of
very important servants. It is a ques-
tion if it takes more brains to rum an
engine than it does to keep a track in
order. But alas! Section men are net
organized, an1 engineers are. Therefore
they can, to a very great extent, get
more than living wages.

Inconciusion I wiil say that any man
in receipt of 897,85 a month on an aver-
age, ought not enly to be satistied, but
have something put away fer the pro-
verbial “rainy day,” and he ought to feel
ashamed to proclaim in the public press
that he can scarce get ends to meet.
