The property Mrs. Nation surrendered
consists of a handsome bullding and
about two acres of land in Kansas
City, Kan. She turned it over to the
associated charities of Wyandotte
rounty, Kan., to be used as a home for
the destitute wives, mothers and chil-
dren of drunkards, to the exclusion of
all others,

Kindergarten Teachers Wanted.

Washington, Sept. 22.—Kindergarten
teachers at salarles averaging $100 per
month are wanted to train Philippina
babes and Indian papooses. In fact, the
government has not had in years so
many good paying positions covering
trades and professions that need fill-
ing as now. Announcement of the va-
cancies was made through the civil
service commission, who complain
that the supply of qualified persons
does not begin to meet the demand.
