SORROW AT PERDUE.

Football Team of Famous Univer-
sity in a Fatal Wreck.

On the Outskirts of Indiannpolis a Blg Foar
Traln Uarrylng 1,000 Persons Hit
Somp Coal Cars with Ter-
rible Hesnlt.

Indianapolia, Ind., Nov. 1.—A epecial
train on the Big Four bearing 954 La-
fayetto passengers, including several
hundred students of Purdue university,
was wrecked near Riverside park at
the edge of the city, Fifteen dead wera
taken from the wreck and 40 passen-
gers were injured, 24 of them seriously,
Among the dead are several members
of the Purdue university football team
which was to play Indiana university
for the state championship here

The crash of the two tralns threw
the coal ears through the flrst two
coaches in which were many of the
players and substitutes. The engine,
two coal cars and two coaches were
erushed into a confused mass of
wreckage. Under this pile of debris
were 60 or more students of the univer-
gity, The uninjured in the rear coaches
hurried to the atd of the victims

The acenes followlng the rescue of
the dead and injured were distress-
ing. Strong men wept when they
looked upon the faces of their dead and
injured classmates. Many of the girls
knelt at the slde of the victims and
bathed thelr wounds until the services
of a surgeon could be secured. The
women on the train did everything pos-
gible that their limited means would
permit. All the young men killed
were In the fir’ -sach which was re-
duced to kindling wood. They wera
found lving mangled and bleeding
with the injured pinned against them.
