AGAIN IN SESSION.

Congress Meets at Call of President
to Consider Cuban Legislation,

Owvatlion In the Benate for Manns and Gore
man—Graceful Compliment to Speaker
Cannon—=HMHuandreds of Bills Pre-
sented First Day.

"Washington, Nov. 10.—The Fifty-
eighth congress convened in extraor-
dinary session at noon yesterday In
accordance with the proclamation of
President Roosevelt for the purpose of
enacting legislation necessary to make
effective the Cuban reciprocity treaty.
The day was devoted simply to per-
sonal greetings and organization.
With galleries crowded, with the
chamber a masg of elaborate floral
tributes and nearly every senator
in his wseat, the gavel of Presi-
dent Pro Tem. Frye called the sen-
ate together In the second extraordi-
nary sesslon of the Fifty-elghth con-
gresn., The epecial session of the sen-
ate followlng the adjournment last
sapring of the IFifty-seventh congress
eliminated much of the routine work,
which otherwise would have been per-
formad. New senators had gone
through the formalities of taking’ oaths
of office, seats had been assigned, and
with the exception of the appointment
of some vacancles all funectiuns of the
organization had been completed,

When Senator Hanna arrived he was
greeted with cheers which inereased to
thunderous applause when he was fol-
lowed a moment later by Senator Gor-
man and the two met in the center
alsle for a cordlal handshake. At the
roll ecall 70 senators answered and
Presldent Pro Tem. Frye declared a
quorum present. ‘The senate was in
gession only 14 minutes.

Firat of importance among Monday's
evenis in the house was the election ol
Mr. Cannon as speaker, next was thae
gswearing In of the members and the
drawing for geals. The democrats ral
lled around a new leader, Mr. Willlams
(Miss.) having been chosen to take

When the vote for speaker was an-
nounced It showed Mr, Cannon to have
recelved 105 votes and Mr., Williame
166, Mr. Cannon belng declavced duly
elected ns speaker of the house.

THE COAL MINER'S STRIKE.

Over Ten Thouvsand Men in Colorado Strike
for an Eight-Hoor Day and In-
cronsed Wages.

Denver, Col., Nov. 10.—~More than
10,000 coal miners in Colorado went on
strike yesterday for an elght-hour day,
Increased wages and other concesslons,
The strike was ordered by the national
executive officers of the Unlited Mine
Workers of America after the coal com-
panies refused to confer with union
representatives concerning the de-
mands of the men.

It will be the policy of the United
Mine Workers to depopulate the varl-
ous coal districts by sending the [dle
men and their families to Illinols, In-
dian territory, Missourl, lowa and
other states, where work has been se-
cured for them., Some 5,000 fareg to
these states had already been arranged
for by the United Mine Workers and
yesterday hundreds of the strikers were
on their way to new fields,

“HONOR DEMANDS IT”

President Roosevelt Urges Congress
to Ratify Treaty with Cuba,

A Fallure to Fass Favorably Upon It, e
Bays, Would Come Perlionsly Near »
Ropudintion of the Fledged
Falth of the Natlon.

Washington, Nov. 10,—The follow-
Ing message was sent to congress to-
day by the president, telling the rea-
son why It was called in extraordinary
senslon:

To the Benate and House of Representa-
tives:

I have convened congross that It may
coneglder the leglsMmtion necessary to put
Into operation the commercial treaty with
Cuba, which was ratified by the eenate
nt Its Jast sesslon and subeequently by
the Cuban government, 1 deem such
legislation demanded not only by our In-
terest, bul by our hanor, We cannot with
nropriety abvimndon the course upon which
we have s0 wisely embarked. When the
acceptance of the Platt amendment was
required from Cuba by the actlon of the
congress of the United States this govern.
ment thereby definitely committed Itseld
to the policy of treating Cubn as ogeupy-
ing a unlque position as regards this
country. It was provided that when the
Island became A free and Independent re-
publie she ghould stand In such close re.
lations with us as in certaln respects te
come within our syastem of Internntional
pollcy; and It necessarily followed that
she must also to a certnln degree be.
come Included within the lnes of our
economic polley. Sltunted as Coba Ia It
would not ba possible for this country to

uny foreign military power. It (2 for this
reason that certaln limitatlong have been

imposed upon her financial polley and
that naval statlons have heen conceded
by her to the United Btates, The ne-
gotiations as (o the detalls of thea-
naval statlons are on the eve o.
completion. They are so situated as
to prevent any idean that there s the

Intention ever to ure them agalnst Cubna
or otherwige than for the protection of
Cuba from the assaults of forelgn foes
and for the better safeguarding of Amer-
lean Interests in the waters south of us,
These Interests have been largely In-
creased by the consequences of the war
with Spain and will be =till further In-
creased by the bullding of the isthmian

canal, They are both military and ecos
nomie. The granting to us by Cuby of
the naval statlong above alluded to s

of the most importance from a military
standpoint and is proof of the good falth

with which Cuba is treating us, Cuba
hans made groat progress sinee her indes
pendence wons established, She has ads
vanced steadily In every way, She al-

ready standes high among her sglater res
publies of the new world., Bhe s lovally
abgarving her obllgations te us; and she
is entitled to like treatment hy us,

The treaty submitted to you for ap-
proval secures to the United Stotes
coonomie ndvantages as great as thoss
glven to Cuba, Not an American Inter.
est Is sacrificed by the treaty. A large
Cukan market 1s secured to our pro-
ducers, It is n market which lles at our
doors, which I already large, which Is
capnbla of great expansion and which s
especially Important to the development
of our export trade, It would be Indeed
shortsighted for us to refuse to take ad-
vantage of such opportunity and to force
Cuba. into ‘making arrangements
other countries to our disadvantage.

This reciprocity treaty stands hy [t
eelf, It Is demanded on considaration of
broad natlonal pollcy as well as by our
ceonemle Interest. It will do harm to no
Industry. It will benefit many Industries,
It 18 in the Interest of our peopla ug a
whole, both beeause of It {mportance
from the Dbroad standpoint of Interna-
tlonal polley and because economlcally
it Intlmately concerns us to develop and
secure the rich Cuban market for our
farmers, artigans, merchants and manu-
facturers. Finally, it I& desirable as a
guaranty of the good faith of aur nntion
towards her young slster republic to the
south, whose welfare must ever be close-
Iy bound with ours, We gave her llb-
erty. We are knit to her by the memao-
rleg of the blood and the cournge of our
sbldlers who fought for her In war; by
the memorles of the wisdom and Integrity
of our administrators who saved her in
peace and who started her so well on the
diffieuit path of self-government, We
must help her onward and upward, and
An helping her we shall help ourselves.

The foregoing constderations caused the
negotiation of the treaty with Cuba and
ita ratification by the senate. They now
with equal force support the legislation
by the congress which by the terms of
the treaty Is necessary to render it opera-
tive. A fallure to enact such leglslation
would come perllously near a repudiation
of the pledged falth of the nation,
