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Church Loses In Litigntion,

The first Christian church congrega-
tion lost out In ite lawsuit at Lincoln
againgt the Northwestern Life Insur-
ance company. It secured a s=mall
judgment, for $77.06, where [t asked
for $1,995. The Northwestern filed a
motion for a new trial, which was over-
uled. Years ago, when the hoom time
was on, the congregation built a costly
edifice at Fourteenth anid K streets in
Lincoln. It was compelled to borrow
$17,000 from the Northwestern com-
pany, and when the hard times came
the econgregation was compelled to al-
low the c¢hurch to go under the ham-
mer. The company had to take it, and
still owns it. Some time ago the
church brought suit against the com-
pany, claiming $1.995 damages for con-

verslion, it being claimed that the life
insurance people had no right to the
boller, 25 radiators, 6% church pews,

14 two-light gas fixtures, 9 one-light
fixtures, 1 three-light and 1 four-light
fixtures, and a 38-light combination
chandelier, The ecase turned upon
whether these articles were put in as
rermanent fixtures and thereby became
o part of the realty. The congregation
insisted that the mortgage coverad
only the building, and not these fix-
tures, but the court held that where it
was not proven that they were only
of a temporary character, and to be
taken away Iater, he must find them
10 be a part of the realty. By this
course of reasoning he figured that the
chandelier was a part of the building,
while the gas-light fixtures were not.

Close Heet Sugar Compaign,
The Standard Beet Sugar company’s
factory ai Leavitt has closed down for
the season after a very successful run,
though more beets would have hoen
gladly received. The total amount of
spgar refined this year was 8816800

pounds. Thirty-three thousand, four
hundred and forty-five tons of beels
were workaed up, about 3,000 tons less

than last season. Their percentage of
sugar was go much higher that much
more gnzar was made this year than
last, the average being 15 per cent.,
against 12 per cent, last year. An av-
erage of 260 men were employed, work-
ing in two shifts, night and day, during
the season.
