More umbrellas are spoiled through
weareless treatment than wear out from
actual hard work, One great mistnke
that many people make is to leave un
umbrelln standing on its point to dry
}nflt'r it has been used in the rain. This
18 most harmful, as all the waler
grickles down and settles in the folds
gt the narrow end of the silk, and this
not only causes the sllk to rot, but ihe
wire frame to grow rusty, The right
‘'way to treat a wet umbrella when
brought into the house is to open It
wide and wipe it as dry as possible,
then half close it and leave it standing
on Its handle to drain, Wet nmbrellas
should never be put near a fire; this
ulso is likely to cause the silk to split.

To Grow Fine Celery,

A Michigan gardener writes: Take
any land that will stand dronght, put
at least one lowd of well-rotted manure
on every square rod of ground, plow
and it the ground well, set plants In
rows 14 inches apart and six to eight
inches apart in tae row (sel with an
old brick trowel), keep the surface
well worked till the plants cover the
ground, after which no will
bother.

How to Market the Hutter,

Those who possesa the knack of mak
ing butter that has that fragrant
flnvor that distinguishes the produce of
many farm dairles, often make the mis
take of keeping the butter on hand toe
long nfter it Is made before marketing
it, It will be found that however pul
atable It may be, and however good
the flavor It possesses when fest mnde,
It will have escaped after too long
keeping, Even when transported long
distunces 1t loses its distinetivencss
while in transit, In fact, it seems that
butter which possessea to a large de
gree thig much-aesired flavor deterio
rates much guicker than an inferios
kind, As a consequence of this, the
farmer's wife who makes n superior
artlele which has n lecal reputation for
excellence shonld endeavor to disposa
of the product to loeal trade, or at
least sell It so near home that it will
be but u day or two between the churn
and the customer, ‘This can be easlly
mannged In almost any locality where
there s a8 market for it by seenring a
1t of private eustomers and fornish
It to them direct as they need it. I'his
clags of patrons are much more profit-
able yenr in nnd year out than the clty
hotels or the commigsion houses or
those customers who buy in the gen-
ernl market.

To Prevent HBlack Rot,

As n preventlve of black rot In vine
vards next season the North Caroling
cxperiment station thnt
wll dead leaves and rotten grapes be
raoked up oand  removed  and  rotten
gprapes olinging to the vines and trek
lines pleked off,

Loose  shredded barvk thint can he
reddily pulled  from the vines prioes
ings, dead grags and woeeds should be
burned; In fact, anything capuble o
Linrhoring the dustlike spore shoald ha
tlestroved or taken awae
