4 DISHARAGS FROM THE SOl

“aliforaia Industry With 0dd Fentures
In in n Flourishing Condition.

She slmply goes to the gro-
ser's and buys ns many as she needs-—
purely vegetable dish rags they are,
but admirahly suited for her purposes,

Ihe raising of thoese necessary nartl-
cles I8 being exploited by & tiumbep

of southern California hortleulturists,
who received the luspiration for the
gcheme from Charlée  Richardson,
whose gardens In Pasadena are becoms
Ing famous for their remarkable pro-
ductions, Mr. Richardson has success.
fully raised many growths new to
Amerfean soil, and this year Iz exceed-
ing all his previous triumphs by rais-
Ing thousands of dish rags.

Last year Mr. Ilichardson's string
beans, which measured forty-three
inches In length, created a stir, but

dish rag vines, which, with their pen-
dant dish rags—twine about orange
trees, palms, evergreems and  peach
trees, and peek in ot the top story win-
dows, bid fair to win the champlonship
from the beans.

These dish rags, or vegetable
sponges, as they are sometimes called,
are indigenous to Afriea. but now it
has been demonstrated that they will
thrive in this country they are bound
to become a popular production.

The gracaful, well foliaged vines are
not only ornamental, but they bear In
profusion a librous sponge that is emi-
nently useful for bathing, as well as
for scouring pang and kettles. Imagine
pleking dish rags In one's garden just
as one would pick blackberries or im-
agine having vines all laden with dish
rigs clambering over one's Kitchen
windows, so that all one needs to do s
to streteh out an arm and pull one in.
Such an arrangement would be much
easicr than going to the ragbag or buy-
ing digh rags at stores.

These curious vegetables assume the
form and appearance of cuncumbers,
and hang on the vines until their green
coats become brown and dry like parch-
ment. At this stage they are ready
to harvest. After they are picked the
brown coat is removed and an extreme-
ly strong and compact fibrous sponge
is revealed. Through the center of
this sponge, in three lengthwise com-
purtments, are many black seeds which
shake out easlly, In the Pasadena gar.
den these sponges have averaged eight
tnches in length.
