“In every sort of way the Italiana
are showing themselves cleverer, more
progressive and enterprising than any
others of the Latin race, They ure
adopting all the Industrial habits of
the Germans, are bullding factorios
everywhere, and the people are busy In
avery town. The hotels of recent con-
struction are modern and luxurlous,
The French, on the other hand, are
standiog still, ‘They ridicule the ldea
that they can learn anything of uny
other nation. Wrapped In the com-
placency of self-adulation, they do neot
realize how fast they are dropping be-
hind the procession.

Science and Corn Silk,

Corn s8llk has recelved cousiderab
attention from our corn scientists, It
I8 a4 somewhat nnusual manlfestation
of nature, the cavity to be fertilized by
the pollen sending out this long, sllky
messenger to gulde the pollen grain to
its goul. The growth and develop-
ment of the silk bears an lmportant re-
latlonship to the crop of corn thuat is
to be harvested. The sllk at the butt)
of the ear appears first and Is the long-
est, #8 1t must grow the whole length
of the cob to get to the light at all
Yet it does this and Is waving In the
alr catehing the pollen before the tip
sllks have appeared. The butt cavities
or oviaries are therefore the first to bd

lowa statlon an ear of corn treated o
this way seemed to despair of getting
pollen and sent out two new eirs near
its base; nnd these two new ears de
veloped o good mass of sllk.  The fall
ing of the pollen on the silk I8 followed
by the grains being conveyed to the
ovaries, after the completion of which
work the sllk dies
