ST, PETERSBURG.—General Ku-
ropatkin reports that reconnalssances
have established the fact that the
lapanese are wassiog near Yeutal
and Hensiitputze. Bands of Japan-
pse are also moviog 1o the Liao river
valley,

News from the froot Is exceedingly
meagre aod the present iull in the
yperations in Mapchuria is expected
to continue for several weeks, KEver
since Geoperal Kuropatkin's retreat
delinitely accomplished the hest in-
formed military circles were convin-
sed that Field Marshal Oyama could
oot immediately renew bis agures-
sive tactics. Al' the loformation
since recelved regarding the coodi-
tlon of the Japanese armies has
strengtheped the conviction that
Dyama will require a considerable
time to organize a pew advance,
and it is now helieved that ne prob-
ably will wait  reloforcements of
men and guns to make good his
losses at Liao Yang. These, it is
reported will be ready to leave
Japan at the end of the month,
Moreover, it would crealte no sur-
prise here if a Japan diversion is
attempted io the direction of Vliaa-
ivostok to prepare the way fur a
renewal of uggressive operations
agaionst Mukden. In the meantime
Kuropatkin 1s also cbtaiminog rein-
forcements. A large npumber of
guos and some jodependent troops
are ou their way to the front and
the trst detachment of the Odessa
corps Is expected to be oo ILs way
east by traln soon,

I'bere I8 considerable mystery
about Kuropatkin's plans. Althouxh
all the ipformation obtainable in-
dicates that the bulk of his army 18
still around Mukden and the ofticial
intimations are that Koropatkin
dues pot contemplate retiring further
at present. there is  considerable

CHICAGO, — Two savage attacks
were made upon non-union workers
at the stock yards and in the Bghts
that followed eight people were in-
jured, four of them s0 severaly that
it was npecessary (0 take them to
nospltals. The first disturbance oc-
curred at the Intersecton of Kalstoad
and Root streets.

Two young women, Annie ook
and Mawic Jasper were on an east
bound Root street car, and when It
reached Halstead street, several men
and boys with the ald of two or
three women, boarded the car and
drageed the young women to the
street. Both were badly beaten be-
fure the police arrived. They were
taken to the hospitals. Mamie
Jasper was struck witk a brick, and
her fuce and forehead were badly
cut.

The mob remaived at a short dis-
tance from the car track, and con-
tniued to throw stones. A west
vound car which bappened 1o pass
durfng the trouble was struck hy
several of the stones, Fremont Sloan
and Aonnle Crodone were Injured.
Anton Asburia, a brewery driver,
tried to drive through the erowd and
was hit in the back of the bead with
a brick and knocked from his wagon.
His scalp was badly cut,
