Rake up al
the corncobs, burn them, and when Ir
the form of bright conls, throw wate
on them, thus making charcoal for the
hogs. A little salt may be added. Tr)
to rfeed young hogs regularly: never
feed Inte, especinlly the evening meal
Watch the hogs closely to see If theh
tigestion Is good, for If they are no
healthy they will not thrive well. T
get your hogs ready for market they
sbould be on full feed of corn; but
alfter they are as fat as they can be
without detraction from their comfort
put them on the market at once, fui
they are unsafe to keep, becnuse hogs
fattened on the eorn dlot are very tou
der and eannot stand any abuse or dis
ease, The bogs kept for breeding pur
poses should never be put on corn diet
but reguire feed that bas more bone
nnd muscle-producing quality. Keep o
few wmore good brood sows; they wil
prove to be the bLest Investment op
the farm before another yeur Is gone
Don't waste good corn by feoding it te
hogs in the mnd. Your hogs will be
worth the exira cost of a feeding
trough. Try keeping an account with
your hogs; charge them wlith every
tl.iing they eat and give them credh
for everything they bLring In, and you
wlll be surprised to see how much bet
ter they pay than any other animal on
the farm.
