Ratiroads and Progreas

fo his testimony before the Senate
Committee on Interstate Commerece at
Washington on May 4th, Prof. Hogo R
Meyer of Chicugo University, an ex-
pert on roflroad management, made
thir statewwent:

“Tet us look at what might have
happened If we hnd heeded the pro-
tesls of the farmers of New York and
thlo snd Pennsylvania (In the seven-
tles when grain from the west began
pouring to the Atlantlc seaboard) and
fActed upon the doctrine which the In-
terstate Commerce Commission has
entmncinted time and again, that no
men may be deprived of the advant-
figes aeceruing to him by virtue of his
geographical position. We could not
linve west of the Miasissippl a popula-
tion of milllong of people who are
proepeross and are great consumers.
We never should have seen the years
when we bullt 10,000 and 12,000 miles
of railway, for there would have been
no farmers west of the Missigsippi Riv-
er who could have used“the land that
woukl have been opened up by the
building of those railwaye. And if we
had not seen the years when we conld
bulld 10,000 and 12,000 wiies of rail-
way a year, we shounld not have to-day
east of the Missisgippl a steel and iron
producing center which is at once the
marvel and the despair of Europe, be-
cnuse we conkd not have built up a
steel and iron industry if there had
been no market for its product

“We could not have in New Engiand
n great boot and shoe indusiry; we
could not have in New England o great
cotton milling industry: we could not
have gpread throoghout New York and
Pennsylvania and Ohlo manufacturing
industries of the most diversified kinds,
because those Industries would hiave no
market amoug the farmers west of the
Misalsaippd River.

“And while the progress of this coun-
try, while the development of the agrl-
cultural west of this country, did mean
the Impairmeunt of the agricultural
value eant of the Mississippi River that
ran op inte hundreds of millions of
dollarse, it meant Iincidentally the
bullding up of great manufactoring in-
dustries that added to the value of
this land by thousands of mlllions of
dollars. And, geptlemen, those things
were not foreseen 'n the seveuties The
statestoen and the pubiic men of this
country did not see what part the agrk
colturel development of the West was
going to play in the industrial develop-
ment of the Bast. And you may read
the decixions of the Interstate Oom-
merce Commlission frow the {irst to the
lnst, and what 15 oune of the greatest
characteristics of those decisions? The
continued inability te see the question
o this large way.

“The Interstate Commerce Oomimnis-
sion never ¢ n see anything more than
that the farm land of some furmer is
decreasing in value, or that some man
who has a flour mill with a production
of 60 barrels a day is being crowded
out. It never can see that the destrue-
tion ar impairment of farm values (n
this place means the bullding up of
farm values in that plaee, and that
that shifting of values 1s a necessary,
incldent to tie industrlal and mano-
facturing development of this country.
And if we ghall give to the Interstats
Oommerce Commission power to regu.-
lite rates, we # Al no longer have our
rates regnlated on the statesman!ike
basls on which they have been regu-
