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A Foolish Custom Abolished.

MONG the changes In the detnlls of warfare
which have been wrought by the long-range
rifle there 18 one whiclh has been brought into
especial notice by the ecasnalty statisiios of the
Rusao-Japanese war, Oflcers no longer expose
themsalves to the enemy's fire for the purpose
of “encouraging the men”

This foolish practice, which, through years of custom,
had the force of preseription, has evidently been sabau
doned. Thus far in the Manchurian campalgn only one
general officer has been killed outright and hardly wmore
than a score have heen wonmded

When we compuare these flgures with the sfatistics of
our own Civil War we can see how sweeping has been the
change, A recent study of the Confederate arehlves shows
that of 4158 Confederate genernl offlcers seventy-fonr were
killed In actlon or mortally wounded, while In the T'nlon
nrmy Nfty general oMcers, twentytlrea brevet brigadier
generale and thirty-fonr colonels commanding brigades
wore k!led or mortally wounded

In the Civil War, that is to say, general officers were
atill under (he stress of a tradition which held that a com
mander shiould ride np and «lown his lnes—on o white
horse If possible—so that the enemy might have n good
ohanece of pleking him off. In the Manchurian eampnign
the general officers have remained In the rear out of
rifle range and directed the operations of thelr men by
telephone or by messenger, The casualty slatisties show
the advantage of this latter system,

It is no reflection upon the bravery of a general officer
that he does not expose himeelf to the fire of the enemy,
He I8 not a fighting man but a director of Nghting men.

Missourl's Experiment.

HE Legislature that met in January, 1903, ap-
propriated §35,000 for a bluding twine plant to
be maintained fn the penltentlary. In accord-
ance with that law the lLegislature just ad-
journed eppropriated $125,000 more to be
known as a “revelving fund,” to be used only
to purchase raw materinl required in the man-
ufacture, handling and marketing of twine, All moneys
derived from the sale of twine are to be collected and pald
into the State treasury by the penitentlary warden, and
kept In a separate acconnt., The warden s empowered
to sell the twine to the fariners of the State for cash, free
on board the cars at Jetlferson City, “and at a price per
pound sufliclent only to indemnify the State agalnst loss.”
Ntate twine in bulk moy also be sold for cash by the war-
den to persons in encli connly who shall bhe required to slgn
an agreement to sell the twine to actual consumers at a
price not greater than 1 cent per ponmd over its cost, with
transportation from the Btate capltal added,

Manufacturing of the twine has begun, and the price
hns been fixed at 10 conts a pound. The trasts, it is said,
sell the same article for from 121 cents to 14 econts a
pound. It will be some time before the working results
of this speclal branch of Stute industry can be ascertalned.
So far the appropriations have amounted to $160,000, The
farmers who get the twine at a reduced price also puy
taxes, and the money that has established the plant, and
I8 set apart for the “revolving fund.” all comes from gen-
eral taxation. Pnblle ownership rests on public taxation.
What it may return in publie revenue is an open question.,
It remains for actual practical experience to strike the bal
ance.—Nt. Louls Glohe-Democrat.,

the doctor; (3) persistence—Dbeneflt is usually a matter of

It Is held that the gquestion of extirpating the disease
Is a munteipnl one, and that a necessary feature of it is
the compulsory provision of sanitary dwelllng for the
poor and for all that are erowded eclosely, while at the
sime time States must have sanatoria where such people
can be treated.  These two broad lnes of attack on the
disease meanwhile heralded by a wise home treatment it

is urged will crown the endl with the extirpation of the

Colorado Has a Soda Lake.

One of the most remarkable digcov-
erles ever made in the region is that
of a lake of ligquid soda In the inac-
cossible  desert  between  Crestone,
Colo.,, and Hooper, In the San Luls
valley. The lake 18 an acre and a
quarter in extent and lies at the bot-
tom of a litde basin valley in the des-
ert. On its surface 3soda crystals
hive collected to a depth eof elghteen
inches, the whole lake having the ap-
pearance of a hody of ice with a4 hard
snow covering.

A recent examlination by the State
School of Mines shows that these
crystals are B7 per cent pure soda,

purer than most of the commerclal
soda offered on the market. A Denver
mun, B. M. Falke, has secured a

lense of the land contalning the lake
find 18 now Installing machinery which
will convert the native erystals Into
marketable form. There are 4,000 tons
In sight,

The School of Mines experts say
that the soda is a creation of feldspar.

Denis in the suburbs of
Paris, Upon reaching the shore of
the Channel, near Hastings, they de-
scended until the gulde-rope touched

Great things are expected from th
submarine telephone by officers of th
Unitedd States navy. The principles
nnderlying it are very different from
those of wireless telgeraphy. In the
latter the telegraphie impulses are
transmitted through the alr or ether
by electricity. In the submarine tele-
phone sound waves travel throngh wa-
ter unnlded by any electrical force.
Water, being denser than alr, acts as a
better sound couductor, 1t itransmits
sound four and a halfl thnes as fast as
air, 1,100 feot a second being the rate
in the atmosphere, while in the water

it 1s 4,712 feet, or almost 1 mile a
second,
An outbreak of twelve cases of

smallpox at Newcastle, England, last
vear has mystified the doctors. No or-
dinary source of infection counld be dis-
coverad, but It has been found that on
the days when eleven of the patients
propably contracted the disease the
wind was blowing from one or the
other of two smallpox hospitale—one
about a mile away, the other abount
two miles. It is pointed out that flies,
a pest of hospitals, may be ecarrie

long distances by the wind, .

The moon is usnally supposed to
have solidified from the center to the
periphery, but lunar photographs have
convinced two leading French astrono-
mers that the surface hardened first.

Naturallgts have discovered a wasp
that uses a pebble to pound down the
eiarth over her nest, It 18 believed
that this is the only one of the lower
animals that makes use of a mechanl-
cal Instrument.

An Earthquake Specialist
Professor John Miine, of Hngland,
was for twenty years In the employ
of the Japanese government, and dure-
ing this perfod established an earth-

quakie survey with nearly 1,000 sta-
tions. The ecable companies always
appeal to him when thelr lines are

interrupted by earth tremors. Some
time since It was reported that two
West Indlan cables had broken on Dec.
81. "That is very unlikely,” sald Pro-
fessor Milne, “but I have a selsmo=
phone showing that these cables may
have broken at 11:30 4. m. on Dec.
20" He then located the break at the
exact spot it had occurred off Haitl.
