THE PRESERVATION OF NIAGARA.
REPORT recently submltted by the Interna-
tlenal Waterways Commisslon holds out a
hope that the Falls of Nlagara may be saved
from any further despollation for commercial
purposes, No act of the commission can be
finnl, but It has waved a danger signal In its
recommendation to the Government of the
United States and to that of Canada that “such steps as
they may regard ns necessary be taken to prevent any cor-
porate rlghts or franchises belng granted or renewed by
elther Federal, State or Provinelal authority for the use of
the waters of the Nlagara Rlver for power or other pur-
poses untll this commission I8 able to collect the Informa-
tlon necessary to enable It to report fully upon the condl-
tlons and uses of these waters to the respectlve Govern-
ment= of the United States and Canada.”

The preservation of the Falls depends upon the com-
bined nctlon of hoth countrles. It may be assumed that
the Dominlon will be ready to pnss such laws and enter
Into such agreements as may be necessary to prevent the
full conversion of the Niagarn River Into mere horse-power,
Pending final leglslation, a suspension blll s a highly desir-
able measure. The rald on the river has already gone too
rar. Concurrent actlon by Congress and Parllament could
effect a permanent prohibitlon of further Injury.—New

York Sun,

Perhaps the most start-
ling fact of the day In connectlon with
medical edueation, sald Dr. Franklin,
ls the apparently Inevitable develop-
ment of the specinlist, One might be
inellned to ask whether the genernl
practitioner will, as such, continue to
| exist, when one contemplates the sub-
divisions of work that are undertaken
by the specialist. Thus there were not
[ only specinl men for the eye, ear,
spine, gkin and throat, but for almost
every organ in the body, says the Lon-
don Mnail,

qnalified man when he {s about to
