CASPER, Wyo.—Melting snow and
bigh water caused the worst wreck i
the history of the Wyoming division
of the Chicago & Northwestern rail.
way when a work train, running t
Pasper from the construetion eamps
f Wolton, dropped into a small
itream near Natrona, twenty miles
vest of Casper. Nine men lost their
lives. One of these, Charles Moll,
vas f‘oreman of the outfit, and D, D,
Blue section foreman of Cadoma.
feventeen were injured and some of
these may die,

The wreek happened at b o’elock as
ihe train was crossing the stream.
Fhe engine passed over sately, bat its
reight broke down the piling, which
md  been undermined by the flood
vaters andlthe cars dropped into the
mvine., The one conch of the train
was filled with Austrian and Ttalian
uborers, The coach was telescoped
by & heavy water car following and
vas erushed Like an eggshell.

Mauy of the passengers were caught
mder the wreckage and it was hours
sefore they were taken out. One or
wo were drowned and several were
tilled  outright. Ssveral of the
nborers were thrown into
ind had & narrow
Irowning.

Word was sent to Casper as quickly
18 possible, but it was eighteen hours
wfore relief could be extended to
de injured. The weakened condi-
don of the bridges, due to the floods,
nade it unsafe to send a train to the
eene and hand  cars were pressed

Lparty of citizens set out for toe
leene.  Shortly  after  starting the
reliel party ran into a severe snow

orm  and  were  compelled  to
ibandon  the cars and proceed on
foot.  In the meantime pile drivers

nd a bridge gang were sent from
Rapid City and the bridges west of
Jasper repaired. At woon a relief
rain was sent out and  later brought
i the dead and injured. The blame
or the wreek seems to rest on nobody
e purticular as the train was pro-
reeding slowly and  cautiously under
srders to be on the lookout for bad
places in the teack. The coroner will

The detailed  story of the
vreck was brought to Casper by an
(talian interpreter.  Antonin Levalli,
yho was in  the sceident. Levalli
wys the tramn, a work outfit com-
nosed of one coach, two flat cars and

There
were twoenty-six persons in the car at
the time of the accident, and all who
were not Killed or drowned were in-
jured,

The train  erew and the less
seriously hurt worked all night, and
as fast as

The wreekage eaught fire soon after
the aceident occurred and for u time
it looked as if the dead and  injured
would be incinerated before they
sould be removed, A bucket brigade
was formmed, however, and after o
fight the flames were extinguished
before any mmaterial  damage was
done. One or two of the laborers
who were pinned under the wreekage
near the stove were slightly burned,

The reliel party reached the sceng
at noen the following deay. A traip
with the wounded on board reached
Jasper in the afternoou.
