But the soil is good
and the settlers all seem to be prospers
ous and countented, but further north
enst or west, there is good timber and
pot so much buash.

Crops look well but backward coms
pired with things tn goed old Nebraska
I'hey don't raise anything but small
grain and vegetables with very little
wheat in this part of the country and
the cut worms have damuaged that
close about here considerably.

The Canadians have their Fouarth of
July the first, only they call it Domins
fon duy and they had a big time here
only they waited until Monday to
celebrate a8 the first way Sunday
They hud un exhibition like our state
falr four davs this week and it was
fine. 1 never saw a {lner collection of
stock in my life anywhere and there
were about 200 entries for the speed
ring with Liberal purses for all elasses
wnd the people camea from all over the
dominion to attend it and the way they
ppent the money was not slow,

Thias ia the greatest conntry to amoke
and drink | ever was in. They don't
have very muoeb night up here as it is
duylight until nesarly eleven o'rlock and

There is one thing [ saw on my trip
I never saw before that was a grand
sight, and that was the enow capped
peaks of the Rocky mountuing which
wera plainly visibla after reaching
Calgary.
