Gra® has been renominated for cons
gressman from the 16th Illinois diss
trict. TFrom 1884 lo 1887 the editor
lived in South Auburn. Dr. MeKean,
J. V. Graff, who was an attorney,
(Geo. Fablinger, a real estate ageot, and
the editor were more or less chums.
In 18587 the doctor meoved to Omaha
and in two or three years went to
Siam as a medical wissionary, where
he is now. J. V. Graff moved first
to Tobeka, Kansas, that same summer,
and a few months later to ekin, Ills
inois, and a few years later was elected
congressman and bas been reelected
for every term since. In September,
1887, the editor moved back to Nema-
ha. Geo. Fablinger lived in Oregon
for a few years, bat most of the time
has been a resident of Auburn.

A Lincoln ticket usgent, who has
been studiously reading the new inters
state commerce law, says that after
Aungust 28 half rates for ministers and
others to whom bhalf fares have been
granted will pot be permitted. That
is the way he interprets the act and he
has had his opinion corroborated by a
loeal attorney who has also looked into
the matter The tickel agent says:
“Part of the law is effective August
28, That part of the law prohibiting
passes is not effective until January 1.
In one section the law makes exceps
tions relating to passes, but | see nos
where that half rates or special rates
are excepted. It may be legal to give
passes to ministers and it may not, des
pending on the final interpretation of
the law. It appears to e, however,
that after August 28 we canpot issue
half rates to preachers, If the roads
want to give them passes that may be
permitted. 1 don't (hink the roads
will be 80 generous as that,”

Ticket agents say that the eliminas
tion of half and sepecial rates will
lighten their bookkeeping work.—State
Journal.
