BATTLE FIERGELY TO THE FINISH

Executive Declares He Was Elected
by all Parties and Pledges
Loyaity to Them

A party pledged to reform Is mak-
ing a struggle for square deal legis-
lation in Nebraska. Gov. George L.
Sheldon, the first native born execu-
tive, Is the leader. In the senate and
in the house he has conferred with
men who are eager for laws In favor
of the people. The legislature Is or-
ganized and it will now be a battle
to a finish. Sheldon is a non-partisan
governor. For the first time in the
history of the state a governor In his
message has thanked all political par-
ties. QGovernor Sheldon lald especial
stress on the declaration that the in-
dependent voters, democrats, popu-
lists and republicans, had elected him
to office and he determined to make
his official actions pledges of his loy-
alty to the common people.
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Governor Sheldon is a Nebraska
farmer. His father was a member of
that band of gallant ploneers which
reclalmed Nebraska from the desert
waste and laid the foundation for a
prosperous state. At the state uni-
versity George 1. Sheldon was edu-
cated. -He lived all his life on his
father's homestead. In the Spanish-
American war he went to the defense
of his country. In education, in ethl-
cal standards and in his private life
he has reached the ideal of the Ne-
braska people. He has determined to
fulfil the pledges made to the people
on the stump, and while he may make
mistakes he is a man whom the peo-
ple will trust implicitly and should
he err they will overlook it because
of the sterling qualities of the leader.
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Early in the week the two houses
resumed concurrent sessions after ad-
journment over Sunday. So far sixty-
two bills have been introduced in the
house and eighty-nine have been pre-
gented in the senate. These embrace
all subjects. “Party pledge"” bills on
all partisan questions will be outlined
by the joint committees of the house
and senate and all other measures will

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Confusion and divergence of opinion
exist as to the form of a primary law.
The statutes of Iowa, Wisconsin and
Minnesota are being overhauled. To
their surprise the legislators have dis-
covered that dissatisfaction exists in
each of the three states named. Dally
newspapers, as a rule, favor liberal
primary laws with long campalgns
and protracted debate. In & large
state it is impossible for a candidate
to réach all the people except through
the dailly press. This means that a
dally paper and a syndicate of week-
lles must be secured in order to con-
duct a winning campalgn. More de-
pends on the country press, it is as-
gerted, than ever before as a candl-
date can be made or unmade within
a few days preceding the party bal-
loting by a well directed newspaper
attack. Partisans are also eager to
preserve the party organization. This
{s another problem which vexes the
republicans and democrats alike, It
is predicted that there will be more
girife and turmoil over the primary
bill than all the rest of the legisla-

tion.

IRRIGATION TO BE ITS PURPOSE

All States Wost of the Missoeurl
River Will Send Large
Delegations

For the first time in the history of
America a general movement has been
inaugurated looking toward the rapid
development: and settlement of the
dry land sections of Nebraska and
the west., Acting on the suggestion
of many western farmers and business
men, Gov, Jesse F. McDonald of Colo-
rado has called the “Trans-Missourl
Dry Farming Congress” to meet In
Denver on January 24 and 25. The
call has been sent to every state west
of the Missourl river and assurances
have already been received that dele-
gates will come, with state sanction,
from practically all of the sixteen
commonwealths included in the ecall.
The importance of this movement
cannot be overestimated. Nine acres
of farm land out of every ten in the
whole country west of the 98th merld-
ian ecan never be irrigated and bhe-
cause of slight rainfall most of this
great territory must look for its re-
demption entirely to some method of
scientific agriculture. Within the last

decade the spread of the so-called
Campbell system, more commonly
known as “dry farming,” has con-

vinced the thinking men of the coun-
try that in some such method as this
lies the agricultural salvation of the
west, and it is now proposed to start
a broad, unprejudiced movement, in
which every state affected shall take
part, to further develop these soll cul-
ture systems and bring them to the
attention of the world at large.

The new regulations for the mobiil-
gation of the national guard, just per-
fected by Assiatant SBecretary of War
Oliver, will make it poosible for Ne-
braska to have one of the best or
ganizations in the United States., The
new order will result In making im.
poasible any repetition of the difficul-
ties of reorganization of the militia
forces In the face of war, as experi-
enced In the early days of 1898, is ex-
pected by the war department.
These regulations, which have just
been printed and promuigated are
drawn under the terms of the constl-
tution and existing militia law and
preceding statutes. They provide for
the minimum strength of the organ-
izations of the militia in time of peace
and equipment by the state author-
itles so that this force will be iIn-
stantly avallable in time of neefl.

In the first place it fs expected that
the slate authoritles will take advan-
tage of the generous appropriations
made by the national government an-
nually for the support of the national
guard, to keep their organizations at
a certaln fixed minimum strength.
These men are to be completely
equipped and drilled. And, in addl-
tlon, the state must provide ample
equipment, arms, clothing, quarter-
masters’ stores, tenting, everything
necessary for the militiamen who may
be called into service under the terms
of the law.

The experience of the Spanish war
recrultment demonstrated that It was
an Impossible task for the national
government to equip recrults in twos
and threes and half dozens In little
country hamlets and feed and convey
them to central recruiting depots.
