They
wear the same jewels and the same toi-
leites, they enjoy the same liberty of
laughing and talking, they read the
same books, they have the same ges-
tures, the same full-blown peauty, and,
thanks to the Invention of the chap-
erune, there is not a theatre or a res-
taurant party nor tea to which they do
not go alone and at the invitation of
any man of their acquaintance.
