THE EMERGENCY CLAUSE ADDED

Raliroads Will Fight the Two Cont
Rate and the Legisiature
Will Take Part

From our Correspondent Geo. W. Kline

The two cent fare bill has heen
approved by both houses and hurried
to the governor. The measure won
out, emergency clause and all. Gov-
ernor Sheldon.

The presidents of rallroads, it was
announced from Chicago, had decided
to fight 2-cent fare bills in all western
states. For the purpose of bringing
on the fight before the legiglature ad-
journs it is said a majority of the
members declded to rush the bill
through with the emergency clause so
that the contest may begin as soon
as possible, and perhaps permit the
legislature to take a hand in the fight.

In the minds of many members the
rallroads will certainly attack the 2-
cent fare bill and the rallroad commis-
gion bill. The fight on the latter may
be deferred for months or years, but
it iz confidently looked for.

“We want to know,"” declared a num-
ber of legislators, “whether the rall-
roads mean to fight the two cent fare
or not. If they do we will get busy
at something else, It is time for them
to be good.”

In the senate there was an effort
to defeat the emergency clanse bhut
it failed. Senator Burns, Senator
Gibson, Senator Glover, Senator Han-
na and Senator Gould voted in the
negative oposing the
negative opposing the emergency
Gibson and Senator Saunders voted
in the negative and changed their
votes after it was apparent that the
emergency clause had survived, The
firet vote was 24 to 7, Latta and
O'Connell being absent. The final
vote, after the changing of the Doug-
las county delegation, was 27 to 4.

Slight amendments by the senate
were concurred to in the house and
the bill was hurried to the gover-
nor.
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Senator Randall has taken up the

cause of the critics of the state uni-

versity. In his own language he
means to “muck rake" the institu-
tion. This muck raking took the

form of a resolution to compel the
regents to outline a report giving all
the facts and figures about the insti-
tution. The regents have intimated
that the figures shall be forthcoming.
On the other hand they insist that
the only requirement for success of
the state university is more cash and
more facilities to instruect the stu-
dents. Bince 1900 there has been an
increase of 100 per cent in every de-
partment, attendance and all. The
regents Insist that it is time to In-
crease the appropriations to corres-
pond with this rapid growth,
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The rallway commission bill has
attracted considerable attention In
the house. Two bills have been in-
troduced to reduce Pullman rates and
tax that corporation in proportion to
the benefits received, So far, It Is
<claimed that the Pullman represent-
atives have succeeded in eluding just
taxation. The rallway commission
bill places all the corporations in the
public service under the jurisdiction
of the railway commission .
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Insurance has been thoroughly de-
bated in the Nebraska senate. The
rights of foreign and domestic com-
panies have been ventilated and aired
and interrogated. There seemed to be
a well defined opinion that the foreign
life Insurance companies were dab-
bling in the matters of the home con-
cerns. As a result a bill designed to
wipe out the surplus funds was de-
feated while a bill directing that the
policy holders be notifiled each year of
the premiums earned, a bill forbid-
ding campalgn contributions by the
companies, a bill forbidding waste of
funds and several other corrective
measures, were recommended for pas-

sage.
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Senator King has taken possession
of the bill designed to wipe out the
lumbermen’s lien law and his commit-
tee has recommended it for passage.
The bill does not lessen the protec-
tion for material men but gives the
builders of the state a square deal. A
builder must be notified of all ma-
terial delivered and the bills the con-
tractors owe, If this 18 not done
he caunot be held responsible under
the lien laws. Lumber dealers who
came to the clty to answer the suit
of the state took a hand in the mat-
ter and attempted to kill the bill,
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A well organized fight by patent
medicrine firms has been directed
against the anti-alcohol clause of the

r.re food bill. The druggists declare
'hat the bill will render many stocks
valueless unless it conforms more to
e national law. Grocers, also, have
some objections. The grocers desire
an exemption clause allowing the

dealers a given time in which to dis
pose of conaln.wa;m;

The child labor law, the pure food
bill, the anti-pass question, the ralil
way commission bill and the primasy
bill are yet to be considered. So fur
about one thousand measures are to
be scanned by the legislature. The
final limit for the Introduction of bills
drew out a number of measures, The
rush to feed bills into the hopper was
headlong, and in some cases, indis
criminate,

or kill deer, antelope or beaver at
any time; providing for a public
library in every school district; a bill
providing for the purchase of books
for libraries; a bill to authorize the
abolishing of school districts when
voters in the district number but two;

All the injunctions that the
rallroads have been able to gecure now
fall to the ground.

