Every other act of the leg
islature was subordinate and  suabsl-
diary to this one moeasore and motive
of creating =omething for a common
wealth composed mostly of specula
tors and largely ol carpethaggers, [t
does not disturh this proposition that
such men as Thomas 15 Coming, .
D. Richardson, Samucl B, Rogers, A,
D, Jones, Andrew J. Poppleton,
George 1. Miller, A, 0. Hanscom and
Thomag Davis remained —and some of
them to this day —to be capable bulld-
ers of their city and their state, and
o llustrate staunch citizenship there
in. For if their main object In mak-
fng Omaha a place by placing the cap
ital there had falled, not all of thom
wonld have romalned  In Nebraskna,
and none of them In Omaha, for there
would have been no Omaha—at Jenst
none worthy to command such cap-
nble handiwork ns thelr In sUceess
fully pressing on to the mark and
prize of thelr ealling, the leaders of
the capital contest exhibited ability
and skill of no mean order As for
the rest of the work of the legislature
as we shonld expeet from such con-
ditions, that which was not merely
Indifferent mugt be rated as bad

The Arrow of Omaha and the Pal
ladium of Bellevue mirror many in
teresting incidents of the first days ol
civilized and organized Nebraska. In
fts Inltlal number the Arrow instructs
those not to the manner born as to
the ,pronunciation of Omaha; “As
many of our foreign friends will be
unable to pronounce this word we will
from our Indian dictlonary assist
them. The proper pronunclation fis
O-mah-haw, accenting the middle syl
lable.” Since the editor was a tenant
at will of the Omaha tribe, and a few
weeks later published an admirable
description of the village of the tribe
which was situated about seven miles
to tne southwest, he could speak ex
cathedra. DBut clvllized usage has sac
rificed melody and euphony to con-
venlence by forcing the accent back
(or fTorward?) to the first syllable
The same inexorable mechanical law
of clvilization has substituted for th
beauteous, unconventional slopes and
freely Irregular lines and the grove.
a8 nature placed them, streets and
grades and cuttings and piles of brick
and mortar, all in hard-and-fast and
8t rectangular lines; and the groves
have been wholly sacrificed to the
same Moloch. But by the law of com-

pensation this is the price of prog
ress,

October 6 the Arrow notes that in
his recent visit to Omaha City the
commissioner of Indian affairs “found
no fault with the settlers for the oc-
cupancy of the land,” and to invest
this ofMiclal wink with still greater sug-
gestiveness It 18 further stated that “a
gentleman who accompanled him here
purchased a number of lots.” The
same Issue notes “long  traing and
large herds of stock daily arriving at
Bluft City and crossing to Omaha on
the steam ferry Marion.” On October
20 the Arrow announces that at the
late session of the lowa conference at
Keokuk, a new district, known as the
Nebraska and Kansas misslonary dis-
trict, was established, at present un-
der Presiding Flder M. F. Shinn of
Council Bluff City, the stations In Ne-
braska belng Omaha City and Old ¥t.
Kearney. This was doubtless the first
formal invasion of Nebraska by the
great ploneer Methodist church., The
same paper, on November 3, gave the
following interesting statement of the
beginning of Tekamah: “The Ne.
braska Stock Company . . have,
+ « + upon their claimed lands, some
fifty:-tive miles north of this place,
Inid off a beantiful town or
eity plat called Tecamah., The county
is called Burt, after our late
reapected  and lamented governor.”

holding a mass democratic eonvention
to nominate a candidate for delegate
to Congress, And notice of the ad-
vent of the first physiclan of Omaha
s of more than passing interest:
“Although but little sickness pervades
our prairie land we can hnt coneratn-
late our citizens upon the acanisition
of a young and apparently well qnali-
fled phveiclan to our socletv,” The
first editor of Nebraska little knew
how peremptorily the eareer of Dr.
Miller, the first phvsiclan of Omahn.
was to require a slight distortion of
the meaning of what he was writing
It was not in the professional, hut in
a much wider sense that Dr. Miller
was to become a phvsician to Omaha
in her subsequent ills and allments.
On the 10th of November the Arrow
notes that a new town has been lald
off one mile below the mouth of the
Platte river and lots were to be sold
on the 13th, “It is at present named
Plattsmouth and will doubtless he-
come a place of some importance

