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OUR FINE WINTER WEATHER

Lowest Temperatures for Season in
Many Years Recorded.

The Weather Bureau lssues an Expla-
nation of the Unusual Conditions
Which Fails to Eplain.
Washington, D. €. ~ Remarkably
unseasonable weather with a cold
wave extending throughout the coun-
try east of the Rocky Mountains, ther-
mometers In some gections registering
the lowest temperatures for the sea-
son In many years, I8 reported by the

weather bureau.

Weather bureau officlals say that
there {8 no immediate prospects of
any summer weather anywhere. Heavy
frosts are reported to the bureau from
Michigan and other states of the
Lake region. The cold wave is par-
ticularly severe in the southwest and
is due, according to the weather ex-
perts, to the heavy rains in that part
of the country,

Forecaster Harry C. Frankenfeild
of the weather bureau Tuesday night
sald; o

“The reason for the cold weather
we have had during the past two or
three months is that the high areas
of pressure have moved eastwad from
the northern portion of the country
almost continuously and these have
caused cold north winds. That is the
only reason I can give for the cold
weather areas., As to what makes
these high areas keep up all this sea-
son is more than I can tell”

Not since 1882 has the abnormal
weather been approached in this part
of the country. It is five degrees
below the normal temperature for this
month,

TAKES NO BACKWARD STEP
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President Forcefully Reasserts His
Position Regarding Railroads.

— s e .

They Should Be as Completely Under
Governmental Control As Are
the National Banks.

Indlanapolis, Indiana. — President
Roosevelt dellvered the prinelpal
address in this city Thursday at the
unvelling of the statue to Gen. Law-
ton, a veteran of the civil war, who
died in the service of higz country in
the Philippines. The address had
been looked forward to for weeks as
being the first authoritative expres-
gion of the president's views regard-
ing the relationship of the govern-
ment to the rallroads of the country.

After dellvering an eulogy en Gen.
Lawton and the veterans of the Civil
war Mr. Roosevelt sald among other
things:

“One great problem that we have
before us Is to preserve the rights
of property and thesa can only be
preserved If we remember that they
are in less jeopardy from the gocialist
and the anarchist than from the pre-
datory man of wealth., The power
of the nation must be exerted to stop
cerimes of cunning no less than
cerimes of violence, There can be no
halt in the course we bhave deliber-
ately elected to pursue, the policy
of asserting the right of the nation,
so far as it has the power to super
vise and control the business use of
wealth, especially in {ts corporate
form. Today 1 wish to say a word

to you about the first and most im-
portant feature of this task, the

control of the common carriers doing
an finterstate business; a control ab-
solutely vested In the nation. There
must be vested In the federal gov-
ernment a full power of supervision
and control over the raillways doing
interstate business; a power in many

| respects analogous to and as com-

plete as that the government exer-
cises over the national banks. It
must possess the power to exercise
supervision over the future issuance
of stocks and bonds, either through

a national Iincorporation (which 1
should prefer) or in some similar
fashion.

The movement to rogulate railways
by law has come to stay. The people
of this country have made up their
minds—and wisely made up their
minds to exercise a closer control
over all kinds of public service cor-
porations, including railways. Every
honestly managed rallway will gain
and not lose by the policy., The men
more anxious to manipulate stocks
than to make the management of
their roads efficient and honest are
the only ones who have cause to op
pose it.

Creating Naval Vacancies.

Washington, — Admiral Evans wiil
preslde Saturday at the Navy depart-
ment at a meeting of naval officers
of high grade, appointed “to weed out"
a sufficlent number of officers to
meet the needs of the naval person-
nel act and prevent stagnation in
promotion. Naturally there is great
anxlety among a number of officers
as to to the outcome of the meeting
of this board though the result will
not be announced before July 1, when
the vacancies must be made. Al-
together the act requires this year
that 22 vacancies be created,
