Use Hydrogen Peroxide to Remove
Blood Stains—Cream of Tartar
When Ink Is Spilled—Proper
Way to Clean Ivory.

Hydrogen poeroxide is good [or re
moving staing caused by  blood, bhu
must be used with care, If gravy ls
gpilled on your table linen or gown,
it may be taken out guickly hy the
use of a little peroxide. To avold
weakening the material this shonld
be {mmediately followed by the uvse
of an alkali, If just removing a spot,
sponge the fubrie firgt with peroxide
until the stain has vanished, then fol
low with a =olution of weak ammonia
If you have been unfortunate in stain:
ing 28 handsome gown or blouge that
cannot he laupdered, dampen starch
and place it thiekly upon the stain,
When dry brush off the starch. This
may have to be repeated several
times. Mildew 1g a stubborn stain,
Try immersing the spots firgt in but
termilk, or lemon juice, then launder
in the usual manner,

It ig dificult to remove ink stalns
nowadays, because modern chemical
Inks are quite distinct in  characteg
from the old compounds. However,
many suggestions are offered for re-
moving Ink. One way is to cover the
gtain thickly with ecream of tarctar,
then hold the fabrie over a howl, and
pour bolling water through it. If the
‘staln ig taken In hand at once it will
disappear quickly; if dvy and old, It
may need geveral fresh applicalions of

cream of tartar and bolling water, 1
still obstinate, lay the arvticle in the
sun, moistening from thme to  time

with the same mixture. Lemon julee
and salt ig also often an effective mix

ture. ‘The fabric should be placed in
the sun. Another remedy for  ink-
gtains on white goods Is hot tallow

Dip the spois in the melted tallow, let

it cool on the goods, then bmsh olf
and launder
To clean ivory that has  becon

brown or of a binckish tint, dissolve
rock alum in rain water; boil this anl
keep the ivory in the boiling solution
for about an honr, taking it out from
thme to time and cleaning it with a
goft brugh; then lof it dry In a damp
lHnen rag, when It will be found thoi
oughly  cleaned. Ivory is  often
bleached by the simple  process  of
dampening it and exposing it to the
riays of ithe sun, a process which mual
be frequently repealed,

It is saild that potatoes will bake in
much less time if the sking ave
greased before putting them Inta the
oven, The sking will come off more
caslly and will be as thin  as when
boiled.
