The above shows in a nutshell what
the assessors In eighty-two counties
have done in the matter of fixing the
value of real estate this year. Eight
counties have not yet made returns
to the state board, and these willl
swell the total probably $5,600,000. The
counties out are Custer, Gage, Grant,
Holt, Hooker, Nance, Scott’s Bluff and
Valley. The total assessed value of

two counties has been returned at
$236.685,018, agalnst $181,343,780, re-
turned for the same counties last
year. Five times these amounts re-
present the actual value of the lands
and lots, or $1,182929,090 for 1908, and
$£006,718, 900 for 190{, This makes an
inerease In the actual value of lands
and lots of $276,206,190.

Edson Rich, attorney for the Union
Pacific, who was in Lincoln, sald he
was well satisfied with the valuation
of real estate.

“By comparing our record of trans-
fers,” he said, “we have found In
many instances the assessor has as-
sessed the land at its full actual value
as shown in the transfers. 1 shall
ghortly withdraw my application for &
mandamus to compel the state board
to increase the value of real estate.
We are satisfled with the valuation
ag placed on this class of property by
the assessors.”

STAMPING OUT TUBERCULOSIS,

Nebraska Society Organized for an
Important Work.

The Nebraska Soclety for the Study
and Prevention of Tuberculosis is en-
gaging In a work which has for 1ts
object the stamping out of tuberculosis
in the state., BSimilar socleties have
been at work In other states for years
and Nebraska is behind her sister
states In this respect. A great wor
has been accomplished but the so-
clety I8 in need of funds to carry on
its work. An appeal has been madd
to all publie spirited citizens of the
state in the following letter sent out
by the secretary:

“Omaha, Neb., July 15, 1908.—Tu.
berculosls or so called consumption is
the most prevalent disease of clvilized
life. Nebraska In 1906 had 535 deaths
from tuberculosis and 439 from all oth-
er communicable diseages comblined.
This means 2,000 cases existing In
this state, many of them in public Iu-
stitutions.

“We as citizens are responsible not
only for the long drawn out mlisery
and poverty, but for the great rigk to
ourselves and other healthy persons
of becoming infected. Not every one
knows that tuberculosis is communic-
able and therefore preventable. In or
der to spread thls knowledge broad:
cast and to give instructions in pre
ventive measures, the Nebraska Asso-
ciation for the Study and Prevention
of Tuberculosis has mapped out a
publicity and educational campaign.

“That this campaign may be suc-
cessfully carried out the association
hereby issues a call for memberships
at one dollar a year, This Income {s
for printing and postage expenses on-
ly;: no salaries and no transportation
pald; all services rendered gratls.

“Will you and your assoclates, your
church, your club, your lodge, your
municipality, help to further this work
of deliverance from the great white
plague?

Never before in all history has there
been made such a world-wide effort to
overcome a great scourge upon man-
kind. Vaccination was the discovery
of one man, Jenner, Malaria was un-
derstood after the work of a Laveran,
a Manson and a Ross. To prove the
life-history of yellow fever a Carsoll
and a Lazear gave up their lives. The
life-history being known, the authori-
ties readily control smallpox, malaria
and yellow fever.

In tuberculosis as great results are
possiLle but the co-operation of the
general publiec must be secured, that
here as elsewhere the infected man
or beast may be subject to wholesome
control.

Rallroad Denies Charge.

In explanation of Edgar Howard's
charge of $9,000,000 more or less of
untaxed property in the form of ma.
terial and supplies is lying along the
Union Pacific railroad in Nebraska.
Tax Commissioner A, W. Secribner of
that raliroad appeared before the
state board of assessment and said
that every bit of material and supplies
had been reported for taxation. Mr.
Howard was present to renew his
statement. He said It was based on
a speech made by General Superin-
tendent Park of the Union Pacifie he-
fore the state railway commission,
that his company had $9,000,000 in
stock supplies, ties and other material
in “Council Bluffs, Omaha and along
the road,” which the company intena-
od to add *“to this property.” He
sald Mr. Park afterward told him he
meant this property was in Nebraska
with the exception of what {s in Coun-
cil Bluffs.

Mr. Seribner sald "Mr. Park told him
he meant on the entire system. Mr.
Seribner believed it to be best to wait
until Mr. Park himself could present
a statement under his own signature
as to what he meant,

At Willemstad, Island of Curacao, a
demonstration was made by the Dutch
residents against the Venezuelan con-
sul who was compelled to take refuge
in the German consulate, The trouble
was brought about by the action of
President Castro directed against the
trade of the islands,

The track and field sports of the
Olympiec games in London have ended.
Counting five for first, three for sec-
ond and one for third, the standing
is: America, 114%; United Kingdom,
66 1-3; Canada, 11; SBouth Africa and
Greece, 8 each; Norway, §; Germany,
4; Italy, 8; Hungary, 21-3; France,
21-3; Australia and Finland, 1 each.

