ORDINANCE No. 8.
For the Protection of the Village of
McCook Against Fires,

BE IT ORDAINED, By the Chsirman and Board
of Trustees of the Village of McCook, Nebraska :

Fectlon 1, On the passage and publication af this
ordipance, and snnually thereafter, at the first regu-
lar meeting In May, the Chalrman of said Viliage
Doard shall eppoint twe Members of sald Board Fire
Wardens, who shall discharge the dutles hereln—
after prescribed, until thelr successors have been
appointed,

Section 2, That the Fire Wardens shall on the
request of any three house holders of sald Village,
or when It shall come to their knowledge, that there
18 danger of fire originating in any manner, to enter
{nto any house, bullding, lot, yard, smoke-house, or
premises within sald Village, for the purpose of
cxaminlng flues, chimneys, stoves, stove -pipes, ovens,
hollers, and all fire-cscapes, and apparstus lkely to
cause fire, also lnto any place, where gun powder,
conl ofl, hay, straw, shavings, or ether combustible
materials may be lodged. And such Fire Wardens
shall give such directions, in regard to the several
foregolng matters, as they shall deem expedient to
guard ggalust fire, clther by removal, or alterstion,
or by better care and management thereof,

SECTION 3. That whenever the Fire Wardens
shall give notiee, or directlons to the owner, or occu-
pant of any premlses, In which auy of the matter
mentioned In section two hereof shall be contained,
it shall be the duty of such owner, or occupant,
within forty-elght hours to cause such removal, or
alteration therein, at the owners expense, as shall
be required by said wordens, and In case sala owner,
or occupant shall neglect, or refuse for forty-clight
hours to cause such removal, or alteration to be
made, it shall be the daty of sald Fire Wardens forth-
with to causé the same to be done at the expense of
sald owner, or cccupant, who shall be lable for the
amount of expense therehy incurred, the game to be
collected by an actlon in the name of the Village
of MeCook.

SECTION 4. That If any person, or persons, shall
neglect, or refuse to comply with any directlons giv-
en by sald wardens, as provided for In this ordinance,
or shall megieet, or refuse to enuse such removal,
alteratlon, better care, or mansgement to bhe glven,
or made, as such wordens shall direct, he shall he
deemed gullty of a misdemeanor, aud upon convie-
tion thercof shall be fined {n any sum not to exceed
Twenty-Five Dollars.

SECTION 5. 1t shall be unlawfual for any person
to bulld any stack, or plle of hay, or straw, within
two hundred feet of any bullding within sald Village
ol McCook, unless such hay or straw, shall be under
some secare and closed covering.

SECTION 6. It shall be unlawful for any person
to dlscharge any flre-arnns, rockets, or powder, fire-
crackers, or torpedo, or any other fire-works, on any
street, alley, or grounds In sald Village of MeCook,
unless the Village Board by resolution shall peralt
the same to be done, specifying the time and place,

SECTION 7. Auy person offending against any of
the provisions of seetions five and six of this ordl-
nance shall be fined in any sum not to exceed Ten
Dollurs.

SECTION B. This ordinance shall take effect and
be In force from and after {ts passage, approval and
publication.