Coming on the heels of the state
legislature’s action in passing two
cent fare bills, the supreme court de-
cision Is a hard jolt to the railroads.

MUNGER THE MAN

Lincoln Legal Light Lands Judi-
olal Judgeship

THE WINNER BACKED BY BURKETT

President Roosevelt Pleased With
Munger's Endorsements
and Appoints Him

Thomas C. Munger of Lincoln has
been appointed and confirmed as
United States federal distriet judge
for Nebraska. The manner in which
the naming of Mr. Munger for this
high position was brought about is it
anything, Interesting, As soon as the
bill providing for & new judge was an-
nounced, prominent lewyers from all
parts of the state commenced to pull
wires and telegrams by the score
were hurrled to Washington and
among them of course were the strong
endorsements of Mr. Thomas C.
Munger of Lancaster county, The
Nebraska delegation in Washington got
busy and it was manifest from the be-
ginning that Senator Burkett had a
thumb in the pudding and he at once
began a vigorous campalgn for his old
friend and fellow townsman. Mr.
Burkett does things, and before others
had an opportunity to show thelr
fighting faculties the senator from
Lancaster had everything fixed and
his man endorsed by a suflicient force
to land the place for him. In presant-
ing Mr. Munger's name Senator Bur-
kett lald before the president a bundle
of letters and telegrams endorsing
the Lincoln man for the appointment.
After making careful examination of
the papers the president expressed his
wonderment that any man could re-
celve such a big endorsement as given
to Mr. Munger, The president Is re-
ported as saying:

“It {8 seldom that a candidate for
high office Is brought before me for
appointment so universally endorsed
as Munger. Therefore, 1 will take
great pleasure in appointing him.”

Mr. Munger's private life s heyond
reproach, He has a comfortable home
and a delightful family,. He I8 a
member of the First Preshytorian!
church. Thomas C. Munzer was born)
at Fletcher, Ohlo, July 7, 1861, He
resided in the state of Ohio until he
was #ixteen years of age, when his
parents removed to New Sheron, lowa,
where he attended the publie school.
Aflfterwards he attended a preparatory
school located at Nebraska City and
called Nebraska college during the
two years 1879-1880., He was a stu-
dent at lowa college, at Grinnell,
lowa, for two years. The year follow-
ing he was a student at the Union
college of law, in Chlcago, whence he
came to Nebraska and was admitted,
to the bar at Lincoln on March 6,
1885, .

PRISON COMMITTEE REPORTS.

Sanitary Conditions are Found to be
Excellent,

The state prison commlittee com-
prising Luce of Wehster, Root of Cass,
Phillips of Holt, Dodson of Saline and
Holbrook of Dodge, reported that they
had visited the penltentiary and
found the sanitary conditions excel-
lent, only one prisoner having been
in the hospital in the past two years,
The work of Chaplain P. X. Johnson
was commended. The ermmittee re<
ported that it belleved released pris{
oners should not he turned loose In
the city of Lincoln, as this practice
was bad in results for the prisoners,
and instead the released men should
be given transportation to their
homes or to the counties In  which
they were convicted. The committes
recommended the purchase of 160
acres of land east of the penitentiary
which Is now leased by the state, The
committee sald the discipline and
management could not be too highly
commended, While discipline was
maintained the prisoners are treated
in a manner to inspire hope for com-
plete reformation and a better life

after they are liberated.