In the same number the editor's
quaint faney runs on an excursion
against the "new-fangled names which
these reformers hitch on with a flour-
ish to town sites, rivers, ete., through-
out the territory.,” “It I8 not,” he
protests, “old fogyism to desire a re-
tention of those names In our nrairie
land which have hecome as familiar as
household words to ploneer
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heon aflixed hy old frontiersmen.”
And then he cites as examples of his
outraged tasln the aubstitution of
Florence for the good old slgnificant
and appropriate name of Winter Quar-
ters.  “Next comes Delleview—a little
hetter it I8 true—but partaking of the
same fanciful air.” The name of Ot-
toe, originally selected for the place
now called Plattsmouth, “was a good
one, and far hetter than the modern
innovation. Mt Vernon, the name of
the beautiful site at the mouth of the
Weeping Water, Is another bad selec-
tion; why not call it after the pleas-
ing name of the river?" “And 80"
he laments, “it is all over the terri-
tory: city and town sites, rivers and
creoks have with but few exceptions
undergone an awkward and unhecoms-
Ing change of named; an abandon-
ment of these beautiful and original
names which ofttimes lend an air of
enchantment and  pleasure to the
place.™

Thus at the heginning this volun-
tary denizen of the wilderness, untu-
tored in the arts, expressed a truth
that has rankled in the heart and
mind of every sensitive citizen of the
commonwealth to this day And so
it seems that taste, that unapprals-
able gift of God to His creatures
wme of them-—compound of  senti-
ment and judgment, I8 born and not
made, The schools may lead It out
und reectify its vislon, but if it has
but being In the soul it will gee
straight and clear to the eternal fit-
ness of things, What pity that our
poet-editor was not a Poo Bah, with
a lord high executioner resolute to
enforee  his  decrees against  these
counterfeiters of names, Through our
obtuseness or vanity or other infirm-
ity general and irreparable violence
ha= bheen done to the native names of
Nebraska. It i8 slight consolation to
know that thig esthetle rape was not
committed withont protest—that at
the first there was at least one ave

to pity though there was no arm to
save.,

It 1s not likely that this frontier
champlon of propriety and esthetie
srnse knew that Washington Irving,
high priest of fine taste, at a still ear-
lier date lamented the same misfor-
fune:

“And here we can not but pause to
Iament the stupld, commonplace, and
often ribald names entailed upon the
rivers and other features of the great
Wesl by traders and settlers. As the
aboriginal tribes of these magnificent
roglons are yvet in existence, the In-
dian names might easlly be recovered:
which, beside being in general more
sonoroug and musical, would remain
mementoes of the primitive lords of
the soil, of whom in a little while
acarce any trace will be left, Indeed,
it 18 to be wished that the whole of
our country could he rescued, as much
as possible, from the wretched no-
menclature infliected upon It, hyv jgnor-
ant and vulgar minde; and this might
he done in a great degree, by restor-
ing the Indian namesg, wherever sig-
nificant and euphonious. As there ap-
nears to he a spivit of research abroad
in respect to our aboriginal antiguitios
we would sugegest, as a worthy ohject
of enterprise, a map or maps of every
part of our country, giving the Indian
names wherever they could he ascer-
tained, Whoever achieves such an
object worthily will leave a monument
to his own reputation.”