The northwest needs 30,000 men to
help harvest the wheat crop.

Willlam F, Walker, the absconder
of New Britain, Conn., has at Ilast
been placed in jail at Hartford.

In a desperate battle between Mex-
lcan troops and Papago Indians in So-
nora 19 of the hostiles were killed
and many wounded. Two soldlers
were killed and five wounded.

The funeral of Bishop Potter took
place In the historie Christ church at
Cooperstown, N. Y., where J. Fennl-
more Cooper worshipped during his
lifetime., The body was shipped to
New York, where the official funeral
will take place.

A bomb was exploded in the Na-
tional hotel in Chleago, startling the
Buests, but no one was Injured.

A "wild man"” is said to be prowl-
ing in the woods in Macon county,
Missouri.

The federal grand jury at Chlecago
has returned Indictments against 29
mail order houses, whose alleged il-
legal profits are between $4,000,000
and $5,000,000 for using the malls to
defraud.

During a severe electrical storm at
Gettysburg, where the Pennsylvanla
national guard were encamped, three
of the soldiers were killed and many
others serlously injured by the light-
ning. The tents were blown down
and many of the soldiers were com-
pelled to swim to safety.

By the unanimous opinion of the
United States clrcuit court of appeals
at Chlcago the famous case of the gov-
ernment against the Standard Ofl com-
pany of Indiana, in which the latter
was flned $29,240,000 by Judge Lan-
dis in the district court, was reversed
and remanded for a new trial,

WIN HONORS IN WORLD'S OLYM-
PIC GAMES.

FIELDANDTRACK CHAMPIONS

Victory ls Considered Very Great Be
cause Won With the Judges Pre-
Judiced and the Treat-
ment Unfair,

The Olymplc games were brought
te a conclusion at London Saturday
afternoon so far as the sports held at
the stadlum were concerned, when
Queen Alexandra presented the gold
medals and trophies to the successful
competitors and the dowager duchesa
of Westminster, the duchesa of Rul-
land and Lady Desborough handed the
sllver and bronze medals, the diplomas
and the commemorative medals to
those entitled to them,

A big crowd attended the function
and chered the athletes as they came
up to receive thelr prizes. The Itallan,
Dorando, was honored with the great-
est ovation, the sympathies of the
spectators going out to the man who
had missed the prize of the Marathon
race when it was just within his grasp.
Before the ceremony of prize giving
began, America captured two events,
the 110 meter hurdles and the 1,600
meter relay, the latter being the last
event on the program. The stars and
stripes was the last flag te fly from
the mast head,

In the athletic section of the games,
the American representativas won the
champlionship in fleld and track” ath-
letica, The American won fifteen out
of a possible twenly-seven firsts, scor-
ing more firsts than the athletes of the
entire world. On the basis of five
points for firsts, three for second and
one for third, tne American score i8
114%; that of (Qreat Britain and Ire-
land being 66 1.3,

Doubts are belng expressed in some
of the most influential quarters as to
whether the Olymplan games serve
good purpose, whereas, theortieally,
they are supposed to foster interna-
tional friendship. The result of the
present meeting has  been to creale
dissentions and kindle animosities,
The relations between the English and
the American officials have become 8o
strained that it will be exceedingly
difficult for representatives of the two
nations to arrange any competitions
in the future or carry them out with-
out unpleasant incldents.

RELATIONS AT CRISIS,

Venezula and Curacao on Verge of a
War.

The relations between Venezuela
and the island of Curacao are strained
to the breaking point. Following a
long serles of what the resldents of
Curacao regard as antagonistic actions
on the part of President Castro di-
rested against themselves and the
Duteh government mobs gathered at
Willemstad and expressed their re-
sentment in an attack on the home of
a Venezuelan who had published
statements derogatory to the resldents
of the island. They surrounded the
German consulate, where the Venezue-
lan consul had taken refuge and it was
contemplated the ordering out of
armed troops, so that the consul might
be protecied from injury. The demon-
stration hefore the residence of the
Venezuelan consul, Senor Lopez, oc-
curred late Saturday night and al-
though no actual attack was made,
it 18 sald that two shots were fired
from the consul's house, no one heing
injured.

The measures taken by the Venezue-
land government against the Dutch
government and directly against the
island of Curacao brought about de-
pressed business conditions in that isl-
and, whose people asked Queen Wil
helmina of Holland to take steps to
improve relations between the two
countries In a permanent manner,

Curacao complalned of the seizure
by Venezuela of vessels plyving be-
tween Aruba and Curacao, Dutch pos-
sesslons, and the imprisonment of the
crews, the opening of Dulch corres-
pondence by Venezuela, the decree is-
sued by President Castro, prohibiting
the transshipment of freight at Cur-
acao and of many other antagonistle

Dying of Elephantiasis.

Anna Lynch, wife of David Lynch
of State Road, McKeesport, Penn., is
dying of elephantiasis, a rare disease
seldom enconntered in other countries
than India or Africa.