The first number of the Palladium,
July 15, 1854, states that John F, Kin-
ney, who had lately been appointed
chief justice of 1tah, had given the
name “RBill Nebraska™ to his son, horn
at Dr. M. H. Clark's hospital, Nehras.
kn Center., June 10, 1854—"the flrst
white child born in the territory since
(the passage of the bill.” Strong faith
in the future development of the coun-
try 18 a characteristie of pioneers, and
may be traced, In part at least, to the
lnstinet of duty and necessity, It is
cherished from the feeling. not alwavs
clearly conscious, that requisite cour-
age and tenacity of purpose can not
he sustained withont . A striking
example of this kind of faith is found
In a “puf™ article abont Nebraska
which indulges in the prophecy that
the Platte river will after a while hoe-
come navigable, ‘According to the
statement of experienced navigators
on the upper Missouri the Nohraska
(Platte) Is now a much hetter stream
for navigation than the Misonrl was
twenty-five years ago'" This numbher
also gives an account of the first for-
mal celebration of Independence Day

which took place at Bellevue, The
charncteristle serious rellgions.-sentl-
mental temporament of the editor is

tonched hy the secene:

“The assemblage met near the In-
dian agency, under the hroad canopy
of heaven, and geemed to have hearts
as expansive as the great scene of
nature in which they were sltuated.
If the spirit g0 bheantiflly and freely
manifested on thig goul-ingpiring ocea-
|#glon be an Index to the future charae-
ter of the vast multitudes who will
soon come from the four quarters of
the earth, to mingle in the pursnits
and pleasures of this people, then it
lell he true, as it was remarked by
(one of the speakers, that ‘this country
will be indeed the “Eden” of the
(world.'"

The editor himself was president of
the celebration.

The lssue of August 16 states that
“the Presbyterian board of foreign
missgions for the benofit of the Otoe
and Omaha Indians was cstablished in
the fall of 1846," and “the
bufldings were bullt upon a large
seale, having every necessary accom-
modation for one hundred persons.”
In the whole range of their deserip-
tive articles we find these “rough”
ploneers still harping on egthetie fea-
tures. And so this mission, we are
told, “is bullt upon the bhrow of an
eminence that overlooks the majestic
Missourl and surrounding country,
and upon which nature has laviched
her charms  with unsparing  profu-
alon,"

And then, moved to overstrain his
eve of falth, the editor sees that
“Belleview ig destined by nature to
hecome the metropolis of learning as
well as of legislation and commeree
in Nebraska.,” In cight months after

these  visions of glory had thus
strained his aching sight, the confi
dent  prophet was to abandon the
fruitless  and hopeless  fleld., Mr,

Reed's judgment was at fault in that

it had falled to apprehend that the
period of nature-made ecapltals had
hoen supergseded by man-made capl-

fals. Henceforth rallways and not
(lod-chosen sltes were to locate the
important towns, and the destiny of
raflways is dietated by men. TIn brief,
man was not only to propose but also
almost absolutely to dispose of towr
sgltes, When in 18i6 two or three rai!
wayv magnates diverted the Rock I
land line from the proposed Pigeo!
Creek route to the Mosquito Cree’
ronte Omaha's permanency becam:
possible and probahle. When. in 1867
the U'nfon Paclfiec hrldge was locate:
at Omaha after a fearful strugegle be
tween men, Omaha was made an/
Rellevue's last hope was destroyed.
Again the editor’s vision of the com-
ing ednecational and political ecapital
was quite right In general and wrong
only in partienlarizing. When a dozen
vears later men, violating all the old
rmiles of town-making, and turning
thelr backs on every site of nature's
cholee, commanded, “l.et there bhe -
capital to be ealled Lincoln at no
where"—and there was a caplital—the
arthodox editor conld not have com
nrehended that his nrophecy of a cap-
ital thomeh not of his capital was true,

The Palladium of Novemhber 29 calls
attention to the fact that, “in accord-
ance with the eustom of our Puritan
ancestors” the acting governor had
designated the 20th of that month as
the first Thanksgiving day. The edi-
tor i8 a moral exotic, somewhat mis-
placed in this western desert, and
fitter for the society of eastern round-
head than of western cavalier. Andd
a0 he moralizes: “Although we have,
ne in all new countries, comparatively
little to be thankful for, we have suf
fieclent to inspire our gratitude and
pralse.” Tt is diffienlt for this severs
purist to acknowledge anvthing good
in a free lance like Governor Cuming.
